The
team analyzes teacher observation data, compares trends
in T-TESS ratings with current student growth data, and
reflects on the observation protocol to identify and
discuss potential skew in teacher observation trends.
These discussions take place during quarterly data
meetings and campus leadership team meetings.

The district will provide ongoing professional learning
for all appraisers through the Instructional Leadership
Team (ILT) and Assistant Principal ILT sessions, with a
focus on deepening understanding of T-TESS rubric
descriptors and expected performance levels. Appraisers
whose rating patterns fall outside expected correlations
with student growth data will receive additional targeted
calibration support. This may include one-on-one
coaching, small-group calibration sessions, and guided
practice using common video observations and district-
developed exemplars to ensure alignment with district-
wide expectations.

b. When evidence gathered for those ratings is not
calibrated:

Appraisers will engage in professional learning focused
on scripting quality, evidence selection, and alignment
of evidence to T-TESS dimensions through ILT and AP
ILT. For those whose evidence collection practices are
not aligned with expected standards, the district will
provide differentiated support, including collaborative
evidence reviews, practice using annotated observation
scripts, and feedback loops to improve the accuracy and
consistency of evidence used to justify ratings.

Leadership use Eduphoria Strive to examine the
alignment between teacher observation data and
available student growth data by appraisers, content
areas, grade levels and campuses. This includes
analyzing individual student growth measures in
relation to teacher performance data and analyzing
trends in campus ratings. If a negative correlation is
identified between T-TESS ratings and student growth
data, School Leadership will collaborate with campus
leaders to investigate the root causes of the
misalignment. Together, they will design and
implement targeted professional learning and support to
improve calibration and ensure greater alignment
between instructional practices and student outcomes.

a) Identifying Lack of Correlation:

Each quarter, district leaders from School Leadership,
Professional Learning, and the Data and Assessment
teams collaboratively review trends from formal teacher
observations and student growth data by appraisers,
content areas, grade levels and campuses. This analysis
includes generating campus-level and district-level
scatter plots to visualize the correlation between T-
TESS ratings and student growth measures. These
reviews are conducted quarterly, aligned with the
availability of updated student growth data. When
patterns of misalignment emerge—such as high
observation ratings with low student growth, the district
will work with the campus to identify root causes.

b) Addressing Lack of Correlation:

Once trends are identified, district and campus teams
work together to determine root causes of the
misalignment.

If the issue lies with the student growth data, the district
examines the alignment of student growth measures to
the taught curriculum, the rigor and relevance of the
assessments, and adherence to test security and
administration protocols.

If the root cause is teacher instructional practice, the
teacher will receive targeted coaching, mentoring, and
support to strengthen instructional effectiveness.

If the misalignment is due to appraiser calibration, the
district provides additional support through targeted
professional learning, calibration sessions, and
coaching. Appraisers may also be partnered with a
highly calibrated colleague to strengthen observation
accuracy and consistency.

To ensure equitable representation on the
committee, members were invited based on their
expertise and roles in instructional and campus
leadership, curriculum and instruction, and district-level
decision-making. Additionally, efforts were made to
ensure balanced representation in terms of department,
years of experience, role, and race/ethnicity, ensuring
that all perspectives were considered in the planning
process.

Extensive input was gathered from teachers and campus
leaders regarding the components and weightings of the
designation system, ensuring that a wide range of
perspectives were considered in shaping the process.
Recognizing that 40% of the designation depends on the
Teacher Observation, our district has conducted a
thorough review and overhaul of the training, resources,
and implementation of our TTESS evaluation practices
to enhance their effectiveness and alignment with our
goals. This comprehensive revision includes the
development of more targeted training materials, the
introduction of additional resources for both teachers
and evaluators, and a commitment to ongoing,
collaborative professional development. In addition,
campus administrators will engage in regular, dedicated
sessions to calibrate scoring practices, ensuring
consistency and accuracy in evaluations. This
continuous collaboration will allow for a more precise
and meaningful application of the Teacher Observation
component, ultimately strengthening the reliability and
fairness of the designation system.

Ongoing feedback was gathered throughout the process,
with specific input regarding the distribution of TTA
funds obtained during our district focus group meetings.
These sessions provided an opportunity for stakeholders
to share their concerns, suggestions, and insights, which
were invaluable in shaping the final plan. Members of
the TIA Planning Committee took the initiative to
follow up with individuals to ensure that their feedback
was fully understood and considered. As we collected
and analyzed feedback, our plan was continuously
refined, with particular attention given to the criteria for
determining eligibility for designations in the first year.
This iterative process allowed us to respond to questions
and address concerns in real time, ensuring that the
system reflected the needs and perspectives of all
stakeholders. The final list of eligible teachers was
shared, accompanied by a message emphasizing that
this list is not static and can be revisited and adjusted
each year, allowing for flexibility and continuous
improvement in the designation process.

The district plans to hold several informational sessions
and forums that allow an open pathway of
communication for teachers interested in pursuing TIA.
These informational sessions will serve to a) provide
pertinent TIA background information and b) answer
any questions that arise during the process. Having
several of these meetings will allow the TIA committee,
teachers and principals to revisit key areas that may
need more clarification and thought.

In addition to a webpage,
several TIA resources will continuously be funneled to
teachers and school leaders via the TIA committee
through employee communications and routine in-
person follow-ups.

The district has hosted multiple feedback and focus
group sessions wherein the participants were able to ask
questions in order to fully grasp the proposal. The
district will continue to host question and answer
sessions, solicit feedback, and incorporate surveys to
ensure the understanding of all stakeholders.

Resources will be shared through staff meetings, direct
emails, weekly staff newsletters, and district
professional learning opportunities. Professional
learning and individual instructional support will be
integrated into all district efforts to help teachers qualify
for a designation. Teachers will meet with campus and
district leaders at multiple points throughout the school
year to ask questions, provide feedback, and follow up
on their progress. Campus leaders will have multiple
opportunities to share feedback with district leaders,
ensuring the necessary information is available for
reflection and improvement in the TIA process. The
TIA development team will hold ongoing and consistent
meetings to assess teacher progress, address any
questions or needs, and create a plan to provide the
necessary support for teachers’ success.

approved or not. Following these meetings, and upon
confirmation of a successful application, this
information will be communicated via informational
newsletters and webpages. These teachers will be
recognized at a spring school board meeting.

The approved TIA local designation system and its
components which include the TTA Toolkit and the
district Observation Calendar will be shared at the
beginning of the school year with all staff during
August inservice and designated planning days. The
district will also share the approval with the School
Board and TIA Advisory Committee in the early school
year. All information will be posted to a dedicated
district webpage. The district plans to create and utilize
informational videos to share with all staff through
employee newsletters and staff resources at the
beginning of the school year.

Prior to the survey, principals will be given an overview
to discuss with their staff during an inservice or
planning day meeting. Principals will stress to teachers
that a survey will be coming from Texas Tech and that
they are required to complete this survey. Several
reminders will be sent to teachers via district
communication (weekly staff newsletters, direct email,
campus communications) to complete the survey before
the closing date. Executive Directors of Leadership
Development will also follow up in person with campus
leadership to ensure survey responses and goals are
being met.

Human resources will provide support in identifying
eligible teachers, providing T-TESS training throughout
the district, compiling T-TESS data, and providing TTA
introductions to our newly hired teachers.
