E. [n the ¢onduct of the allotment, the: district shall be subject to Texas State Board of Education rules and commissioner of
education rules pertaining to school facilities and the allotment and to the laws of the State of Texas governing this
allotment. This document constitutes the entire agreement between the agency-and the disfrict for the allotment.

F. The agency may conduct desk reviews or on-site monitoring reviews to determine compliance with the approved'application and
the applicable statute(s), law(s), regulations, and guidelines.

G. If the district, in the agency's sole determination, fails or refuses for any reason to perform any of its obligations under this contract,
the agency may impose such sanctions as it may deem appropriate. This includes but is not limited to the withholding of
payments to the district until the district complies; the canceliation, termination, or suspension of this allotment, if imposed, shall
become effective at the close of business ori the day of the district's receipt of written notice thereof from the agency.

H. The district, to the extent permitted by law, shall hold the agency harmiess from and shall indemnify the agency against any and all
claims, demands, and causes of action of whatever kind or nature asserted by any third party and occurring or in any way incident
to, arising from, or in connection with, any acts of the district, its agents, employees, and subcontractors, done in the conduct of the
allotment.
