INTRODUCTION 
 
This Official Statement, which includes Schedule I and the Appendices hereto, provides certain information pertaining to the 
$17,430,000 Edgewood Independent School District Unlimited Tax Refunding Bonds, Series 2021A (the “Bonds”).  Capitalized 
terms used in this Official Statement have the same meanings assigned to such terms in the Order (defined herein), except as 
otherwise indicated herein. 
 
There follows in this Official Statement descriptions of the Bonds and certain information regarding the Edgewood Independent 
School District (the “District”) and its finances.  All descriptions of documents contained herein are only summaries and are 
qualified in their entirety by reference to each such document.  Copies of such documents may be obtained from the District’s 
Financial Advisor, Hilltop Securities Inc. (“HilltopSecurities”), San Antonio, Texas, upon request by electronic mail or upon 
payment of reasonable copying, handling, and delivery charges. 
 
This Official Statement speaks only as to its date, and the information contained herein is subject to change.  A copy of the final 
Official Statement pertaining to the Bonds will be filed with the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board through its Electronic 
Municipal Market Access (“EMMA”) system, see “CONTINUING DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION” for a description of 
the District’s undertaking to provide certain information on a continuing basis. 
 
DESCRIPTION OF THE DISTRICT . . . The District is a political subdivision located in Bexar County, Texas.  The District is governed 
by a seven-member Board of Trustees (the "Board") who serve staggered four-year terms with elections being held in November of 
even-numbered years.  Policy-making and supervisory functions are the responsibility of, and are vested in, the Board.  The Board 
delegates administrative responsibilities to the Superintendent of Schools who is the chief administrative officer of the District.  
Support services are supplied by consultants and advisors.  The District covers approximately 19.31 square miles in Bexar County, 
Texas (see “APPENDIX A – General Information Regarding the District”). 
 
INFECTIOUS DISEASE OUTBREAK – COVID-19 . . . The outbreak of COVID-19, a respiratory disease caused by a new strain of 
coronavirus, has been characterized as a pandemic (the "Pandemic") by the World Health Organization and is currently affecting 
many parts of the world, including the United States and Texas. On January 31, 2020, the Secretary of the United States Health and 
Human Services Department declared a public health emergency for the United States and on March 13, 2020, the President of the 
United States declared the outbreak of COVID-19 in the United States a national emergency. Subsequently, the President's 
Coronavirus Guidelines for America and the United States Centers for Disease Control and Prevention called upon Americans to 
take actions to slow the spread of COVID-19 in the United States. 
 
On March 13, 2020, the Governor of Texas (the "Governor") declared a state of disaster for all counties in Texas in response to the 
Pandemic. Pursuant to Chapter 418 of the Texas Government Code, the Governor has broad authority to respond to disasters, 
including suspending any regulatory statute prescribing the procedures for conducting state business or any order or rule of a state 
agency (including TEA) that would in any way prevent, hinder, or delay necessary action in coping with the disaster, and issuing 
executive orders that have the force and effect of law. The Governor has since issued a number of executive orders relating to 
COVID-19 preparedness, mitigation, and phased reopening of the State. However, on March 2, 2021, the Governor issued Executive 
Order GA-34, which supersedes most of the executive orders relating to COVID-19 and provides, generally, for the reopening of the 
State to 100%, ends the COVID-19 mask mandate, and supersedes any conflicting order issued by local officials in response to 
COVID-19, among other things and subject to certain limitations. Executive Order GA-34 became effective on March 10, 2021 and 
remains in effect until amended, rescinded, or superseded by the Governor. On May 18, 2021, Governor Abbott issued Executive 
Order GA-36, which supersedes Executive Order GA-34, in part. Executive Order GA-36 prohibits governmental entities in Texas, 
including counties, cities, school districts, public health authorities, and government officials from requiring or mandating any person 
to wear a face covering and subjects a governmental entity or official to a fine of up to $1,000 for noncompliance. Notwithstanding 
the above, Executive Order GA-36 provides for public schools to continue to follow policies regarding the wearing of face coverings 
to the extent reflected in current guidance by TEA, until June 4, 2021. However, Executive Order GA-36 requires TEA to revise its 
guidance such that, effective 11:59 p.m. on June 4, 2021, no student, teacher, parent, or other staff member or visitor may be required 
to wear a face covering. Additional information regarding executive orders issued by the Governor is accessible on the website of the 
Governor at http://gov.texas.gov/. Neither the information on, nor accessed through, such website of the Governor is incorporated by 
reference, either expressly or by implication, into this Official Statement. 
 
On March 12, 2021, TEA issued updated public planning health guidance in accordance with Executive Order GA-34 to address on 
campus and virtual instruction, administrative and extracurricular activities, and school visits. Within the guidance, TEA instructs 
schools to provide parental and public notices of the school district's plan for on-campus instruction (posted one week prior to the 
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commencement of in person education, and then again provided at time of enrollment or at the earliest practical time after 
enrollment) in order to mitigate COVID-19 within their facilities and confirms the attendance requirements for promotion (which 
may be completed by virtual education). The guidance further details screening mechanisms, identification of symptoms, and 
procedures for confirmed, suspected, and exposed cases. Certain actions, such as notification to health department officials and 
closure of high-traffic areas, will be required in the instance of confirmed cases. Schools are highly encouraged to engage in 
mitigation practices promoting health and hygiene consistent with CDC guidelines (including social distancing, facial coverings, 
frequent disinfecting of all areas, limiting visitations, etc.) to avoid unnecessary exposure to others in prevent the spread of COVID-
19. Pursuant to Executive Order GA-36, TEA shall revise its guidance such that, effective 11:59 p.m. on June 4, 2021, no student, 
teacher, parent, or other staff member or visitor may be required to wear a face covering. 
 
The TEA advised districts that for the 2020-2021 school year district funding will return to being based on ADA calculations 
requiring attendance to be taken. However, the TEA is crafting an approach for determining ADA that provides districts with several 
options for determining daily attendance. These include, remote synchronous instruction, remote asynchronous instruction, on 
campus instruction, and the Texas Virtual Schools Network. To stabilize funding expectations, TEA has announced that the State 
will provide a "hold harmless" to Texas school systems for the 2020-2021 school year. Under this "hold harmless" provision, state 
funding will be made available to school districts in line with attendance projections made prior to the public health crisis even if the 
district has experienced a decline in enrollment and attendance so long as the district maintains or increases its current level of on-
campus attendance. Additional information regarding the plans for the 2020-2021 school year may be obtained from the TEA. 
Following the 2020-2021 school year, the return to funding based on ADA calculations requiring attendance to be taken during the 
Pandemic may have a negative impact on revenues available to the District for operations and maintenance if students do not take 
part in the instruction options made available by the District. 
 
The full extent of the ongoing impact of COVID-19 on the District's longer-term operational and financial performance will depend 
on future developments, many of which are outside of its control, including the effectiveness of the mitigation strategies discussed 
above, the duration and spread of COVID-19, and future governmental actions, all of which are highly uncertain and cannot be 
predicted. The District continues to monitor the spread of COVID-19 and is working with local, state, and national agencies to 
address the potential impact of the Pandemic upon the District. While the potential impact of the Pandemic on District cannot be 
quantified at this time, the continued outbreak of COVID-19 could have an adverse effect on the District's operations and financial 
condition. 
 
The Pandemic has negatively affected travel, commerce, and financial markets globally, and is widely expected to continue 
negatively affecting economic growth and financial markets worldwide. These negative impacts may reduce or negatively affect 
property values within the District. The financial and operating data contained herein are the latest available but are for the dates and 
the periods stated herein, which are for periods prior to the economic impact of the Pandemic and efforts to slow it. It is unclear at 
this time what effect, if any, COVID-19 and resulting economic disruption may have on future assessed values or the collection of 
taxes, either because of delinquencies or collection and valuation relief resulting from the declared emergency. The Bonds are 
secured by an unlimited ad valorem tax, and a reduction in property values may require an increase in the ad valorem required to pay 
the Bonds as well as the District's share of operations and maintenance expenses payable from ad valorem taxes. 
 
Additionally, State funding of District operations and maintenance in future fiscal years could be adversely impacted by the negative 
effects on economic growth and financial markets resulting from the Pandemic as well as ongoing disruptions in the global oil 
markets. See "CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM". 
 
For a discussion of the impact of the Pandemic on the PSF (defined herein), see "THE PERMANENT SCHOOL FUND 
GUARANTEE PROGRAM - Infectious Disease Outbreak". 
 

PLAN OF FINANCING 
 
USE OF BOND PROCEEDS . . . Proceeds from the sale of the Bonds will be utilized to (i) currently refund certain maturities of the 
District’s currently outstanding indebtedness listed in Schedule I hereto (the “Refunded Bonds”) for debt service savings and (ii) pay 
the costs of issuance of the Bonds. 
 
REFUNDED BONDS . . . The principal of and interest due on the Refunded Bonds are to be paid on the scheduled interest payment 
dates, maturity dates and the respective redemption dates of such Refunded Bonds, as applicable, from funds to be deposited 
pursuant to a certain Escrow Agreement (the “Escrow Agreement”) between the District and UMB Bank, Austin, Texas (the 
“Escrow Agent”). The Bond Order provides that from the proceeds of the sale of the Bonds received from the Underwriters, 
together with other funds of the District, the District will deposit with the Escrow Agent the cash necessary to accomplish the 
discharge and final payment of the Refunded Bonds on their respective maturity dates and redemption dates, as applicable. 
 
HilltopSecurities, in its capacity as Financial Advisor to the District, will certify as to the sufficiency (such certification, the 
“Sufficiency Certificate”) of the amount initially deposited to the Escrow Fund, without regard to investment (if any), to pay the 
principal and interest on the Refunded Bonds, when due, at their date of redemption. Such funds will be held by the Escrow 
Agent in a special escrow account (the “Escrow Fund”). Under the Escrow Agreement, the Escrow Fund is irrevocably pledged 
to the payment of the principal of and interest on the Refunded Bonds. In certain instances, such cash may be invested in direct 
obligations of the United States which mature on or before any redemption date. 
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By the deposit of cash with the Escrow Agent pursuant to the Escrow Agreement, the District will have effectuated the 
defeasance of the Refunded Bonds in accordance with applicable law and thereafter the District will have no further 
responsibility with respect to the payment of such Refunded Bonds including any subsequent insufficiency in the Escrow Fund. It 
is the opinion of Bond Counsel in reliance upon the Sufficiency Certificate that, as a result of such defeasance, the Refunded 
Bonds will no longer be payable from ad valorem taxes but will be payable solely from the cash held for such purpose by the 
Escrow Agent and that the Refunded Bonds will be defeased and are not to be included in or considered to be indebtedness of the 
District. 
 

THE BONDS 
 
DESCRIPTION OF THE BONDS . . . The Bonds are dated June 15, 2021 and mature on August 15 in each of the years and in the 
principal amounts shown in the table appearing on page 2 hereof.  Interest accrues from the date of initial delivery (the “Date of 
Delivery”) of the Bonds to the Underwriters, will be computed on the basis of a 360-day year of twelve 30-day months, and will 
be payable on February 15 and August 15 of each year, commencing February 15, 2022 until stated maturity.  The definitive 
Bonds will be issued only in fully registered form in any integral multiple of $5,000 for any one maturity, and will be initially 
registered and delivered only to Cede & Co., the nominee of The Depository Trust Company, New York, New York, (“DTC”) 
pursuant to the Book-Entry-Only System described herein.  No physical delivery of the Bonds will be made to the actual 
purchasers thereof (the “Beneficial Owners”).  Principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds will be payable by the 
Paying Agent/Registrar to Cede & Co., which will make distribution of the amounts so paid to the participating members of DTC 
for subsequent payment to the Beneficial Owners of the Bonds (see “THE BONDS - Book-Entry-Only System” herein). 
 
AUTHORITY FOR ISSUANCE . . . The Bonds are issued and the tax levied for their payment pursuant to authority conferred by the 
Constitution and the laws of the State, including Chapter 1207, as amended, Texas Government Code (the “Act”), and an order 
adopted by the Board on June 21, 2021 (the “Bond Order”).  In the Bond Order, and as permitted by the Act, the Board has 
authorized certain District representatives to execute a pricing certificate (the “Pricing Certificate” and together with the Bond Order, 
the “Order”) effectuating the sale of the Bonds.  The Pricing Certificate was executed by a duly authorized District representative on 
June 24, 2021. 
 
SECURITY AND SOURCE OF PAYMENT . . . All taxable property within the District is subject to a continuing direct annual ad valorem 
tax levied by the District, without legal limit as to rate or amount, sufficient to provide for the payment of principal of and interest on 
the Bonds (see "AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION – I&S Tax Rate Limitations" herein). 
 
PERMANENT SCHOOL FUND GUARANTEE . . . In connection with the sale of the Bonds, the District has received from the Texas 
Education Agency (the “TEA”) conditional approval for guarantee of the Bonds under the Permanent School Fund Guarantee 
Program (Chapter 45, Subchapter C, of the Texas Education Code).  Subject to satisfying certain conditions discussed under the 
heading “THE PERMANENT SCHOOL FUND GUARANTEE PROGRAM” herein, the Bonds will be absolutely and 
unconditionally guaranteed by the corpus of the Permanent School Fund of the State of Texas.  In the event of default, registered 
owners will receive all payments due on the Bonds from the corpus of the Permanent School Fund. 
 
TAX RATE LIMITATION . . . For debt service of unlimited tax debt, there is no limitation on the tax rate (Sections 45.001 and 
45.003(b)(1), Texas Education Code, as amended); provided, however, with respect to “new debt”, the District must demonstrate to the 
Attorney General of Texas the ability to pay all such “new debt” with a debt service tax not to exceed $0.50 per $100 assessed 
valuation in compliance with Section 45.0031, Texas Education Code, as amended.  The Bonds are refunding bonds issued pursuant 
to the Act and are not “new debt” and are, therefore, not subject to the $0.50 threshold tax rate test (however, the Bonds will be 
included in future debt service calculations to demonstrate $0.50 test compliance for “new debt”).  For a more detailed description 
of the $0.50 test, and the exceptions therefrom (see “AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION – I&S Tax Rate Limitations” 
herein). 
 
NO REDEMPTION . . . The Bonds are not subject to redemption prior to stated maturity. 
 
AMENDMENTS . . . The District, may, without the consent of or notice to any holders of the Bonds, from time to time and at any 
time, amend the Order in any manner not detrimental to the interests of the holders of the Bonds, including the curing of any 
ambiguity, inconsistency, or formal defect or omission herein.  In addition, the District may, with the written consent of holders 
of the Bonds holding a majority in aggregate principal amount of the Bonds then outstanding affected thereby, amend, add to, or 
rescind any of the provisions of the Order; provided, however, that, without the consent of all holders of outstanding Bonds, no 
such amendment, addition, or rescission shall (1) extend the time or times of payment of the principal of, premium, if any, and 
interest on the Bonds, reduce the principal amount thereof, the redemption price therefor, or the rate of interest thereon, or in any 
other way modify the terms of payment of the principal of, premium, if any, or interest on the Bonds, (2) reduce the principal 
amount or  Maturity Amount thereof, the redemption price, or the rate of interest or yield to maturity thereon, or in any other way 
modify the terms of payment of the principal of and interest on the Current Interest Bonds or the Maturity Amount of the Capital 
Appreciation Bonds; (3) give any preference to any Bond over any other Bond, or (4) reduce the aggregate principal amount of 
Bonds required to be held by holders for consent to any such amendment, addition, or rescission. 
 
DEFEASANCE . . . The District reserves the right to defease, refund or discharge the Bonds in any manner now or hereafter 
permitted by law.  Upon defeasance of the Bonds, the Bonds will no longer be guaranteed by the Permanent School Fund of the 
State. 
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BOOK-ENTRY-ONLY SYSTEM . . . This section describes how ownership of the Bonds is to be transferred and how the principal 
of, premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds are to be paid to and accredited by DTC while the Bonds are registered in its 
nominee name.  The information in this section concerning DTC and the Book-Entry-Only System has been provided by DTC for 
use in disclosure documents such as this Official Statement.  The District, Underwriters, and Financial Advisor believe the 
source of such information to be reliable, but take no responsibility for the accuracy or completeness thereof. 
 
The District cannot and does not give any assurance that (1) DTC will distribute payments of debt service on the Bonds, or 
redemption or other notices, to DTC Participants (defined herein), (2) DTC Participants or others will distribute debt service 
payments paid to DTC or its nominee (as the registered owner of the Bonds), or redemption or other notices, to the Beneficial 
Owners (defined herein), or that they will do so on a timely basis, or (3) DTC will serve and act in the manner described in this 
Official Statement.  The current rules applicable to DTC are on file with the United States Securities and Exchange Commission, 
and the current procedures of DTC to be followed in dealing with DTC Participants are on file with DTC. 
 
DTC will act as securities depository for the Bonds.  The Bonds will be issued as fully-registered securities registered in the name 
of Cede & Co. (DTC’s partnership nominee).  One fully-registered certificate will be issued for each maturity of the Bonds in the 
aggregate principal amount of each such maturity and will be deposited with DTC. 
 
DTC, the world’s largest depository, is a limited-purpose trust company organized under the New York Banking Law, a “banking 
organization” within the meaning of the New York Banking Law, a member of the Federal Reserve System, a “clearing 
corporation” within the meaning of the New York Uniform Commercial Code, and a “clearing agency” registered pursuant to the 
provisions of Section 17A of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.  DTC holds and provides asset servicing for over 3.5 million 
issues of U.S. and non-U.S. equity, corporate and municipal debt issues, and money market instruments from over 100 countries 
that DTC’s participants (“Direct Participants”) deposit with DTC.  DTC also facilitates the post-trade settlement among Direct 
Participants of sales and other securities transactions in deposited securities through electronic computerized book-entry transfers 
and pledges between Direct Participants’ accounts.  This eliminates the need for physical movement of securities certificates. 
Direct Participants include both U.S. and non-U.S. securities brokers and dealers, banks, trust companies, clearing corporations, 
and certain other organizations.  DTC is a wholly-owned subsidiary of The Depository Trust & Clearing Corporation (“DTCC”).  
DTCC is the holding company for DTC, National Securities Clearing Corporation and Fixed Income Clearing Corporation, all of 
which are registered clearing agencies.  DTCC is owned by the users of its regulated subsidiaries.  Access to the DTC system is 
also available to others such as both U.S. and non-U.S. securities brokers and dealers, banks, trust companies, and clearing 
corporations that clear through or maintain a custodial relationship with a Direct Participant, either directly or indirectly 
(“Indirect Participants” and, together with the Direct Participants, the “DTC Participants”).  DTC has a Standard & Poor’s rating 
of “AA+”.  The DTC Rules applicable to its Participants are on file with the United States Securities and Exchange Commission.  
More information about DTC can be found at www.dtcc.com. 
 
Purchases of Bonds under the DTC system must be made by or through Direct Participants, which will receive a credit for the 
Bonds on DTC’s records.  The ownership interest of each actual purchaser of each Bond (“Beneficial Owner”) is in turn to be 
recorded on the Direct and Indirect Participants’ records.  Beneficial Owners will not receive written confirmation from DTC of 
their purchase.  Beneficial Owners are, however, expected to receive written confirmations providing details of the transactions, 
as well as periodic statements of their holdings, from the Direct or Indirect Participant through which the Beneficial Owner 
entered into the transaction.  Transfers of ownership interests in the Bonds are to be accomplished by entries made on the books 
of Direct and Indirect Participants acting on behalf of Beneficial Owners.  Beneficial Owners will not receive certificates 
representing their ownership interests in the Bonds, except in the event that use of the Book-Entry-Only System for the Bonds is 
discontinued. 
 
To facilitate subsequent transfers, all Bonds deposited by Direct Participants with DTC are registered in the name of DTC’s 
partnership nominee, Cede & Co., or such other name as may be requested by an authorized representative of DTC.  The deposit 
of Bonds with DTC and their registration in the name of Cede & Co. or such other DTC nominee do not effect any change in 
beneficial ownership.  DTC has no knowledge of the actual Beneficial Owners of the Bonds; DTC’s records reflect only the 
identity of the Direct Participants to whose accounts such Bonds are credited, which may or may not be the Beneficial Owners.  
The Direct and Indirect Participants will remain responsible for keeping account of their holdings on behalf of their customers. 
 
Conveyance of notices and other communications by DTC to Direct Participants, by Direct Participants to Indirect Participants, 
and by Direct Participants and Indirect Participants to Beneficial Owners will be governed by arrangements among them, subject 
to any statutory or regulatory requirements as may be in effect from time to time.  Beneficial Owners of Bonds may wish to take 
certain steps to augment the transmission to them of notices of significant events with respect to the Bonds, such as redemptions, 
tenders, defaults, and proposed amendments to the Bond documents. For example, Beneficial Owners of Bonds may wish to 
ascertain that the nominee holding the Bonds for their benefit has agreed to obtain and transmit notices to Beneficial Owners.  In 
the alternative, Beneficial Owners may wish to provide their names and addresses to the Paying Agent/Registrar and request that 
copies of notices be provided directly to them. 
 
Redemption notices shall be sent to DTC.  If less than all of the Bonds within an issue are being redeemed, DTC’s practice is to 
determine by lot the amount of the interest of each Direct Participant in such issue to be redeemed. 
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Neither DTC nor Cede & Co. will consent or vote with respect to the Bonds unless authorized by a Direct Participant in 
accordance with DTC’s MMI Procedures.  Under its usual procedures, DTC mails an Omnibus Proxy to the District as soon as 
possible after the record date.  The Omnibus Proxy assigns Cede & Co.’s consenting or voting rights to those Direct Participants 
to whose accounts the Bonds are credited on the record date (identified in a listing attached to the Omnibus Proxy). 
 
Payments on the Bonds will be made to Cede & Co., or such other nominee as may be requested by an authorized representative 
of DTC.  DTC’s practice is to credit Direct Participants’ accounts, upon DTC’s receipt of funds and corresponding detail 
information from the District or the Paying Agent/Registrar, on payable dates in accordance with their respective holdings shown 
on DTC’s records.  Payments by DTC Participants to Beneficial Owners will be governed by standing instructions and customary 
practices, as in the case with securities held for the accounts of customers in bearer form or registered in “street name,” and will 
be the responsibility of such DTC Participant and not of DTC, the Paying Agent or the District, subject to any statutory or 
regulatory requirements as may be in effect from time to time.  Payment of redemption proceeds and principal and interest to 
Cede & Co., or such other nominee as may be requested by an authorized representative of DTC, is the responsibility of the 
District, disbursement of such payments to Direct Participants shall be the responsibility of DTC, and disbursement of such 
payments to the Beneficial Owners shall be the responsibility of Direct and Indirect Participants. 
 
DTC may discontinue providing its services as securities depository with respect to the Bonds at any time by giving reasonable 
notice to the District and the Paying Agent/Registrar.  Under such circumstances, in the event that a successor securities 
depository is not obtained, physical Bond certificates are required to be printed and delivered. 
 
The District may decide to discontinue use of the system of book-entry transfers through DTC (or a successor securities 
depository).  In that event, physical Bonds will be printed and delivered. 
 
Use of Certain Terms in Other Sections of this Official Statement.  In reading this Official Statement it should be understood 
that while the Bonds are in the Book-Entry-Only System, references in other sections of this Official Statement to registered 
owners should be read to include the person for which the DTC Participant acquires an interest in the Bonds, but (i) all rights of 
ownership must be exercised through DTC and the Book-Entry-Only System, and (ii) except as described above, notices that are 
to be given to registered owners under the Order will be given only to DTC. 
 
Information concerning DTC and the Book-Entry-Only System has been obtained from DTC and is not guaranteed as to accuracy 
or completeness by, and is not to be construed as a representation by the District, the Financial Advisor or the Underwriters. 
 
Effect of Termination of Book-Entry-Only System.  In the event that the Book-Entry-Only System is discontinued by DTC or 
the use of the Book-Entry-Only System is discontinued by the District, printed Bonds will be issued to the holders and the Bonds 
will be subject to transfer, exchange and registration provisions as set forth in the Order and summarized under “THE BONDS - 
Transfer, Exchange and Registration” below. 
 
PAYING AGENT/REGISTRAR . . . The initial Paying Agent/Registrar is UMB Bank, Austin, Texas.  In the Order, the District 
retains the right to replace the Paying Agent/Registrar.  The District covenants to maintain and provide a Paying Agent/Registrar 
at all times while any Bonds are outstanding and any successor Paying Agent/Registrar shall be a commercial bank or trust 
company organized under the laws of the State of Texas or other entity duly qualified and legally authorized to serve as and 
perform the duties and services of Paying Agent/Registrar for the Bonds.  Upon any change in the Paying Agent/Registrar for the 
Bonds, the District has agreed to promptly cause a written notice thereof to be sent to each registered owner of the Bonds by 
United States mail, first class, postage prepaid, which notice shall also give the address of the new Paying Agent/Registrar. 
 
In the event the Book-Entry-Only System should be discontinued, interest on the Bonds will be paid to the registered owners 
appearing on the registration books of the Paying Agent/Registrar at the close of business on the Record Date (hereinafter 
defined), and such interest will be paid (i) by check sent United States mail, first class postage prepaid to the address of the 
registered owner recorded in the registration books of the Paying Agent/Registrar or (ii) by such other method, acceptable to the 
Paying Agent/Registrar requested by, and at the risk and expense of, the registered owner.  Principal of the Bonds will be paid to 
the registered owner at the stated maturity or earlier redemption upon presentation to the designated payment/transfer office of 
the Paying Agent/Registrar.  If the date for the payment of the principal of or interest on the Bonds is a Saturday, Sunday, a legal 
holiday or a day when banking institutions are authorized to close, then the date for such payment will be the next succeeding day 
which is not such a day, and payment on such date will have the same force and effect as if made on the date payment was due. 
So long as Cede & Co. is the registered owner of the Bonds, payments of principal of and interest on the Bonds will be made as 
described in “THE BONDS - Book-Entry-Only System,” above. 
 
TRANSFER, EXCHANGE AND REGISTRATION . . . In the event the Book-Entry-Only System should be discontinued, printed Bond 
certificates will be delivered to the owners of the Bonds, and thereafter the Bonds may be transferred and exchanged on the 
registration books of the Paying Agent/Registrar only upon presentation and surrender thereof to the Paying Agent/Registrar, and 
such transfer or exchange shall be without expenses or service charge to the registered owner, except for any tax or other 
governmental charges required to be paid with respect to such registration, transfer or exchange.  A Bond may be assigned by the 
execution of an assignment form on the Bonds or by other instrument of transfer and assignment acceptable to the Paying 
Agent/Registrar.  A new Bond or Bonds will be delivered by the Paying Agent/Registrar, in lieu of the Bond or Bonds being 
transferred or exchanged, at the principal payment office of the Paying Agent/Registrar, or sent by the United States mail, first 
class, postage prepaid, to the new registered owner or his designee.  New Bonds registered and delivered in an exchange or 
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transfer shall be in authorized denominations and for a like aggregate principal amount as the Bond or Bonds surrendered for 
exchange or transfer.  See “THE BONDS – Book-Entry-Only System” herein for a description of the system to be utilized 
initially in regard to ownership and transferability of the Bonds. 
 
Neither the District nor the Paying Agent/Registrar shall be required to transfer or exchange any Bond or portion thereof called 
for redemption prior to maturity within 45 days prior to its redemption date. 
 
REPLACEMENT BONDS . . . If any Bond is mutilated, destroyed, stolen or lost, a new Bond in the same principal amount as the 
Bond so mutilated, destroyed, stolen or lost will be issued.  In the case of a mutilated Bond, such new Bond will be delivered 
only upon presentation and surrender of such mutilated Bond to the Paying Agent/Registrar.  The District or the Paying 
Agent/Registrar may require the owner to pay all expenses and charges in connection therewith.  In the case of any Bond issued 
in lieu of and in substitution for a Bond which has been destroyed, stolen or lost, such new Bond will be delivered only once the 
owner (a) furnishes to the Paying Agent/Registrar satisfactory evidence of his or her ownership of and the circumstances of the 
loss, destruction or theft of such Bond, (b) furnishes security or indemnity as may be required by the Paying Agent/Registrar and 
the District, (c) pays all expenses and charges in connection therewith and (d) satisfies any other reasonable requirements 
imposed by the District and the Paying Agent/Registrar. 
 
RECORD DATE FOR INTEREST PAYMENT . . . The record date (“Record Date”) for determining to whom the interest on the Bonds 
is payable on any interest payment date means the close of business on the last business day of the preceding month. 
 
In the event of a non-payment of interest on a scheduled payment date, and for thirty (30) days thereafter, a new record date for 
such interest payment (a “Special Record Date”) will be established by the Paying Agent/Registrar, if and when funds for the 
payment of such interest have been received from the District.  Notice of the Special Record Date and of the scheduled payment 
date of the past due interest (“Special Payment Date”, which shall be 15 days after the Special Record Date) shall be sent at least 
five business days prior to the Special Record Date by United States mail, first class, postage prepaid, to the address of each 
holder of a Bond appearing on the registration books of the Paying Agent/Registrar at the close of business on the last business 
day next preceding the date of mailing of such notice. 
 
BONDHOLDERS’ REMEDIES . . .  If the District defaults in the payment of principal of or interest on the Bonds when due, or if it fails 
to make payments into any fund or funds created in the Order, or defaults in the observation or performance of any other covenants, 
conditions, or obligations set forth in the Order, and the State fails to honor the Permanent School Fund Guarantee as hereinafter 
discussed, the registered owners may seek a writ of mandamus to compel District officials to carry out their legally imposed duties 
with respect to the Bonds, if there is no other available remedy at law to compel performance of the Bonds or Order and the District’s 
obligations are not uncertain or disputed.  The issuance of a writ of mandamus is controlled by equitable principles, and rests with the 
discretion of the court, but may not be arbitrarily refused.  There is no acceleration of maturity of the Bonds in the event of default 
and, consequently, the remedy of mandamus may have to be relied upon from year to year.  The Order does not provide for the 
appointment of a trustee to represent the interest of the Bondholders upon any failure of the District to perform in accordance with 
the terms of the Order, or upon any other condition and accordingly all legal actions to enforce such remedies would have to be 
undertaken at the initiative of, and be financed by, the registered owners.  On June 30, 2006, the Texas Supreme Court ruled in Tooke 
v. City of Mexia, 197 S.W. 3d 325 (Tex. 2006), that a waiver of sovereign immunity in a contractual dispute must be provided for by 
statute in “clear and unambiguous” language.  Because it is unclear whether the Texas legislature has effectively waived the 
District’s sovereign immunity from a suit for money damages, Bondholders may not be able to bring such a suit against the District 
for breach of the Bonds or Order covenants.  Even if a judgment against the District could be obtained, it could not be enforced by 
direct levy and execution against the District’s property.  Further, the registered owners cannot themselves foreclose on property 
within the District or sell property within the District to enforce the tax lien on taxable property to pay the principal of and interest on 
the Bonds.  Furthermore, the District is eligible to seek relief from its creditors under Chapter 9 of the United States Bankruptcy 
Code (“Chapter 9”).  Although Chapter 9 provides for the recognition of a security interest represented by a specifically pledged 
source of revenues, the pledge of ad valorem taxes in support of a general obligation of a bankrupt entity is not specifically 
recognized as a security interest under Chapter 9.  Chapter 9 also includes an automatic stay provision that would prohibit, without 
Bankruptcy Court approval, the prosecution of any other legal action by creditors or Bondholders of an entity which has sought 
protection under Chapter 9.  Therefore, should the District avail itself of Chapter 9 protection from creditors, the ability to enforce 
would be subject to the approval of the Bankruptcy Court (which could require that the action be heard in Bankruptcy Court instead 
of other federal or state court); and the Bankruptcy Code provides for broad discretionary powers of a Bankruptcy Court in 
administering any proceeding brought before it.  See “THE PERMANENT SCHOOL FUND GUARANTEE PROGRAM” herein 
for a description of the procedures to be followed for payment of the Bonds by the Permanent School Fund in the event the District 
fails to make a payment on the Bonds when due.  The opinion of Bond Counsel will note that all opinions relative to the 
enforceability of the Bonds are qualified with respect to the customary rights of debtors relative to their creditors and general 
principles of equity that permit the exercise of judicial discretion. 
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SOURCES AND USES OF FUNDS . . . The proceeds from the sale of the Bonds and other funds made available by the District will be 
applied approximately as follows:

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THE PERMANENT SCHOOL FUND GUARANTEE PROGRAM 
 
The information below concerning the Texas Permanent School Fund and the Guarantee Program for school district bonds has 
been provided by the TEA (defined below) and is not guaranteed as to accuracy or completeness by, and is not to be construed as 
a representation of, the District, the Financial Advisor, or the Underwriters.  
 
This disclosure statement provides information relating to the program (the “Guarantee Program”) administered by the Texas 
Education Agency (the “TEA”) with respect to the Texas Permanent School Fund guarantee of tax-supported bonds issued by 
Texas school districts and the guarantee of revenue bonds issued by or for the benefit of Texas charter districts.  The Guarantee 
Program was authorized by an amendment to the Texas Constitution in 1983 and by Subchapter C of Chapter 45 of the Texas 
Education Code, as amended (the “Act”).  While the Guarantee Program applies to bonds issued by or for both school districts 
and charter districts, as described below, the Act and the program rules for the two types of districts have some distinctions.  For 
convenience of description and reference, those aspects of the Guarantee Program that are applicable to school district bonds and 
to charter district bonds are referred to herein as the “School District Bond Guarantee Program” and the “Charter District Bond 
Guarantee Program,” respectively. 
 
Some of the information contained in this Section may include projections or other forward-looking statements regarding future 
events or the future financial performance of the Texas Permanent School Fund (the “PSF” or the “Fund”).  Actual results may 
differ materially from those contained in any such projections or forward-looking statements. 
 
HISTORY AND PURPOSE . . . The PSF was created with a $2,000,000 appropriation by the Texas Legislature (the “Legislature”) in 
1854 expressly for the benefit of the public schools of Texas.  The Constitution of 1876 stipulated that certain lands and all 
proceeds from the sale of these lands should also constitute the PSF.  Additional acts later gave more public domain land and 
rights to the PSF.  In 1953, the U.S. Congress passed the Submerged Lands Act that relinquished to coastal states all rights of the 
U.S. navigable waters within state boundaries.  If the state, by law, had set a larger boundary prior to or at the time of admission 
to the Union, or if the boundary had been approved by Congress, then the larger boundary applied.  After three years of litigation 
(1957-1960), the U. S. Supreme Court on May 31, 1960, affirmed Texas’ historic three marine leagues (10.35 miles) seaward 
boundary.  Texas proved its submerged lands property rights to three leagues into the Gulf of Mexico by citing historic laws and 
treaties dating back to 1836.  All lands lying within that limit belong to the PSF.  The proceeds from the sale and the mineral-
related rental of these lands, including bonuses, delay rentals and royalty payments, become the corpus of the Fund.  Prior to the 
approval by the voters of the State of an amendment to the constitutional provision under which the Fund is established and 
administered, which occurred on September 13, 2003 (the “Total Return Constitutional Amendment”), and which is further 
described below, the PSF had as its main sources of revenues capital gains from securities transactions and royalties from the sale 
of oil and natural gas.  The Total Return Constitutional Amendment provides that interest and dividends produced by Fund 
investments will be additional revenue to the PSF.  The State School Land Board (“SLB”) maintains the land endowment of the 
Fund on behalf of the Fund and is generally authorized to manage the investments of the capital gains, royalties and other 
investment income relating to the land endowment.  The SLB is a five member board, the membership of which consists of the 
Commissioner of the Texas General Land Office (the “Land Commissioner”) and four citizen members appointed by the 
Governor.  (See “2019 Texas Legislative Session” for a description of legislation that changed the composition of the SLB).  As 
of August 31, 2020, the General Land Office (the “GLO”) managed approximately 15% of the PSF, as reflected in the fund 
balance of the PSF at that date. 
 
The Texas Constitution describes the PSF as “permanent.”  Prior to the approval by Texas voters of the Total Return 
Constitutional Amendment, only the income produced by the PSF was to be used to complement taxes in financing public 
education.   
 
On November 8, 1983, the voters of the State approved a constitutional amendment that provides for the guarantee by the PSF of 
bonds issued by school districts.  On approval by the State Commissioner of Education (the “Commissioner”), bonds properly 
issued by a school district are fully guaranteed by the corpus of the PSF.  See “The School District Bond Guarantee Program.” 
 
In 2011, legislation was enacted that established the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program as a new component of the 
Guarantee Program.  That legislation authorized the use of the PSF to guarantee revenue bonds issued by or for the benefit of 
certain open-enrollment charter schools that are designated as “charter districts” by the Commissioner.  On approval by the 
Commissioner, bonds properly issued by a charter district participating in the Program are fully guaranteed by the corpus of the 
PSF.  As described below, the implementation of the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program was deferred pending receipt of 
guidance from the Internal Revenue Service (the “IRS”) which was received in September 2013, and the establishment of 
regulations to govern the program, which regulations became effective on March 3, 2014.  See “The Charter District Bond 
Guarantee Program.” 
 
State law also permits charter schools to be chartered and operated by school districts and other political subdivisions, but bond 
financing of facilities for school district-operated charter schools is subject to the School District Bond Guarantee Program, not 
the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program. 
 
While the School District Bond Guarantee Program and the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program relate to different types of 
bonds issued for different types of Texas public schools, and have different program regulations and requirements, a bond 
guaranteed under either part of the Guarantee Program has the same effect with respect to the guarantee obligation of the Fund 
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thereto, and all guaranteed bonds are aggregated for purposes of determining the capacity of the Guarantee Program (see 
“Capacity Limits for the Guarantee Program”).  The Charter District Bond Guarantee Program as enacted by State law has not 
been reviewed by any court, nor has the Texas Attorney General been requested to issue an opinion, with respect to its 
constitutional validity.   
 
The sole purpose of the PSF is to assist in the funding of public education for present and future generations.  Prior to the 
adoption of the Total Return Constitutional Amendment, all interest and dividends produced by Fund investments flowed into the 
Available School Fund (the “ASF”), where they are distributed to local school districts and open-enrollment charter schools 
based on average daily attendance.  Any net gains from investments of the Fund accrue to the corpus of the PSF.  Prior to the 
approval by the voters of the State of the Total Return Constitutional Amendment, costs of administering the PSF were allocated 
to the ASF.  With the approval of the Total Return Constitutional Amendment, the administrative costs of the Fund have shifted 
from the ASF to the PSF.  In fiscal year 2020 SBOE distributions to the ASF amounted to an estimated $347 per student and the 
total amount distributed to the ASF by the SBOE and SLB was $1,701.7 million.   
  
Audited financial information for the PSF is provided annually through the PSF Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (the 
“Annual Report”), which is filed with the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (“MSRB”).  The Annual Report includes the 
Message of the Executive Administrator of the Fund (the “Message”) and the Management’s Discussion and Analysis 
(“MD&A”).  The Annual Report for the year ended August 31, 2020, when filed with the MSRB in accordance with the PSF 
undertaking and agreement made in accordance with Rule 15c2-12 (“Rule 15c2-12”) of the federal Securities and Exchange 
Commission (the “SEC”), as described below, is hereby incorporated by reference into this disclosure.  Information included 
herein for the year ended August 31, 2020 is derived from the audited financial statements of the PSF, which are included in the 
Annual Report when and as it is filed and posted.  Reference is made to the Annual Report for the complete Message and MD&A 
for the year ended August 31, 2020 and for a description of the financial results of the PSF for the year ended August 31, 2020, 
the most recent year for which audited financial information regarding the Fund is available.  The 2020 Annual Report speaks 
only as of its date and the TEA has not obligated itself to update the 2020 Annual Report or any other Annual Report.  The TEA 
posts each Annual Report, which includes statistical data regarding the Fund as of the close of each fiscal year, the most recent 
disclosure for the Guarantee Program, the Statement of Investment Objectives, Policies and Guidelines of the Texas Permanent 
School Fund, which is codified at 19 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 33 (the “Investment Policy”), monthly updates with 
respect to the capacity of the Guarantee Program (collectively, the “Web Site Materials”) on the TEA web site at  
http://tea.texas.gov/Finance_and_Grants/Permanent_School_Fund/ and with the MSRB at www.emma.msrb.org.  Such monthly 
updates regarding the Guarantee Program are also incorporated herein and made a part hereof for all purposes.  In addition to the 
Web Site Materials, the Fund is required to make quarterly filings with the SEC under Section 13(f) of the Securities Exchange 
Act of 1934.  Such filings, which consist of a list of the Fund’s holdings of securities specified in Section 13(f), including 
exchange-traded (e.g., NYSE) or NASDAQ-quoted stocks, equity options and warrants, shares of closed-end investment 
companies and certain convertible debt securities, is available from the SEC at www.sec.gov/edgar.shtml.  A list of the Fund’s 
equity and fixed income holdings as of August 31 of each year is posted to the TEA web site and filed with the MSRB.  Such list 
excludes holdings in the Fund’s securities lending program.  Such list, as filed, is incorporated herein and made a part hereof for 
all purposes. 
 
2019 TEXAS LEGISLATIVE SESSION . . .  During the 86th Regular Session of the Texas Legislature, which concluded on May 27, 
2019 (the “86th Session”), various bills were enacted that relate to the PSF.  Among such enacted legislation are bills that relate 
to the composition of the SLB and its relationship to the SBOE with respect to the management of the PSF.    Legislation was 
approved that changed the composition of the SLB to a five member board from a three member board.  Under that bill, the Land 
Commissioner will continue to head the SLB, but the remaining four members are appointed by the Governor, and of those four 
members, two are required to be selected from a list of nominees to be submitted to the Governor by the SBOE.  That legislation 
also requires an annual joint meeting of the SLB and the SBOE for the purpose of discussing the allocation of the assets of the 
PSF and the investment of money in the PSF.  Other enacted legislation requires the SLB and the SBOE to provide quarterly 
financial reports to each other and creates a “permanent school fund liquid account” in the PSF for the purpose of receiving funds 
transferred from the SLB on a quarterly basis that are not then invested by the SLB or needed within the forthcoming quarter for 
investment by the SBOE.  Such funds shall be invested in liquid assets in the same manner that the PSF is managed until such 
time as the funds are required for investment by the SLB.  That legislation also requires the Texas Education Agency, in 
consultation with the GLO, to conduct a study regarding distributions to the ASF from the PSF.  In addition, a joint resolution 
was approved that proposed a constitutional amendment to the Texas Constitution to increase the permissible amount of 
distributions to the ASF from revenue derived during a year from PSF land or other properties from $300 million to $600 million 
annually by one or more entities.  That constitutional change was approved by State voters at a referendum on November 5, 2019.  
See “2011 and 2019 Constitutional Amendments.” 
 
Other legislation enacted during the 86th Session provides for the winding up of the affairs of an open-enrollment charter school 
that ceases operations, including as a result of the revocation or other termination of its charter.  In particular, among other 
provisions, the legislation addresses the disposition of real and personal property of a discontinued charter school and provides 
under certain circumstances for reimbursement to be made to the State, if the disposed property was acquired with State funds; 
authorizes the Commissioner to adopt a rule to govern related party transactions by charter schools; and creates a “charter school 
liquidation fund” for the management of any reclaimed State funds, including, in addition to other potential uses, for the use of 
deposit of such reclaimed funds to the Charter District Reserve Fund. 
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No assessment has been made by the TEA or PSF staff as to the potential financial impact of any legislation enacted during the 
86th Session, including the increase in the permissible amount that may be transferred from the PSF to the ASF, as approved by 
State voters at the November 5, 2019 referendum. 
 
THE TOTAL RETURN CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT . . . The Total Return Constitutional Amendment approved a fundamental 
change in the way that distributions are made to the ASF from the PSF.  The Total Return Constitutional Amendment requires 
that PSF distributions to the ASF be determined using a total-return-based formula instead of the current-income-based formula, 
which was used from 1964 to the end of the 2003 fiscal year.  The Total Return Constitutional Amendment provides that the total 
amount distributed from the Fund to the ASF: (1) in each year of a State fiscal biennium must be an amount that is not more than 
6% of the average of the market value of the Fund, excluding real property (the “Distribution Rate”), on the last day of each of 
the sixteen State fiscal quarters preceding the Regular Session of the Legislature that begins before that State fiscal biennium (the 
“Distribution Measurement Period”), in accordance with the rate adopted by: (a) a vote of two-thirds of the total membership of 
the State Board of Education (“SBOE”), taken before the Regular Session of the Legislature convenes or (b) the Legislature by 
general law or appropriation, if the SBOE does not adopt a rate as provided by clause (a); and (2) over the ten-year period 
consisting of the current State fiscal year and the nine preceding state fiscal years may not exceed the total return on all 
investment assets of the Fund over the same ten-year period (the “Ten Year Total Return”).  In April 2009, the Attorney General 
issued a legal opinion, Op. Tex. Att’y Gen. No. GA-0707 (2009) (“GA-0707”), at the request of the Chairman of the SBOE with 
regard to certain matters pertaining to the Distribution Rate and the determination of the Ten Year Total Return.  In GA-0707 the 
Attorney General opined, among other advice, that (i) the Ten Year Total Return should be calculated on an annual basis, (ii) a 
contingency plan adopted by the SBOE, to permit monthly transfers equal in aggregate to the annual Distribution Rate to be 
halted and subsequently made up if such transfers temporarily exceed the Ten Year Total Return, is not prohibited by State law, 
provided that such contingency plan applies only within a fiscal year time basis, not on a biennium basis, and (iii) that the amount 
distributed from the Fund in a fiscal year may not exceed 6% of the average of the market value of the Fund or the Ten Year 
Total Return.  In accordance with GA-0707, in the event that the Ten Year Total Return is exceeded during a fiscal year, transfers 
to the ASF will be halted.  However, if the Ten Year Total Return subsequently increases during that biennium, transfers may be 
resumed, if the SBOE has provided for that contingency, and made in full during the remaining period of the biennium, subject to 
the limit of 6% in any one fiscal year.  Any shortfall in the transfer that results from such events from one biennium may not be 
paid over to the ASF in a subsequent biennium as the SBOE would make a separate payout determination for that subsequent 
biennium. 
 
In determining the Distribution Rate, the SBOE has adopted the goal of maximizing the amount distributed from the Fund in a 
manner designed to preserve “intergenerational equity.”  Intergenerational equity is the maintenance of purchasing power to 
ensure that endowment spending keeps pace with inflation, with the ultimate goal being to ensure that current and future 
generations are given equal levels of purchasing power in real terms.  In making this determination, the SBOE takes into account 
various considerations, and relies upon its staff and external investment consultant, which undertake analysis for long-term 
projection periods that includes certain assumptions.  Among the assumptions used in the analysis are a projected rate of growth 
of the average daily scholastic attendance State-wide, the projected contributions and expenses of the Fund, projected returns in 
the capital markets and a projected inflation rate.   
 
See “2011 and 2019 Constitutional Amendments” below for a discussion of the historic and current Distribution Rates, and a 
description of amendments made to the Texas Constitution on November 8, 2011 and November 5, 2019 that may affect 
Distribution Rate decisions. 
 
Since the enactment of a prior amendment to the Texas Constitution in 1964, the investment of the Fund has been managed with 
the dual objectives of producing current income for transfer to the ASF and growing the Fund for the benefit of future 
generations.  As a result of this prior constitutional framework, prior to the adoption of the 2004 asset allocation policy the 
investment of the Fund historically included a significant amount of fixed income investments and dividend-yielding equity 
investments, to produce income for transfer to the ASF.   
 
With respect to the management of the Fund’s financial assets portfolio, the single most significant change made to date as a 
result of the Total Return Constitutional Amendment has been new asset allocation policies adopted from time to time by the 
SBOE.  The SBOE generally reviews the asset allocations during its summer meeting in even numbered years.  The first asset 
allocation policy adopted by the SBOE following the Total Return Constitutional Amendment was in February 2004, and the 
policy was reviewed and modified or reaffirmed in the summers of each even-numbered year, most recently in July 2020.  The 
Fund’s investment policy provides for minimum and maximum ranges among the components of each of the asset classifications: 
equities, fixed income and alternative asset investments.  Periodic changes in the asset allocation policies have been made with 
the objective of providing diversity to Fund assets, and have included an alternative asset allocation in addition to the fixed 
income and equity allocations.  The alternative asset allocation category includes real estate, real return, absolute return and 
private equity components.  Alternative asset classes diversify the SBOE-managed assets and are not as correlated to traditional 
asset classes, which is intended to increase investment returns over the long run while reducing risk and return volatility of the 
portfolio.  The most recent asset allocation, approved in July 2020, is as follows: (i) an equity allocation of 37% (consisting of 
U.S. large cap equities targeted at 14%, international large cap equities at 14%, emerging market equities at 3%, and U.S. 
small/mid cap equities at 6%), (ii) a fixed income allocation of 25% (consisting of a 12% allocation for core bonds, a 7% 
allocation for emerging market debt in local currency, a 3% allocation for high yield bonds, and a 3% allocation for U.S. 
Treasury bonds), and (iii) an alternative asset allocation of 38% (consisting of a private equity allocation of 15%, a real estate 
allocation of 11%, an absolute return allocation of 7%, a 1% allocation for private equity and real estate for emerging managers, 
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and a real return allocation of 4%).  As compared to the 2016 asset allocation, the 2020 asset allocation increased U.S. large cap 
equities and small/mid-cap U.S. equities by a combined 2%, added high yield bonds and U.S Treasury bonds to the fixed income 
allocation in the amounts noted above, increased combined private equity and real estate from 23% to 27%, eliminated the risk 
parity allocation, which was previously a 7% allocation within the global risk control strategy category of alternative assets, and 
reduced the absolute return allocation within the global risk control strategy category of alternative assets to 7% from 10%.   
 
In accordance with legislation enacted during the 86th Session and effective September 1, 2019, the PSF has established an 
investment account for purposes of investing cash received from the GLO to be invested in liquid assets and managed by the 
SBOE in the same manner it manages the PSF.  That cash has previously been included in the PSF valuation, but was held and 
invested by the State Comptroller.  In July 2020, the SBOE adopted an asset allocation policy for the liquidity account consisting 
of 20% cash, 40% equities and 40% fixed income, and that asset allocation is expected to be fully implemented in the first 
calendar quarter of fiscal year 2022.  The liquidity account equity allocation consists of U.S. large cap, U.S. small/mid cap and 
international large cap equities of 20%, 5% and 15%, respectively.  The liquidity account fixed income allocation consists of core 
bonds, Treasury Inflation Protection Securities and short duration fixed income categories of 10%, 5% and 25%, respectively.  At 
August 31, 2020, the market value of the liquidity account was $4,050,631,451, of which 0.00% was equity investments, 39.43% 
was fixed income investments and 60.57% was cash. 
 
For a variety of reasons, each change in asset allocation for the Fund, including the 2020 modifications, have been or will be 
implemented in phases, and that approach is likely to be carried forward when and if the asset allocation policy is again modified.  
At August 31, 2020, the Fund’s financial assets portfolio was invested as follows: 37.67% in public market equity investments; 
14.39% in fixed income investments; 9.83% in absolute return assets; 13.31% in private equity assets; 8.66% in real estate assets; 
3.24% in risk parity assets; 5.72% in real return assets; 6.83% in emerging market debt; and 0.35% in unallocated cash, exclusive 
of the liquidity account.   
 
Following on previous decisions to create strategic relationships with investment managers in certain asset classes, in September 
2015 and January 2016, the SBOE approved the implementation of direct investment programs in private equity and absolute 
return assets, respectively, which has continued to reduce administrative costs within those portfolios.  The Attorney General has 
advised the SBOE in Op. Tex. Att’y Gen. No. GA-0998 (2013) (“GA-0998”), that the PSF is not subject to requirements of 
certain State competitive bidding laws with respect to the selection of investments.  In GA-0998, the Attorney General also 
advised that the SBOE generally must use competitive bidding for the selection of investment managers and other third party 
providers of investment services, such as record keeping and insurance, but excluding certain professional services, such as 
accounting services, as State law prohibits the use of competitive bidding for specified professional services.  GA-0998 provides 
guidance to the SBOE in connection with the direct management of alternative investments through investment vehicles to be 
created by the SBOE, in lieu of contracting with external managers for such services, as has been the recent practice of the PSF.  
The PSF staff and the Fund’s investment advisor are tasked with advising the SBOE with respect to the implementation of the 
Fund's asset allocation policy, including the timing and manner of the selection of any external managers and other consultants. 
 
In accordance with the Texas Constitution, the SBOE views the PSF as a perpetual institution, and the Fund is managed as an 
endowment fund with a long-term investment horizon.  Under the total-return investment objective, the Investment Policy 
provides that the PSF shall be managed consistently with respect to the following: generating income for the benefit of the public 
free schools of Texas, the real growth of the corpus of the PSF, protecting capital, and balancing the needs of present and future 
generations of Texas school children. As described above, the Total Return Constitutional Amendment restricts the annual pay-
out from the Fund to the total-return on all investment assets of the Fund over a rolling ten-year period.  State law provides that 
each transfer of funds from the PSF to the ASF is made monthly, with each transfer to be in the amount of one-twelfth of the 
annual distribution.  The heavier weighting of equity securities and alternative assets relative to fixed income investments has 
resulted in greater volatility of the value of the Fund.  Given the greater weighting in the overall portfolio of passively managed 
investments, it is expected that the Fund will reflect the general performance returns of the markets in which the Fund is invested. 
 
The asset allocation of the Fund’s financial assets portfolio is subject to change by the SBOE from time to time based upon a 
number of factors, including recommendations to the SBOE made by internal investment staff and external consultants, changes 
made by the SBOE without regard to such recommendations and directives of the Legislature.  Fund performance may also be 
affected by factors other than asset allocation, including, without limitation, the general performance of the securities markets in 
the United States and abroad; political and investment considerations including those relating to socially responsible investing; 
economic impacts relating to domestic and international climate change; development of hostilities in and among nations; 
cybersecurity issues that affect the securities markets, changes in international trade policies, economic activity and investments, 
in general, application of the prudent person investment standard, which may eliminate certain investment opportunities for the 
Fund; management fees paid to external managers and embedded management fees for some fund investments; and limitations 
on the number and compensation of internal and external investment staff, which is subject to legislative oversight.  The 
Guarantee Program could also be impacted by changes in State or federal law or the implementation of new accounting 
standards. 
 
MANAGEMENT AND ADMINISTRATION OF THE FUND . . . The Texas Constitution and applicable statutes delegate to the SBOE the 
authority and responsibility for investment of the PSF’s financial assets.  In investing the Fund, the SBOE is charged with 
exercising the judgment and care under the circumstances then prevailing which persons of ordinary prudence, discretion and 
intelligence exercise in the management of their own affairs, not in regard to speculation, but in regard to the permanent 
disposition of their funds, considering the probable income therefrom as well as the probable safety of their capital.  The SBOE 
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has adopted a “Statement of Investment Objectives, Policies, and Guidelines of the Texas Permanent School Fund,” which is 
codified in the Texas Administrative Code beginning at 19 TAC section 33.1. 
 
The Total Return Constitutional Amendment provides that expenses of managing the PSF are to be paid “by appropriation” from 
the PSF.  In January 2005, at the request of the SBOE, the Attorney General issued a legal opinion, Op. Tex. Att’y Gen. No. GA-
0293 (2005), that the Total Return Constitutional Amendment requires that SBOE expenditures for managing or administering 
PSF investments, including payments to external investment managers, be paid from appropriations made by the Legislature, but 
that the Total Return Constitutional Amendment does not require the SBOE to pay from such appropriated PSF funds the indirect 
management costs deducted from the assets of a mutual fund or other investment company in which PSF funds have been 
invested. 
 
Texas law assigns control of the Fund’s land and mineral rights to the SLB.  Administrative duties related to the land and mineral 
rights reside with the GLO, which is under the guidance of the Commissioner of the GLO.  In 2007, the Legislature established 
the real estate special fund account of the PSF (the “Real Estate Account”) consisting of proceeds and revenue from land, mineral 
or royalty interest, real estate investment, or other interest, including revenue received from those sources, that is set apart to the 
PSF under the Texas Constitution and laws, together with the mineral estate in riverbeds, channels, and the tidelands, including 
islands.  The investment of the Real Estate Account is subject to the sole and exclusive management and control of the SLB and 
the Land Commissioner, who is also the head of the GLO.  The 2007 legislation presented constitutional questions regarding the 
respective roles of the SBOE and the SLB relating to the disposition of proceeds of real estate transactions to the ASF, among 
other questions.  Amounts in the investment portfolio of the PSF are taken into account by the SBOE for purposes of determining 
the Distribution Rate.  An amendment to the Texas Constitution was approved by State voters on November 8, 2011, which 
permits the SLB to make transfers directly to the ASF, see “2011 and 2019 Constitutional Amendments” below. 
 
The SBOE contracts with its securities custodial agent to measure the performance of the total return of the Fund’s financial 
assets.  A consultant is typically retained for the purpose of providing consultation with respect to strategic asset allocation 
decisions and to assist the SBOE in selecting external fund management advisors.  The SBOE also contracts with financial 
institutions for custodial and securities lending services.  Like other State agencies and instrumentalities that manage large 
investment portfolios, the PSF has implemented an incentive compensation plan that may provide additional compensation for 
investment personnel, depending upon the criteria relating to the investment performance of the Fund. 
 
As noted above, the Texas Constitution and applicable statutes make the SBOE responsible for investment of the PSF’s financial 
assets.  By law, the Commissioner is appointed by the Governor, with Senate confirmation, and assists the SBOE, but the 
Commissioner can neither be hired nor dismissed by the SBOE.  The Executive Administrator of the Fund is also hired by and 
reports to the Commissioner.  Moreover, although the Fund’s Executive Administrator and his staff implement the decisions of 
and provide information to the School Finance/PSF Committee of the SBOE and the full SBOE, the SBOE can neither select nor 
dismiss the Executive Administrator.  TEA’s General Counsel provides legal advice to the Executive Administrator and to the 
SBOE.  The SBOE has also engaged outside counsel to advise it as to its duties over the Fund, including specific actions 
regarding the investment of the PSF to ensure compliance with fiduciary standards, and to provide transactional advice in 
connection with the investment of Fund assets in non-traditional investments. 
 
CAPACITY LIMITS FOR THE GUARANTEE PROGRAM . . . The capacity of the Fund to guarantee bonds under the Guarantee 
Program is limited in two ways: by State law (the “State Capacity Limit”) and by regulations and a notice issued by the IRS (the 
“IRS Limit”).  Prior to May 20, 2003, the State Capacity Limit was equal to two times the lower of cost or fair market value of 
the Fund’s assets, exclusive of real estate. During the 78th Regular Session of the Legislature in 2003, legislation was enacted 
that increased the State Capacity Limit by 25%, to two and one half times the lower of cost or fair market value of the Fund’s 
assets as estimated by the SBOE and certified by the State Auditor, and eliminated the real estate exclusion from the calculation.  
Prior to the issuance of the IRS Notice (defined below), the capacity of the program under the IRS Limit was limited to two and 
one-half times the lower of cost or fair market value of the Fund’s assets adjusted by a factor that excluded additions to the Fund 
made since May 14, 1989.  During the 2007 Texas Legislature, Senate Bill 389 (“SB 389”) was enacted providing for additional 
increases in the capacity of the Guarantee Program, and specifically providing that the SBOE may by rule increase the capacity 
of the Guarantee Program from two and one-half times the cost value of the PSF to an amount not to exceed five times the cost 
value of the PSF, provided that the increased limit does not violate federal law and regulations and does not prevent bonds 
guaranteed by the Guarantee Program from receiving the highest available credit rating, as determined by the SBOE.  SB 389 
further provides that the SBOE shall at least annually consider whether to change the capacity of the Guarantee Program.  From 
2005 through 2009, the Guarantee Program twice reached capacity under the IRS Limit, and in each instance the Guarantee 
Program was closed to new bond guarantee applications until relief was obtained from the IRS.  The most recent closure of the 
Guarantee Program commenced in March 2009 and the Guarantee Program reopened in February 2010 on the basis of receipt of 
the IRS Notice. 
 
On December 16, 2009, the IRS published Notice 2010-5 (the “IRS Notice”) stating that the IRS will issue proposed regulations 
amending the existing regulations to raise the IRS limit to 500% of the total cost of the assets held by the PSF as of December 16, 
2009.  In accordance with the IRS Notice, the amount of any new bonds to be guaranteed by the PSF, together with the then 
outstanding amount of bonds previously guaranteed by the PSF, must not exceed the IRS limit on the sale date of the new bonds 
to be guaranteed.  The IRS Notice further provides that the IRS Notice may be relied upon for bonds sold on or after December 
16, 2009, and before the effective date of future regulations or other public administrative guidance affecting funds like the PSF. 
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On September 16, 2013, the IRS published proposed regulations (the “Proposed IRS Regulations”) that, among other things, 
would enact the IRS Notice.  The preamble to the Proposed IRS Regulations provides that issuers may elect to apply the 
Proposed IRS Regulations, in whole or in part, to bonds sold on or after September 16, 2013, and before the date that final 
regulations become effective. 
 
On July 18, 2016, the IRS issued final regulations enacting the IRS Notice (the “Final IRS Regulations”).  The Final IRS 
Regulations are effective for bonds sold on or after October 17, 2016.  The IRS Notice, the Proposed IRS Regulations and the 
Final IRS Regulations establish a static capacity for the Guarantee Program based upon the cost value of Fund assets on 
December 16, 2009 multiplied by five.  On December 16, 2009, the cost value of the Guarantee Program was $23,463,730,608 
(estimated and unaudited), thereby producing an IRS Limit of approximately $117.3 billion.  The State Capacity Limit is 
determined on the basis of the cost value of the Fund from time to time multiplied by the capacity multiplier determined annually 
by the SBOE, but not to exceed a multiplier of five.  The capacity of the Guarantee Program will be limited to the lower of the 
State Capacity Limit or the IRS Limit.  On May 21, 2010, the SBOE modified the regulations that govern the School District 
Bond Guarantee Program (the “SDBGP Rules”), and increased the State Law Capacity to an amount equal to three times the cost 
value of the PSF.  Such modified regulations, including the revised capacity rule, became effective on July 1, 2010.  The SDBGP 
Rules provide that the Commissioner may reduce the multiplier to maintain the AAA credit rating of the Guarantee Program, but 
provide that any changes to the multiplier made by the Commissioner are to be ratified or rejected by the SBOE at the next 
meeting following the change.  See “Valuation of the PSF and Guaranteed Bonds” below.   
 
At its September 2015 meeting, the SBOE voted to modify the SDBGP Rules and the CDBGP Rules to increase the State Law 
Capacity from 3 times the cost value multiplier to 3.25 times.  At that meeting, the SBOE also approved a new 5% capacity 
reserve for the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program.  The change to the State Law Capacity became effective on February 1, 
2016.  At its November 2016 meeting, the SBOE again voted to increase the State Law Capacity and, in accordance with 
applicable requirements for the modification of SDBGP and CDBGP Rules, a second and final vote to approve the increase in the 
State Law Capacity occurred on February 3, 2017.  As a result, the State Law Capacity increased from 3.25 times the cost value 
multiplier to 3.50 times effective March 1, 2017.  The State Law Capacity increased from $123,509,204,770 on August 31, 2019 
to $128,247,002,583 on August 31, 2020 (but at such date the IRS Limit was lower, $117,318,653,038, so it is the currently 
effective capacity limit for the Fund).   
 
Since July 1991, when the SBOE amended the Guarantee Program Rules to broaden the range of bonds that are eligible for 
guarantee under the Guarantee Program to encompass most Texas school district bonds, the principal amount of bonds 
guaranteed under the Guarantee Program has increased sharply.  In addition, in recent years a number of factors have caused an 
increase in the amount of bonds issued by school districts in the State.  See the table “Permanent School Fund Guaranteed 
Bonds” below.  Effective September 1, 2009, the Act provides that the SBOE may annually establish a percentage of the cost 
value of the Fund to be reserved from use in guaranteeing bonds.  The capacity of the Guarantee Program in excess of any 
reserved portion is referred to herein as the “Capacity Reserve.”  The SDBGP Rules provide for a minimum Capacity Reserve for 
the overall Guarantee Program of no less than 5%, and provide that the amount of the Capacity Reserve may be increased by a 
majority vote of the SBOE.  The CDBGP Rules provide for an additional 5% reserve of CDBGP capacity.  The Commissioner is 
authorized to change the Capacity Reserve, which decision must be ratified or rejected by the SBOE at its next meeting following 
any change made by the Commissioner.  The current Capacity Reserve is noted in the monthly updates with respect to the 
capacity of the Guarantee Program on the TEA web site at http://tea.texas.gov/Finance_and_Grants/Permanent_School_Fund/, 
which are also filed with the MSRB. 
 
Based upon historical performance of the Fund, the legal restrictions relating to the amount of bonds that may be guaranteed has 
generally resulted in a lower ratio of guaranteed bonds to available assets as compared to many other types of credit 
enhancements that may be available for Texas school district bonds and charter district bonds.  However, the ratio of Fund assets 
to guaranteed bonds and the growth of the Fund in general could be adversely affected by a number of factors, including changes 
in the value of the Fund due to changes in securities markets, investment objectives of the Fund, an increase in bond issues by 
school districts in the State or legal restrictions on the Fund, changes in State laws that implement funding decisions for school 
districts and charter districts, which could adversely affect the credit quality of those districts, the implementation of the Charter 
District Bond Guarantee Program, or an increase in the calculation base of the Fund for purposes of making transfers to the ASF.  
It is anticipated that the issuance of the IRS Notice and the Final IRS Regulations will result in a substantial increase in the 
amount of bonds guaranteed under the Guarantee Program, and as the amount of guaranteed bonds approaches the IRS Limit, it is 
expected that the SBOE will seek changes to the existing IRS guidance regarding the Guarantee Program with the objective of 
obtaining an increase in the IRS Limit.  The implementation of the Charter School Bond Guarantee Program is also expected to 
increase the amount of guaranteed bonds. 
 
The Act requires that the Commissioner prepare, and the SBOE approve, an annual report on the status of the Guarantee Program 
(the Annual Report).  The State Auditor audits the financial statements of the PSF, which are separate from other State financial 
statements. 
 
THE SCHOOL DISTRICT BOND GUARANTEE PROGRAM . . . The School District Bond Guarantee Program requires an application 
be made by a school district to the Commissioner for a guarantee of its bonds.  If the conditions for the School District Bond 
Guarantee Program are satisfied, the guarantee becomes effective upon approval of the bonds by the Attorney General and 
remains in effect until the guaranteed bonds are paid or defeased, by a refunding or otherwise.   
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In the event of default, holders of guaranteed school district bonds will receive all payments due from the corpus of the PSF.  
Following a determination that a school district will be or is unable to pay maturing or matured principal or interest on any 
guaranteed bond, the Act requires the school district to notify the Commissioner not later than the fifth day before the stated 
maturity date of such bond or interest payment. Immediately following receipt of such notice, the Commissioner must cause to be 
transferred from the appropriate account in the PSF to the Paying Agent/Registrar an amount necessary to pay the maturing or 
matured principal and interest.  Upon receipt of funds for payment of such principal or interest, the Paying Agent/Registrar must 
pay the amount due and forward the canceled bond or evidence of payment of the interest to the State Comptroller of Public 
Accounts (the “Comptroller”).  The Commissioner will instruct the Comptroller to withhold the amount paid, plus interest, from 
the first State money payable to the school district.  The amount withheld pursuant to this funding “intercept” feature will be 
deposited to the credit of the PSF.  The Comptroller must hold such canceled bond or evidence of payment of the interest on 
behalf of the PSF.  Following full reimbursement of such payment by the school district to the PSF with interest, the Comptroller 
will cancel the bond or evidence of payment of the interest and forward it to the school district.  The Act permits the 
Commissioner to order a school district to set a tax rate sufficient to reimburse the PSF for any payments made with respect to 
guaranteed bonds, and also sufficient to pay future payments on guaranteed bonds, and provides certain enforcement mechanisms 
to the Commissioner, including the appointment of a board of managers or annexation of a defaulting school district to another 
school district. 
 
If a school district fails to pay principal or interest on a bond as it is stated to mature, other amounts not due and payable are not 
accelerated and do not become due and payable by virtue of the district’s default.  The School District Bond Guarantee Program 
does not apply to the payment of principal and interest upon redemption of bonds, except upon mandatory sinking fund 
redemption, and does not apply to the obligation, if any, of a school district to pay a redemption premium on its guaranteed 
bonds.  The guarantee applies to all matured interest on guaranteed school district bonds, whether the bonds were issued with a 
fixed or variable interest rate and whether the interest rate changes as a result of an interest reset provision or other bond order 
provision requiring an interest rate change. The guarantee does not extend to any obligation of a school district under any 
agreement with a third party relating to guaranteed bonds that is defined or described in State law as a “bond enhancement 
agreement” or a “credit agreement,” unless the right to payment of such third party is directly as a result of such third party being 
a bondholder. 
 
In the event that two or more payments are made from the PSF on behalf of a district, the Commissioner shall request the 
Attorney General to institute legal action to compel the district and its officers, agents and employees to comply with the duties 
required of them by law in respect to the payment of guaranteed bonds. 
 
Generally, the SDBGP Rules limit guarantees to certain types of notes and bonds, including, with respect to refunding bonds 
issued by school districts, a requirement that the bonds produce debt service savings, and that bonds issued for capital facilities of 
school districts must have been voted as unlimited tax debt of the issuing district.  The Guarantee Program Rules include certain 
accreditation criteria for districts applying for a guarantee of their bonds, and limit guarantees to districts that have less than the 
amount of annual debt service per average daily attendance that represents the 90th percentile of annual debt service per average 
daily attendance for all school districts, but such limitation will not apply to school districts that have enrollment growth of at 
least 25% over the previous five school years.  The SDBGP Rules are codified in the Texas Administrative Code at 19 TAC 
section 33.65, and are available at http://ritter.tea.state.tx.us/rules/tac/chapter033/ch033a.html#33.65. 
 
THE CHARTER DISTRICT BOND GUARANTEE PROGRAM . . . The Charter District Bond Guarantee Program became effective 
March 3, 2014.  The SBOE published final regulations in the Texas Register that provide for the administration of the Charter 
District Bond Guarantee Program (the “CDBGP Rules”).  The CDBGP Rules are codified at 19 TAC section 33.67, and are 
available at http://ritter.tea.state.tx.us/rules/tac/chapter033/ch033a.html#33.67.  
 
The Charter District Bond Guarantee Program has been authorized through the enactment of amendments to the Act, which 
provide that a charter holder may make application to the Commissioner for designation as a “charter district” and for a guarantee 
by the PSF under the Act of bonds issued on behalf of a charter district by a non-profit corporation.  If the conditions for the 
Charter District Bond Guarantee Program are satisfied, the guarantee becomes effective upon approval of the bonds by the 
Attorney General and remains in effect until the guaranteed bonds are paid or defeased, by a refunding or otherwise. 
 
As of March 20, 2020 (the most recent date for which data is available), the percentage of students enrolled in open-enrollment 
charter schools (excluding charter schools authorized by school districts) to the total State scholastic census was approximately 
6.15%.  At January 4, 2021, there were 187 active open-enrollment charter schools in the State and there were 838 charter school 
campuses active under such charters (though as of such date, three of such campuses are not currently serving students for 
various reasons).  Section 12.101, Texas Education Code, as amended by the Legislature in 2013, limits the number of charters 
that the Commissioner may grant to 215 charters as of the end of fiscal year 2014, with the number increasing in each fiscal year 
thereafter through 2019 to a total number of 305 charters.  While legislation limits the number of charters that may be granted, it 
does not limit the number of campuses that may operate under a particular charter.  For information regarding the capacity of the 
Guarantee Program, see “Capacity Limits for the Guarantee Program.”  The Act provides that the Commissioner may not 
approve the guarantee of refunding or refinanced bonds under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program in a total amount that 
exceeds one-half of the total amount available for the guarantee of charter district bonds under the Charter District Bond 
Guarantee Program. 
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In accordance with the Act, the Commissioner may not approve charter district bonds for guarantee if such guarantees will result 
in lower bond ratings for public school district bonds that are guaranteed under the School District Bond Guarantee Program.  To 
be eligible for a guarantee, the Act provides that a charter district's bonds must be approved by the Attorney General, have an 
unenhanced investment grade rating from a nationally recognized investment rating firm, and satisfy a limited investigation 
conducted by the TEA.   
 
The Charter District Bond Guarantee Program does not apply to the payment of principal and interest upon redemption of bonds, 
except upon mandatory sinking fund redemption, and does not apply to the obligation, if any, of a charter district to pay a 
redemption premium on its guaranteed bonds.  The guarantee applies to all matured interest on guaranteed charter district bonds, 
whether the bonds were issued with a fixed or variable interest rate and whether the interest rate changes as a result of an interest 
reset provision or other bond resolution provision requiring an interest rate change. The guarantee does not extend to any 
obligation of a charter district under any agreement with a third party relating to guaranteed bonds that is defined or described in 
State law as a “bond enhancement agreement” or a “credit agreement,” unless the right to payment of such third party is directly 
as a result of such third party being a bondholder. 
 
The Act provides that immediately following receipt of notice that a charter district will be or is unable to pay maturing or 
matured principal or interest on a guaranteed bond, the Commissioner is required to instruct the Comptroller to transfer from the 
Charter District Reserve Fund to the district's paying agent an amount necessary to pay the maturing or matured principal or 
interest.  If money in the Charter District Reserve Fund is insufficient to pay the amount due on a bond for which a notice of 
default has been received, the Commissioner is required to instruct the Comptroller to transfer from the PSF to the district's 
paying agent the amount necessary to pay the balance of the unpaid maturing or matured principal or interest.  If a total of two or 
more payments are made under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program on charter district bonds and the Commissioner 
determines that the charter district is acting in bad faith under the program, the Commissioner may request the Attorney General 
to institute appropriate legal action to compel the charter district and its officers, agents, and employees to comply with the duties 
required of them by law in regard to the guaranteed bonds.  As is the case with the School District Bond Guarantee Program, the 
Act provides a funding “intercept” feature that obligates the Commissioner to instruct the Comptroller to withhold the amount 
paid with respect to the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program, plus interest, from the first State money payable to a charter 
district that fails to make a guaranteed payment on its bonds.  The amount withheld will be deposited, first, to the credit of the 
PSF, and then to restore any amount drawn from the Charter District Reserve Fund as a result of the non-payment.   
 
The CDBGP Rules provide that the PSF may be used to guarantee bonds issued for the acquisition, construction, repair, or 
renovation of an educational facility for an open-enrollment charter holder and equipping real property of an open-enrollment 
charter school and/or to refinance promissory notes executed by an open-enrollment charter school, each in an amount in excess 
of $500,000 the proceeds of which loans were used for a purpose described above (so-called new money bonds) or for 
refinancing bonds previously issued for the charter school that were approved by the attorney general (so-called refunding 
bonds).  Refunding bonds may not be guaranteed under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program if they do not result in a 
present value savings to the charter holder.  
 
The CDBGP Rules provide that an open-enrollment charter holder applying for charter district designation and a guarantee of its 
bonds under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program satisfy various provisions of the regulations, including the following: 
It must (i) have operated at least one open-enrollment charter school with enrolled students in the State for at least three years; (ii) 
agree that the bonded indebtedness for which the guarantee is sought will be undertaken as an obligation of all entities under 
common control of the open-enrollment charter holder, and that all such entities will be liable for the obligation if the open-
enrollment charter holder defaults on the bonded indebtedness, provided, however, that an entity that does not operate a charter 
school in Texas is subject to this provision only to the extent it has received state funds from the open-enrollment charter holder; 
(iii) have had completed for the past three years an audit for each such year that included unqualified or unmodified audit 
opinions; and (iv) have received an investment grade credit rating within the last year.  Upon receipt of an application for 
guarantee under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program, the Commissioner is required to conduct an investigation into the 
financial status of the applicant charter district and of the accreditation status of all open-enrollment charter schools operated 
under the charter, within the scope set forth in the CDBGP Rules.  Such financial investigation must establish that an applying 
charter district has a historical debt service coverage ratio, based on annual debt service, of at least 1.1 for the most recently 
completed fiscal year, and a projected debt service coverage ratio, based on projected revenues and expenses and maximum 
annual debt service, of at least 1.2.  The failure of an open-enrollment charter holder to comply with the Act or the applicable 
regulations, including by making any material misrepresentations in the charter holder's application for charter district 
designation or guarantee under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program, constitutes a material violation of the open-
enrollment charter holder's charter.   
 
From time to time, TEA has limited new guarantees under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program to conform to capacity 
limits specified by the Act.  Legislation enacted during the Legislature’s 2017 regular session modified the manner of calculating 
the capacity of the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program (the “CDBGP Capacity”), which further increased the amount of the 
CDBGP Capacity, beginning with State fiscal year 2018, but that provision of the law does not increase overall Program 
capacity, it merely allocates capacity between the School District Bond Guarantee Program and the Charter District Bond 
Guarantee Program.  See “Capacity Limits for the Guarantee Program” and “2017 Legislative Changes to the Charter District 
Bond Guarantee Program.”  Other factors that could increase the CDBGP Capacity include Fund investment performance, future 
increases in the Guarantee Program multiplier, changes in State law that govern the calculation of the CDBGP Capacity, as 
described below, growth in the relative percentage of students enrolled in open-enrollment charter schools to the total State 
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scholastic census, legislative and administrative changes in funding for charter districts, changes in level of school district or 
charter district participation in the Program, or a combination of such circumstances. 
 
2017 LEGISLATIVE CHANGES TO THE CHARTER DISTRICT BOND GUARANTEE PROGRAM . . . The CDBGP Capacity is 
established by the Act.  During the 85th Texas Legislature, which concluded on May 29, 2017, Senate Bill 1480 (“SB 1480”) was 
enacted.  The complete text of SB 1480 can be found at 
http://www.capitol.state.tx.us/tlodocs/85R/billtext/pdf/SB01480F.pdf#navpanes=0.  SB 1480 modified how the CDBGP Capacity 
will be established under the Act effective as of September 1, 2017, and made other substantive changes to the Act that affects 
the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program.  Prior to the enactment of SB 1480, the CDBGP Capacity was calculated as the 
State Capacity Limit less the amount of outstanding bond guarantees under the Guarantee Program multiplied by the percentage 
of charter district scholastic population relative to the total public school scholastic population.  As of August 31, 2020, the 
amount of outstanding bond guarantees represented 77.00% of the IRS Limit (which is currently the applicable capacity limit) for 
the Guarantee Program.  SB 1480 amended the CDBGP Capacity calculation so that the State Capacity Limit is multiplied by the 
percentage of charter district scholastic population relative to the total public school scholastic population prior to the subtraction 
of the outstanding bond guarantees, thereby potentially substantially increasing the CDBGP Capacity.  However, certain 
provisions of SB 1480, described below, and other additional factors described herein, could result in less than the maximum 
amount of the potential increase provided by SB 1480 being implemented by the SBOE or otherwise used by charter districts.  
Still other factors used in determining the CDBGP Capacity, such as the percentage of the charter district scholastic population to 
the overall public school scholastic population, could, in and of itself, increase the CDBGP Capacity, as that percentage has 
grown from 3.53% in September, 2012 to 6.15% in March 2020.  TEA is unable to predict how the ratio of charter district 
students to the total State scholastic population will change over time. 
 
SB 1480 provides that the implementation of the new method of calculating the CDBGP Capacity will begin with the State fiscal 
year that commences September 1, 2021 (the State’s fiscal year 2022).  However, for the intervening four fiscal years, beginning 
with fiscal year 2018, SB 1480 provides that the SBOE may establish a CDBGP Capacity that increases the amount of charter 
district bonds that may be guaranteed by up to a cumulative 20% in each fiscal year (for a total maximum increase of 80% in 
fiscal year 2021) as compared to the capacity figure calculated under the Act as of January 1, 2017.  However, SB 1480 provides 
that in making its annual determination of the magnitude of an increase for any year, the SBOE may establish a lower (or no) 
increase if the SBOE determines that an increase in the CDBGP Capacity would likely result in a negative impact on the bond 
ratings for the Bond Guarantee Program (see “Ratings of Bonds Guaranteed Under the Guarantee Program”) or if one or more 
charter districts default on payment of principal or interest on a guaranteed bond, resulting in a negative impact on the bond 
ratings of the Bond Guarantee Program.  The provisions of SB 1480 that provide for discretionary, incremental increases in the 
CDBGP expire September 1, 2022.  If the SBOE makes a determination for any year based upon the potential ratings impact on 
the Bond Guarantee Program and modifies the increase that would otherwise be implemented under SB 1480 for that year, the 
SBOE may also make appropriate adjustments to the schedule for subsequent years to reflect the modification, provided that the 
CDBGP Capacity for any year may not exceed the limit provided in the schedule set forth in SB 1480.  As a result of SB 1480, 
the amount of charter district bonds eligible for guarantee in fiscal years 2018, 2019 and 2020 increased by the full 20% increase 
permitted by SB 1480, which increased the relative capacity of the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program to the School 
District Bond Guarantee Program for those fiscal years.  
 
Taking into account the enactment of SB 1480 and the increase in the CDBGP Capacity effected thereby, at the Winter 2018 
meeting the SBOE determined not to implement a previously approved multiplier increase to 3.75 times market value, opting to 
increase the multiplier to 3.50 times effective in late March 2018.     
 
In addition to modifying the manner of determining the CDBGP Capacity, SB 1480 provides that the Commissioner, in making a 
determination as to whether to approve a guarantee for a charter district, may consider any additional reasonable factor that the 
Commissioner determines to be necessary to protect the Bond Guarantee Program or minimize risk to the PSF, including: (1) 
whether the charter district had an average daily attendance of more than 75% of its student capacity for each of the preceding 
three school years, or for each school year of operation if the charter district has not been in operation for the preceding three 
school years; (2) the performance of the charter district under certain performance criteria set forth in Education Code Sections 
39.053 and 39.054; and (3) any other indicator of performance that could affect the charter district's financial performance.  Also, 
SB 1480 provides that the Commissioner's investigation of a charter district application for guarantee may include an evaluation 
of whether the charter district bond security documents provide a security interest in real property pledged as collateral for the 
bond and the repayment obligation under the proposed guarantee.  The Commissioner may decline to approve the application if 
the Commissioner determines that sufficient security is not provided.  The Act and the CDBGP Rules previously required the 
Commissioner to make an investigation of the accreditation status and certain financial criteria for a charter district applying for a 
bond guarantee, which remain in place. 
 
Since the initial authorization of the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program, the Act has established a bond guarantee reserve 
fund in the State treasury (the “Charter District Reserve Fund”).  Formerly, the Act provided that each charter district that has a 
bond guaranteed must annually remit to the Commissioner, for deposit in the Charter District Reserve Fund, an amount equal to 
10% of the savings to the charter district that is a result of the lower interest rate on its bonds due to the guarantee by the PSF.  
SB 1480 modified the Act insofar as it pertains to the Charter District Reserve Fund.  Effective September 1, 2017, the Act 
provides that a charter district that has a bond guaranteed must remit to the Commissioner, for deposit in the Charter District 
Reserve Fund, an amount equal to 20% of the savings to the charter district that is a result of the lower interest rate on the bond 
due to the guarantee by the PSF.  The amount due shall be paid on receipt by the charter district of the bond proceeds.  However, 
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the deposit requirement will not apply if the balance of the Charter District Reserve Fund is at least equal to 3.00% of the total 
amount of outstanding guaranteed bonds issued by charter districts.  As of October 31, 2020, the Charter District Reserve Fund 
contained $43,875,326, which represented approximately 1.69% of the guaranteed charter district bonds.  SB 1480 also 
authorized the SBOE to manage the Charter District Reserve Fund in the same manner as it manages the PSF.  Previously, the 
Charter District Reserve Fund was held by the Comptroller, but effective April 1, 2018, the management of the Reserve Fund 
was transferred to the PSF division of TEA, where it is held and invested as a non-commingled fund under the administration of 
the PSF staff.   
 
CHARTER DISTRICT RISK FACTORS . . . Open-enrollment charter schools in the State may not charge tuition and, unlike school 
districts, charter districts have no taxing power.  Funding for charter district operations is largely from amounts appropriated by 
the Legislature.  The amount of such State payments a charter district receives is based on a variety of factors, including the 
enrollment at the schools operated by a charter district.  The overall amount of education aid provided by the State for charter 
schools in any year is also subject to appropriation by the Legislature.  The Legislature may base its decisions about 
appropriations for charter schools on many factors, including the State's economic performance.  Further, because some public 
officials, their constituents, commentators and others have viewed charter schools as controversial, political factors may also 
come to bear on charter school funding, and such factors are subject to change.   
 
Other than credit support for charter district bonds that is provided to qualifying charter districts by the Charter District Bond 
Guarantee Program, State funding for charter district facilities construction is limited to a program established by the Legislature 
in 2017, which provides $60 million per year for eligible charter districts with an acceptable performance rating for a variety of 
funding purposes, including for lease or purchase payments for instructional facilities.  Since State funding for charter facilities is 
so limited, charter schools generally issue revenue bonds to fund facility construction and acquisition, or fund facilities from cash 
flows of the school.  Some charter districts have issued non-guaranteed debt in addition to debt guaranteed under the Charter 
District Bond Guarantee Program, and such non-guaranteed debt is likely to be secured by a deed of trust covering all or part of 
the charter district’s facilities.  In March 2017, the TEA began requiring charter districts to provide the TEA with a lien against 
charter district property as a condition to receiving a guarantee under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program.  However, 
charter district bonds issued and guaranteed under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program prior to the implementation of 
the new requirement did not have the benefit of a security interest in real property, although other existing debts of such charter 
districts that are not guaranteed under the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program may be secured by real property that could 
be foreclosed on in the event of a bond default.   
 
The maintenance of a State-granted charter is dependent upon on-going compliance with State law and TEA regulations, and 
TEA monitors compliance with applicable standards.  TEA has a broad range of enforcement and remedial actions that it can take 
as corrective measures, and such actions may include the loss of the State charter, the appointment of a new board of directors to 
govern a charter district, the assignment of operations to another charter operator, or, as a last resort, the dissolution of an open-
enrollment charter school. 
 
As described above, the Act includes a funding “intercept” function that applies to both the School District Bond Guarantee 
Program and the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program.  However, school districts are viewed as the “educator of last resort” 
for students residing in the geographical territory of the district, which makes it unlikely that State funding for those school 
districts would be discontinued, although the TEA can require the dissolution and merger into another school district if necessary 
to ensure sound education and financial management of a school district.  That is not the case with a charter district, however, 
and open-enrollment charter schools in the State have been dissolved by TEA from time to time.  If a charter district that has 
bonds outstanding that are guaranteed by the Charter District Bond Guarantee Program should be dissolved, debt service on 
guaranteed bonds of the district would continue to be paid to bondholders in accordance with the Charter District Bond 
Guarantee Program, but there would be no funding available for reimbursement of the PSF by the Comptroller for such 
payments.  As described under “The Charter District Bond Guarantee Program,” the Act establishes a Charter District Reserve 
Fund, which could in the future be a significant reimbursement resource for the PSF. 
 
INFECTIOUS DISEASE OUTBREAK . . . A respiratory disease named “2019 novel coronavirus” (“COVID-19”) has recently spread 
to many parts of the world, including Texas and elsewhere in the U.S.  On March 13, 2020, the U.S. president declared a national 
emergency and the Governor of Texas (the “Governor”) declared COVID-19 as a statewide public health disaster (the “COVID-
19 Declarations”).  Subsequent actions by the Governor imposed temporary restrictions on certain businesses and ordered all 
schools in the State to temporarily close.  This situation is rapidly developing; for additional information on these events in the 
State, reference is made to the website of the Governor, https://gov.texas.gov/, and, with respect to public school events, the 
website of TEA, https://tea.texas.gov/texas-schools/safe-and-healthy-schools/coronavirus-covid-19-support-and-guidance.  
 
Potential Impact of COVID-19 in the State and Investment Markets 
 
The anticipated continued spread of COVID-19, and measures taken to prevent or reduce its spread, have adversely impacted 
State, national and global economic activities and, accordingly, materially adversely impacted the financial condition and 
performance of the State.  The continued spread of COVID-19, and measures taken to prevent or reduce its spread, may also 
adversely affect the tax bases of school districts in the State, including districts that have bonds that are guaranteed under the 
Guarantee Program. 
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As noted herein, the PSF investments are in diversified investment portfolios and it is expected that the Fund will reflect the 
general performance returns of the markets in which it is invested. Stock values, crude oil prices and other investment categories 
in the U.S. and globally in which the Fund is invested or which provide income to the Fund, have seen significant volatility 
attributed to COVID-19 concerns, which could adversely affect the Fund's values. 
 
TEA Continuity of Operations   
 
Since 2007, Texas Labor Code Section 412.054 has required each State agency to develop and submit to the State Office of Risk 
Management an agency-level continuity of operations plan to keep the agency operational in case of disruptions to production, 
finance, administration or other essential operations.  Such plans may be implemented during the occurrence or imminent threat 
of events such as extreme weather, natural disasters and infectious disease outbreaks.  TEA has adopted a continuity of 
operations plan, which provides for, among other measures and conditions, steps to be taken to ensure performance of its 
essential missions and functions under such threats and conditions in the event of a pandemic event.  TEA annually conducts risk 
assessments and risk impact analysis that include stress testing and availability analysis of system resources, including systems 
that enable TEA employees to work remotely, as is occurring as a result of the COVID-19 declarations.  As noted above, under 
“The School District Bond Guarantee Program,” the Guarantee Program is in significant part an intercept program whereby State 
funding for school districts and charter districts reimburse the Fund for any guarantee payment from the Fund for a non-
performing district.  In addition to the continuity of operations plan provisions noted above, the Fund maintains cash positions in 
its portfolios that are intended to provide liquidity to the Fund for payments under the Guarantee Program pending 
reimbursement of the Fund by the Comptroller.  Fund management is of the view that its liquidity position, which changes from 
time to time in light of then current circumstances, is sufficient for payment of claims made on the Guarantee Program.   
 
Impact of COVID-19 on School Districts and Charter Districts 
 
TEA cannot predict whether any school or charter district may experience short- or longer-term cash flow emergencies as a direct 
or indirect effect of COVID-19 that would require a payment from the PSF to be made to a paying agent for a guaranteed bond.  
Most school district bonds in the State are issued as fixed rate debt, with semiannual payments in February and August.  Taxes 
levied by school districts for payment of bonds are generally collected by the end of January in each year.  Consequently, 
scheduled bond payments for school districts for the 2020 calendar year have generally not been affected by COVID-19.  TEA 
has issued guidance to school districts and charter districts regarding a variety of matters pertaining to school operations in light 
of the on-going COVID-19 pandemic.  Certain aspects of TEA’s guidance include waivers pertaining to State funding provisions, 
local financial matters and general operations. TEA has implemented “hold harmless” funding for school districts and charter 
districts for the last 12 weeks of school year 2019–2020 and during the first 12 weeks of the 2020–21 school year.  Additional 
information in this regard is available at the TEA website at https://tea.texas.gov/texas-schools/health-safety-
discipline/covid/coronavirus-covid-19-support-and-guidance.  
 
RATINGS OF BONDS GUARANTEED UNDER THE GUARANTEE PROGRAM . . . Moody’s Investors Service, S&P Global Ratings and 
Fitch Ratings rate bonds guaranteed by the PSF “Aaa,” “AAA” and “AAA,” respectively.  Not all districts apply for multiple 
ratings on their bonds, however.  See “OTHER INFORMATION - Ratings” herein.

In determining the market value of the PSF 
from time to time during a fiscal year, the TEA uses current, unaudited values for TEA managed investment portfolios and cash 
held by the SLB.  With respect to SLB managed assets shown in the table above, market values of land and mineral interests, 
internally managed real estate, investments in externally managed real estate funds and cash are based upon information reported 
to the PSF by the SLB.

DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS PERTAINING TO FISCAL YEAR ENDED AUGUST 31, 2019 . . . The following discussion is derived from 
the Annual Report for the year ended August 31, 2020, including the Message of the Executive Administrator of the Fund and the 
Management’s Discussion and Analysis contained therein.  Reference is made to the Annual Report, as filed with the MSRB, for 
the complete Message and MD&A.  Investment assets managed by the fifteen member SBOE are referred to throughout this 
MD&A as the PSF(SBOE) and, with respect to the liquidity account, Liquid (SBOE) assets.  As of August 31, 2020, the Fund’s 
land, mineral rights and certain real assets are managed by the five-member SLB and these assets are referred to throughout as 
the PSF(SLB) assets.  The current PSF(SBOE) asset allocation policy includes an allocation for real estate investments, and as 
such investments are made, and become a part of the PSF(SBOE) investment portfolio, those investments will be managed by the 
SBOE and not the SLB.   
 
At the end of fiscal 2020, the Fund balance was $46.7 billion, an increase of $0.2 billion from the prior year.  This increase is 
primarily due to overall increases in value of all asset classes in which the Fund has invested and restatements of fund balance. 
During the year, the SBOE updated the long-term strategic asset allocation, diversifying the PSF(SBOE) to strengthen the Fund, 
and initiated the strategic asset allocation for the Liquid (SBOE). The asset allocation is projected to increase returns over the 
long run while reducing risk and portfolio return volatility.  The PSF(SBOE) annual rates of return for the one-year, five-year, 
and ten-year periods ending August 31, 2020, net of fees, were 7.50%, 7.55% and 8.19%, respectively, and the Liquid(SBOE) 
annual rate of return for the one year period ending August 31, 2020, net of fees, was 2.35% (total return takes into consideration 
the change in the market value of the Fund during the year as well as the interest and dividend income generated by the Fund’s 
investments).  In addition, the SLB continued its shift into externally managed real asset investment funds, and the one-year, five-
year, and ten-year annualized total returns for the PSF(SLB) externally managed real assets, net of fees and including cash, were 
-12.27%, 2.49%, and 5.15%, respectively.  
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The market value of the Fund’s assets is directly impacted by the performance of the various financial markets in which the 
assets are invested.  The most important factors affecting investment performance are the asset allocation decisions made by the 
SBOE and SLB.  The current SBOE long term asset allocation policy allows for diversification of the PSF(SBOE) portfolio into 
alternative asset classes whose returns are not as positively correlated as traditional asset classes.  The implementation of the long 
term asset allocation will occur over several fiscal years and is expected to provide incremental total return at reduced risk.  As of 
August 31, 2020, the PSF(SBOE) portion of the Fund had diversified into emerging market and large cap international equities, 
absolute return funds, real estate, private equity, risk parity, real return Treasury Inflation Protected Securities, U.S. Treasury 
Securities, real return commodities, and emerging market debt.  
  
As of August 31, 2020, the SBOE has approved and the Fund made capital commitments to externally managed real estate 
investment funds in a total amount of $5.7 billion and capital commitments to private equity limited partnerships for a total of 
$7.5 billion.  Unfunded commitments at August 31, 2020, totaled $2.0 billion in real estate investments and $2.4 billion in private 
equity investments.   
 
The PSF(SLB) portfolio is generally characterized by three broad categories: (1) discretionary real assets investments, (2) 
sovereign and other lands, and (3) mineral interests.  Discretionary real assets investments consist of externally managed real 
estate, infrastructure, and energy/minerals investment funds; internally managed direct real estate investments, and cash.  
Sovereign and other lands consist primarily of the lands set aside to the PSF when it was created.  Mineral interests consist of all 
of the minerals that are associated with PSF lands.  The investment focus of PSF(SLB) discretionary real assets investments has 
shifted from internally managed direct real estate investments to externally managed real assets investment funds.  The PSF(SLB) 
makes investments in certain limited partnerships that legally commit it to possible future capital contributions. At August 31, 
2020, the remaining commitments totaled approximately $2.73 billion. 
 
The PSF(SBOE)’s investment in domestic large cap, domestic small/mid cap, international large cap, and emerging market 
equity securities experienced returns, net of fees, of 22.37%, 3.44%, 8.80%, and 15.84%, respectively, during the fiscal year 
ended August 31, 2020.  The PSF(SBOE)’s investment in domestic fixed income securities produced a return of 5.50% during 
the fiscal year and absolute return investments yielded a return of 4.43%.  The PSF(SBOE) real estate and private equity 
investments returned 2.93% and 4.63%, respectively.  Risk parity assets produced a return of 2.41%, while real return assets 
yielded 3.33%.  Emerging market debt produced a return of 1.67%.  Combined, all PSF(SBOE) asset classes produced an 
investment return, net of fees, of 7.50% for the fiscal year ended August 31, 2020, under-performing the benchmark index of 
8.54% by approximately 104 basis points.  The Liquid (SBOE) investment in Short Term Fixed Income yielded 2.78% and Cash 
Reserves yielded 1.62%.  Combined, Liquid (SBOE) asset classes produced an investment return, net of fees, of 2.35%, out-
performing the benchmark index of 2.04% by approximately 31 basis points.  All PSF(SLB) externally managed investments 
(including cash) returned -12.27% net of fees for the fiscal year ending August 31, 2020. 
 
For fiscal year 2020, total revenues, inclusive of unrealized gains and losses and net of security lending rebates and fees, totaled 
$2.0 billion, a decrease of $1.7 billion from fiscal year 2019 earnings of $3.7 billion.  This decrease reflects the performance of 
the securities markets in which the Fund was invested in fiscal year 2020.  In fiscal year 2020, revenues earned by the Fund 
included lease payments, bonuses and royalty income received from oil, gas and mineral leases; lease payments from commercial 
real estate; surface lease and easement revenues; revenues from the resale of natural and liquid gas supplies; dividends, interest, 
and securities lending revenues; the net change in the fair value of the investment portfolio; and, other miscellaneous fees and 
income. 
 
Expenditures are paid from the Fund before distributions are made under the total return formula.  Such expenditures include the 
costs incurred by the SLB to manage the land endowment, as well as operational costs of the Fund, including external 
management fees paid from appropriated funds.  Total operating expenditures, net of security lending rebates and fees, decreased 
5.6% for the fiscal year ending August 31, 2020.  This decrease is primarily attributable to a decrease in PSF(SLB) quantities of 
purchased gas for resale in the State Energy Management Program, which is administered by the SLB as part of the Fund. 
 
The Fund supports the public school system in the State by distributing a predetermined percentage of its asset value to the ASF.  
For fiscal years 2019 and 2020, the distribution from the SBOE to the ASF totaled $1.2 billion and $1.1 billion, respectively.  
Distributions from the SLB to the ASF for fiscal years 2019 and 2020 totaled $300 and $600 million, respectively. 
 
At the end of the 2020 fiscal year, PSF assets guaranteed $90.3 billion in bonds issued by 872 local school districts and charter 
districts, the latter of which entered into the Program during the 2014 fiscal year.  Since its inception in 1983, the Fund has 
guaranteed 7,789 school district and charter district bond issues totaling $202.1 billion in principal amount.  During the 2020 
fiscal year, the number of outstanding issues guaranteed under the Guarantee Program totaled 3,360.  The dollar amount of 
guaranteed school and charter bond issues outstanding increased by $5.9 billion or 7.0%.  The State Capacity Limit increased by 
$4.7 billion, or 3.8%, during fiscal year 2020 due to continued growth in the cost basis of the Fund used to calculate that Program 
capacity limit.  The effective capacity of the Program did not increase during fiscal year 2020 as the IRS Limit was reached in a 
prior fiscal year, and it is the lower of the two State and federal capacity limits for the Program. 
 
2011 AND 2019 CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS . . . On November 8, 2011, a referendum was held in the State as a result of 
legislation enacted that year that proposed amendments to various sections of the Texas Constitution pertaining to the PSF.  At 
that referendum, voters of State approved non-substantive changes to the Texas Constitution to clarify references to the Fund, 
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and, in addition, approved amendments that effected an increase to the base amount used in calculating the Distribution Rate 
from the Fund to the ASF, and authorized the SLB to make direct transfers to the ASF, as described below.   
 
The amendments approved at the referendum included an increase to the base used to calculate the Distribution Rate by adding to 
the calculation base certain discretionary real assets and cash in the Fund that is managed by entities other than the SBOE (at 
present, by the SLB).  The value of those assets were already included in the value of the Fund for purposes of the Guarantee 
Program, but prior to the amendment had not been included in the calculation base for purposes of making transfers from the 
Fund to the ASF.  While the amendment provided for an increase in the base for the calculation of approximately $2 billion, no 
new resources were provided for deposit to the Fund.  As described under “The Total Return Constitutional Amendment” the 
SBOE is prevented from approving a Distribution Rate or making a pay out from the Fund if the amount distributed would 
exceed 6% of the average of the market value of the Fund, excluding real property in the Fund, but including discretionary real 
asset investments on the last day of each of the sixteen State fiscal quarters preceding the Regular Session of the Legislature that 
begins before that State fiscal biennium or if such pay out would exceed the Ten Year Total Return.   
 
If there are no reductions in the percentage established biennially by the SBOE to be the Distribution Rate, the impact of the 
increase in the base against which the Distribution Rate is applied will be an increase in the distributions from the PSF to the 
ASF.  As a result, going forward, it may be necessary for the SBOE to reduce the Distribution Rate in order to preserve the 
corpus of the Fund in accordance with its management objective of preserving intergenerational equity.   
 
The Distribution Rates for the Fund were set at 3.5%, 2.5%, 4.2%, 3.3%, 3.5% and 3.7% for each of two year periods 2008-2009, 
2010-2011, 2012-2013, 2014-2015, 2016-2017 and 2018-2019, respectively.  In November 2018, the SBOE approved a 2.974% 
Distribution Rate equating to $2.2 billion for State fiscal biennium 2020-2021, with the transfers to be made in equal monthly 
increments of $92.2 million.  In making the 2020-2021 biennium distribution decision, the SBOE took into account a 
commitment of the SLB to transfer $10 million to the PSF in fiscal year 2020 and $45 million in fiscal year 2021.  In September 
2020, the SBOE approved a special, one-time transfer of $300 million from the portion of the PSF managed by the SBOE to the 
Real Estate Special Fund Account of the PSF managed by the SLB, which amount is to be transferred to the ASF by the SLB in 
fiscal year 2021. In approving the special transfer, the SBOE determined that the transfer was in the best interest of the PSF due 
to the historic nature of the public health and economic circumstances resulting from the COVID-19 pandemic and its impact on 
the school children of Texas.  In November 2020, the SBOE approved a projected $3.4 billion distribution to the ASF for State 
fiscal biennium 2022-2023.  The biennial distribution determined by the SBOE in November 2020 represents a 4.18% 
Distribution Rate for the 2022-2023 biennium. As in prior biennia, the direct PSF distributions to the ASF will be made in equal 
monthly increments.  In making its determination of the 2022-2023 Distribution Rate, the SBOE took into account the announced 
planned distribution to the ASF by the GLO of $875 million for the biennium. 
 
Changes in the Distribution Rate for each biennial period have been based on a number of financial and political reasons, as well 
as commitments made by the SLB in some years to transfer certain sums to the ASF.  The new calculation base described above 
has been used to determine all payments to the ASF from the Fund beginning with the 2012-13 biennium.  The broader base for 
the Distribution Rate calculation could increase transfers from the PSF to the ASF, although the effect of the broader calculation 
base has been somewhat offset since the 2014-2015 biennium by the establishment by the SBOE of somewhat lower Distribution 
Rates than for the 2012-2013 biennium.  In addition, the changes made by the amendment that increased the calculation base that 
could affect the corpus of the Fund include the decisions that are made by the SLB or others that are, or may in the future be, 
authorized to make transfers of funds from the PSF to the ASF.   
 
The constitutional amendments approved on November 8, 2011 also provided authority to the GLO or another entity (described 
in statute as the School Land Board, Chapter 32, Natural Resources Code) that has responsibility for the management of revenues 
derived from land or other properties of the PSF to determine whether to transfer an amount each year to the ASF from the 
revenue derived during the current year from such land or properties.  Prior to November 2019, the amount authorized to be 
transferred to the ASF from the GLO or SLB was limited to $300 million per year.  On November 5, 2019, a constitutional 
amendment was approved by State voters that increased the maximum transfer to the ASF to $600 million each year from the 
revenue derived during that year from the PSF from the GLO or SLB, the SBOE or another entity to the extent such entity has the 
responsibility for the management of revenues derived from such land or other properties.  Any amount transferred to the ASF 
pursuant to this constitutional provision is excluded from the 6% Distribution Rate limitation applicable to SBOE transfers.  
Additionally, in making its determination of the amount to distribute to the ASF, the SBOE takes into account information 
available to it regarding the planned annual distribution to be made to the ASF by the GLO. 
 
OTHER EVENTS AND DISCLOSURES . . . The State Investment Ethics Code governs the ethics and disclosure requirements for 
financial advisors and other service providers who advise certain State governmental entities, including the PSF.  In accordance 
with the provisions of the State Investment Ethics Code, the SBOE periodically modifies its code of ethics, which occurred most 
recently in April 2018.  The SBOE code of ethics includes prohibitions on sharing confidential information, avoiding conflict of 
interests and requiring disclosure filings with respect to contributions made or received in connection with the operation or 
management of the Fund.  The code of ethics applies to members of the SBOE as well as to persons who are responsible by 
contract or by virtue of being a TEA PSF staff member for managing, investing, executing brokerage transactions, providing 
consultant services, or acting as a custodian of the PSF, and persons who provide investment and management advice to a 
member of the SBOE, with or without compensation under certain circumstances.  The code of ethics is codified in the Texas 
Administrative Code at 19 TAC sections 33.5 et seq., and is available on the TEA web site at 
http://ritter.tea.state.tx.us/rules/tac/chapter033/ch033a.html#33.5. 
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In addition, the GLO has established processes and controls over its administration of real estate transactions and is subject to 
provisions of the Texas Natural Resources Code and its own internal procedures in administering real estate transactions for 
assets it manages for the Fund. 
 
In the 2011 legislative session, the Legislature approved an increase of 31 positions in the full-time equivalent employees for the 
administration of the Fund, which was funded as part of an $18 million appropriation for each year of the 2012-13 biennium, in 
addition to the operational appropriation of $11 million for each year of the biennium.  The TEA has begun increasing the PSF 
administrative staff in accordance with the 2011 legislative appropriation, and the TEA received an appropriation of $30.2 
million for the administration of the PSF for fiscal years 2016 and 2017, respectively, and $30.4 million for each of the fiscal 
years 2018 and 2019. 
 
As of August 31, 2020, certain lawsuits were pending against the State and/or the GLO, which challenge the Fund’s title to 
certain real property and/or past or future mineral income from that property, and other litigation arising in the normal course of 
the investment activities of the PSF.  Reference is made to the Annual Report, when filed, for a description of such lawsuits that 
are pending, which may represent contingent liabilities of the Fund. 
 
PSF CONTINUING DISCLOSURE UNDERTAKING . . . The SBOE has adopted an investment policy rule (the “TEA Rule”) 
pertaining to the PSF and the Guarantee Program.  The TEA Rule is codified in Section I of the TEA Investment Procedure 
Manual, which relates to the Guarantee Program and is posted to the TEA web site at 
http://tea.texas.gov/Finance_and_Grants/Texas_Permanent_School_Fund/Texas_Permanent_School_Fund_Disclosure_Statement
_-_Bond_Guarantee_Program/.  The most recent amendment to the TEA Rule was adopted by the SBOE on February 1, 2019, 
and is summarized below.  Through the adoption of the TEA Rule and its commitment to guarantee bonds, the SBOE has made 
the following agreement for the benefit of the issuers, holders and beneficial owners of guaranteed bonds.  The TEA (or its 
successor with respect to the management of the Guarantee Program) is required to observe the agreement for so long as it 
remains an “obligated person,” within the meaning of Rule 15c2-12, with respect to guaranteed bonds. Nothing in the TEA Rule 
obligates the TEA to make any filings or disclosures with respect to guaranteed bonds, as the obligations of the TEA under the 
TEA Rule pertain solely to the Guarantee Program.  The issuer or an “obligated person” of the guaranteed bonds has assumed the 
applicable obligation under Rule 15c2-12 to make all disclosures and filings relating directly to guaranteed bonds, and the TEA 
takes no responsibility with respect to such undertakings.  Under the TEA agreement, the TEA will be obligated to provide 
annually certain updated financial information and operating data, and timely notice of specified material events, to the MSRB.   
 
The MSRB has established the Electronic Municipal Market Access (“EMMA”) system, and the TEA is required to file its 
continuing disclosure information using the EMMA system.  Investors may access continuing disclosure information filed with 
the MSRB at www.emma.msrb.org, and the continuing disclosure filings of the TEA with respect to the PSF can be found at 
https://emma.msrb.org/IssueView/Details/ER355077 or by searching for “Texas Permanent School Fund Bond Guarantee 
Program” on EMMA. 
 
ANNUAL REPORTS . . . The TEA will annually provide certain updated financial information and operating data to the MSRB.  
The information to be updated includes all quantitative financial information and operating data with respect to the Guarantee 
Program and the PSF of the general type included in this Official Statement under the heading “THE PERMANENT SCHOOL 
FUND GUARANTEE PROGRAM.”  The information also includes the Annual Report.  The TEA will update and provide this 
information within six months after the end of each fiscal year. 
 
The TEA may provide updated information in full text or may incorporate by reference certain other publicly-available 
documents, as permitted by Rule 15c2-12.  The updated information includes audited financial statements of, or relating to, the 
State or the PSF, when and if such audits are commissioned and available.  Financial statements of the State will be prepared in 
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles as applied to state governments, as such principles may be changed 
from time to time, or such other accounting principles as the State Auditor is required to employ from time to time pursuant to 
State law or regulation.  The financial statements of the Fund were prepared to conform to U.S. Generally Accepted Accounting 
Principles as established by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board. 
 
The Fund is reported by the State of Texas as a permanent fund and accounted for on a current financial resources measurement 
focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting.  Measurement focus refers to the definition of the resource flows measured.  
Under the modified accrual basis of accounting, all revenues reported are recognized based on the criteria of availability and 
measurability.  Assets are defined as available if they are in the form of cash or can be converted into cash within 60 days to be 
usable for payment of current liabilities.  Amounts are defined as measurable if they can be estimated or otherwise determined.  
Expenditures are recognized when the related fund liability is incurred. 
 
The State’s current fiscal year end is August 31.  Accordingly, the TEA must provide updated information by the last day of 
February in each year, unless the State changes its fiscal year.  If the State changes its fiscal year, the TEA will notify the MSRB 
of the change. 
 
EVENT NOTICES . . . The TEA will also provide timely notices of certain events to the MSRB.  Such notices will be provided not 
more than ten business days after the occurrence of the event.  The TEA will provide notice of any of the following events with 
respect to the Guarantee Program: (1) principal and interest payment delinquencies; (2) non-payment related defaults, if such 
event is material within the meaning of the federal securities laws; (3) unscheduled draws on debt service reserves reflecting 
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financial difficulties; (4) unscheduled draws on credit enhancements reflecting financial difficulties; (5) substitution of credit or 
liquidity providers, or their failure to perform; (6) adverse tax opinions, the issuance by the IRS of proposed or final 
determinations of taxability, Notices of Proposed Issue (IRS Form 5701-TEB), or other material notices or determinations with 
respect to the tax-exempt status of the Guarantee Program, or other material events affecting the tax status of the Guarantee 
Program; (7) modifications to rights of holders of bonds guaranteed by the Guarantee Program, if such event is material within 
the meaning of the federal securities laws; (8) bond calls, if such event is material within the meaning of the federal securities 
laws, and tender offers; (9) defeasances; (10) release, substitution, or sale of property securing repayment of bonds guaranteed by 
the Guarantee Program, if such event is material within the meaning of the federal securities laws; (11) rating changes; (12) 
bankruptcy, insolvency, receivership, or similar event of the Guarantee Program (which is considered to occur when any of the 
following occur: the appointment of a receiver, fiscal agent, or similar officer for the Guarantee Program in a proceeding under 
the United States Bankruptcy Code or in any other proceeding under state or federal law in which a court or governmental 
authority has assumed jurisdiction over substantially all of the assets or business of the Guarantee Program, or if such jurisdiction 
has been assumed by leaving the existing governing body and officials or officers in possession but subject to the supervision and 
orders of a court or governmental authority, or the entry of an order confirming a plan of reorganization, arrangement, or 
liquidation by a court or governmental authority having supervision or jurisdiction over substantially all of the assets or business 
of the Guarantee Program); (13) the consummation of a merger, consolidation, or acquisition involving the Guarantee Program or 
the sale of all or substantially all of its assets, other than in the ordinary course of business, the entry into a definitive agreement 
to undertake such an action or the termination of a definitive agreement relating to any such actions, other than pursuant to its 
terms, if material; (14) the appointment of a successor or additional trustee with respect to the Guarantee Program or the change 
of name of a trustee, if such event is material within the meaning of the federal securities laws; (15) the incurrence of a financial 
obligation of the Guarantee Program, if material, or agreement to covenants, events of default, remedies, priority rights, or other 
similar terms of a financial obligation of the Program, any of which affect security holders, if material; and (16) default, event of 
acceleration, termination event, modification of terms, or other similar events under the terms of a financial obligation of the 
Guarantee Program, any of which reflect financial difficulties.  (Neither the Act nor any other law, regulation or instrument 
pertaining to the Guarantee Program make any provision with respect to the Guarantee Program for bond calls, debt service 
reserves, credit enhancement, liquidity enhancement, early redemption or the appointment of a trustee with respect to the 
Guarantee Program.)  In addition, the TEA will provide timely notice of any failure by the TEA to provide information, data, or 
financial statements in accordance with its agreement described above under “Annual Reports.”   
 
AVAILABILITY OF INFORMATION . . . The TEA has agreed to provide the foregoing information only to the MSRB and to 
transmit such information electronically to the MSRB in such format and accompanied by such identifying information as 
prescribed by the MSRB.  The information is available from the MSRB to the public without charge at www.emma.msrb.org. 
 
LIMITATIONS AND AMENDMENTS . . . The TEA has agreed to update information and to provide notices of material events only as 
described above.  The TEA has not agreed to provide other information that may be relevant or material to a complete 
presentation of its financial results of operations, condition, or prospects or agreed to update any information that is provided, 
except as described above.  The TEA makes no representation or warranty concerning such information or concerning its 
usefulness to a decision to invest in or sell Bonds at any future date.  The TEA disclaims any contractual or tort liability for 
damages resulting in whole or in part from any breach of its continuing disclosure agreement or from any statement made 
pursuant to its agreement, although holders of Bonds may seek a writ of mandamus to compel the TEA to comply with its 
agreement. 
 
The continuing disclosure agreement of the TEA is made only with respect to the PSF and the Guarantee Program.  The issuer of 
guaranteed bonds or an obligated person with respect to guaranteed bonds may make a continuing disclosure undertaking in 
accordance with Rule 15c2-12 with respect to its obligations arising under Rule 15c2-12 pertaining to financial and operating 
data concerning such entity and notices of material events relating to such guaranteed bonds.  A description of such undertaking, 
if any, is included elsewhere in the Official Statement.  
 
This continuing disclosure agreement may be amended by the TEA from time to time to adapt to changed circumstances that 
arise from a change in legal requirements, a change in law, or a change in the identity, nature, status, or type of operations of the 
TEA, but only if (1) the provisions, as so amended, would have permitted an underwriter to purchase or sell guaranteed bonds in 
the primary offering of such bonds in compliance with Rule 15c2-12, taking into account any amendments or interpretations of 
Rule 15c2-12 since such offering as well as such changed circumstances and (2) either (a) the holders of a majority in aggregate 
principal amount of the outstanding bonds guaranteed by the Guarantee Program consent to such amendment or (b) a person that 
is unaffiliated with the TEA (such as nationally recognized bond counsel) determines that such amendment will not materially 
impair the interest of the holders and beneficial owners of the bonds guaranteed by the Guarantee Program.  The TEA may also 
amend or repeal the provisions of its continuing disclosure agreement if the SEC amends or repeals the applicable provision of 
Rule 15c2-12 or a court of final jurisdiction enters judgment that such provisions of Rule 15c2-12 are invalid, but only if and to 
the extent that the provisions of this sentence would not prevent an underwriter from lawfully purchasing or selling bonds 
guaranteed by the Guarantee Program in the primary offering of such bonds. 
 
COMPLIANCE WITH PRIOR UNDERTAKINGS . . . During the last five years, the TEA has not failed to substantially comply with its 
previous continuing disclosure agreements in accordance with Rule 15c2-12. 
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SEC EXEMPTIVE RELIEF . . On February 9, 1996, the TEA received a letter from the Chief Counsel of the SEC that pertains to 
the availability of the “small issuer exemption” set forth in paragraph (d)(2) of Rule 15c2-12.  The letter provides that Texas 
school districts which offer municipal securities that are guaranteed under the Guarantee Program may undertake to comply with 
the provisions of paragraph (d)(2) of Rule 15c2-12 if their offerings otherwise qualify for such exemption, notwithstanding the 
guarantee of the school district securities under the Guarantee Program.  Among other requirements established by Rule 15c2-12, 
a school district offering may qualify for the small issuer exemption if, upon issuance of the proposed series of securities, the 
school district will have no more than $10 million of outstanding municipal securities. 
 

STATE AND LOCAL FUNDING OF SCHOOL DISTRICTS IN TEXAS 
 
LITIGATION RELATING TO THE TEXAS PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM . . . On seven occasions in the last thirty years, the Texas 
Supreme Court (the “Court”) has issued decisions assessing the constitutionality of the Texas public school finance system (the 
“Finance System”).  The litigation has primarily focused on whether the Finance System, as amended by the Texas Legislature (the 
“Legislature”) from time to time (i) met the requirements of article VII, section 1 of the Texas Constitution, which requires the 
Legislature to “establish and make suitable provision for the support and maintenance of an efficient system of public free schools,” 
or (ii) imposed a statewide ad valorem tax in violation of article VIII, section 1-e of the Texas Constitution because the statutory limit 
on property taxes levied by school districts for maintenance and operation purposes had allegedly denied school districts meaningful 
discretion in setting their tax rates.  In response to the Court’s previous decisions, the Legislature enacted multiple laws that made 
substantive changes in the way the Finance System is funded in efforts to address the prior decisions declaring the Finance System 
unconstitutional. 
 
On May 13, 2016, the Court issued its opinion in the most recent school finance litigation, Morath v. The Texas Taxpayer & Student 
Fairness Coal., et al., 490 S.W.3d 826 (Tex. 2016) (“Morath”).  The plaintiffs and intervenors in the case had alleged that the 
Finance System, as modified by the Legislature in part in response to prior decisions of the Court, violated article VII, section 1 and 
article VIII, section 1-e of the Texas Constitution.  In its opinion, the Court held that “[d]espite the imperfections of the current 
school funding regime, it meets minimum constitutional requirements.”  The Court also noted that: 
 
 

Lawmakers decide if laws pass, and judges decide if those laws pass muster.  But our lenient standard of review 
in this policy-laden area counsels modesty. The judicial role is not to second-guess whether our system is 
optimal, but whether it is constitutional.  Our Byzantine school funding "system" is undeniably imperfect, with 
immense room for improvement. But it satisfies minimum constitutional requirements. 

 
POSSIBLE EFFECTS OF CHANGES IN LAW ON DISTRICT BONDS . . . The Court’s decision in Morath upheld the constitutionality of 
the Finance System but noted that the Finance System was “undeniably imperfect.”  While not compelled by the Morath decision 
to reform the Finance System, the Legislature could enact future changes to the Finance System.  Any such changes could benefit 
or be a detriment to the District.  If the Legislature enacts future changes to, or fails adequately to fund the Finance System, or if 
changes in circumstances otherwise provide grounds for a challenge, the Finance System could be challenged again in the future. 
In its 1995 opinion in Edgewood Independent School District v. Meno, 917 S.W.2d 717 (Tex. 1995), the Court stated that any 
future determination of unconstitutionality “would not, however, affect the district’s authority to levy the taxes necessary to retire 
previously issued bonds, but would instead require the Legislature to cure the system’s unconstitutionality in a way that is 
consistent with the Contract Clauses of the U.S. and Texas Constitutions” (collectively, the “Contract Clauses”), which prohibit 
the enactment of laws that impair prior obligations of contracts. 
 
Although, as a matter of law, the Bonds, upon issuance and delivery, will be entitled to the protections afforded previously existing 
contractual obligations under the Contract Clauses, the District can make no representations or predictions concerning the effect of 
future legislation, or any litigation that may be associated with such legislation, on the District’s financial condition, revenues or 
operations.  While the enactment of future legislation to address school funding in Texas could adversely affect the financial 
condition, revenues or operations of the District, the District does not anticipate that the security for payment of the Bonds, 
specifically, the District’s obligation to levy an unlimited debt service tax and any Permanent School Fund guarantee of the Bonds 
would be adversely affected by any such legislation.  See “CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM.” 
 

CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM 
 
During the 2019 Legislative Session, the State Legislature made numerous changes to the current public school finance system, 
the levy and collection of ad valorem taxes, and the calculation of defined tax rates, including particularly those contained in 
House Bill 3 (“HB 3”) and Senate Bill 2 (“SB 2”). In some instances, the provisions of HB 3 and SB 2 will require further 
interpretation in connection with their implementation in order to resolve ambiguities contained in the bills.  The District is still 
in the process of (a) analyzing the provisions of HB 3 and SB 2, and (b) monitoring the on-going guidance provided by TEA. The 
information contained herein under the captions “CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM” and “AD VALOREM 
PROPERTY TAXATION” is subject to change, and only reflects the District’s understanding of HB 3 and SB 2 based on 
information available to the District as of the date of this Official Statement.  Prospective investors are encouraged to review HB 
3, SB 2, and the Property Tax Code (as defined herein) for definitive requirements for the levy and collection of ad valorem 
taxes, the calculation of the defined tax rates, and the administration of the current public school finance system. The Texas 
Legislature convened on January 12, 2021 and adjourned on May 31, 2021 for the State’s 87th Legislative Regular Session.  
Legislation passed during the 87th Legislative Regular Session may have an impact on the District. 
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OVERVIEW . . . The following language constitutes only a summary of the public school finance system as it is currently 
structured. For a more complete description of school finance and fiscal management in the State, reference is made to Chapters 
43 through 49 of the Texas Education Code, as amended. 
 
Local funding is derived from collections of ad valorem taxes levied on property located within each school district’s boundaries. 
School districts are authorized to levy two types of property taxes: a maintenance and operations (“M&O”) tax to pay current 
expenses and an interest and sinking fund (“I&S”) tax to pay debt service on bonds. School districts may not increase their M&O 
tax rate for the purpose of creating a surplus to pay debt service on bonds. Prior to 2006, school districts were authorized to levy 
their M&O tax at a voter-approved rate, generally up to $1.50 per $100 of taxable value. Since 2006, the State Legislature has 
enacted various legislation that has compressed the voter-approved M&O tax rate, as described below. Current law also requires 
school districts to demonstrate their ability to pay debt service on outstanding bonded indebtedness through the levy of an I&S 
tax at a rate not to exceed $0.50 per $100 of taxable value at the time bonds are issued. Once bonds are issued, however, school 
districts generally may levy an I&S tax sufficient to pay debt service on such bonds unlimited as to rate or amount (see “AD 
VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION – I&S Tax Rate Limitations” herein).  Because property values vary widely among 
school districts, the amount of local funding generated by school districts with the same I&S tax rate and M&O tax rate is also 
subject to wide variation; however, the public school finance funding formulas are designed to generally equalize local funding 
generated by a school district’s M&O tax rate. 
 
Prior to the 2019 Legislative Session, a school district’s maximum M&O tax rate for a given tax year was determined by 
multiplying that school district’s 2005 M&O tax rate levy by an amount equal a compression percentage set by legislative 
appropriation or, in the absence of legislative appropriation, by the Commissioner of Education (the “Commissioner”). This 
compression percentage was historically set at 66.67%, effectively setting the maximum compressed M&O tax rate for most 
school districts at $1.00 per $100 of taxable value, since most school districts in the State had a voted maximum M&O tax rate of 
$1.50 per $100 of taxable value (though certain school districts located in Harris County had special M&O tax rate authorizations 
allowing a higher M&O tax rate). School districts were permitted, however, to generate additional local funds by raising their 
M&O tax rate up to $0.04 above the compressed tax rate or, with voter-approval at a valid election in the school district, up to 
$0.17 above the compressed tax rate (for most school districts, this equated to an M&O tax rate between $1.04 and $1.17 per 
$100 of taxable value). School districts received additional State funds in proportion to such taxing effort. 
 
LOCAL FUNDING FOR SCHOOL DISTRICTS . . . During the 2019 Legislative Session, the State Legislature made several significant 
changes to the funding methodology for school districts (the “2019 Legislation”).  The 2019 Legislation orders a school district’s 
M&O tax rate into two distinct parts: the “Tier One Tax Rate”, which is the local M&O tax rate required for a school district to 
receive any part of the basic level of State funding (referred to herein as “Tier One”) under the Foundation School Program, as 
further described below, and the “Enrichment Tax Rate”, which is any local M&O tax effort in excess of its Tier One Tax Rate.  
The 2019 Legislation amended formulas for the State Compression Percentage and Maximum Compressed Tax Rate (each as 
described below) to compress M&O tax rates in response to year-over-year increases in property values across the State and 
within a school district, respectively. The discussion in this subcaption “Local Funding For School Districts” is generally 
intended to describe funding provisions applicable to all school districts; however, there are distinctions in the funding formulas 
for school districts that generate local M&O tax revenues in excess of the school districts’ funding entitlements, as further 
discussed under the subcaption “CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM – Local Revenue Level In Excess of 
Entitlement” herein. 
 
State Compression Percentage. The “State Compression Percentage” for the State fiscal year ending in 2020 (the 2019-2020 
school year) is a statutorily-defined percentage of the rate of $1.00 per $100 at which a school district must levy its Tier One Tax 
Rate to receive the full amount of the Tier One funding to which a school district is entitled. For the State fiscal year ending in 
2020, the State Compression Percentage is set at 93% per $100 of taxable value.  Beginning in the State fiscal year ending in 
2021, the State Compression Percentage is the lesser of three alternative calculations: (1) 93% or a lower percentage set by 
appropriation for a school year; (2) a percentage determined by formula if the estimated total taxable property value of the State 
(as submitted annually to the State Legislature by the State Comptroller) has increased by at least 2.5% over the prior year; and 
(3) the prior year State Compression Percentage. For any year, the maximum State Compression Percentage is 93%. 
 
Maximum Compressed Tax Rate.  Pursuant to the 2019 Legislation, beginning with the State fiscal year ending in 2021 (the 
2020-2021 school year) the Maximum Compressed Tax Rate (the “MCR”) is the tax rate per $100 of valuation of taxable 
property at which a school district must levy its Tier One Tax Rate to receive the full amount of the Tier One funding to which 
the school district is entitled.  The MCR is equal to the lesser of three alternative calculations: (1) the school district’s prior year 
MCR; (2) a percentage determined by formula if the school district experienced a year-over-year increase in property value of at 
least 2.5%; or (3) the product of the State Compression Percentage for the current year multiplied by $1.00. However, each year 
the TEA shall evaluate the MCR for each school district in the State, and for any given year, if a school district’s MCR is 
calculated to be less than 90% of any other school district’s MCR for the current year, then the school district’s MCR is instead 
equal to the school district’s prior year MCR, until TEA determines that the difference between the school district’s MCR and 
any other school district’s MCR is not more than 10%. These compression formulas are intended to more closely equalize local 
generation of Tier One funding among districts with disparate tax bases and generally reduce the Tier One Tax Rates of school 
districts as property values increase. 
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Tier One Tax Rate. Beginning in the 2020-2021 school year, a school district’s Tier One Tax Rate is defined as a school 
district’s M&O tax rate levied that does not exceed the school district’s MCR.  
 
Enrichment Tax Rate. The Enrichment Tax Rate is the number of cents a school district levies for M&O in excess of the Tier 
One Tax Rate, up to an additional $0.17.  The Enrichment Tax Rate is divided into two components: (i) “Golden Pennies” which 
are the first $0.08 of tax effort in excess of a school district’s Tier One Tax Rate; and (ii) “Copper Pennies” which are the next 
$0.09 in excess of a school district’s Tier One Tax Rate plus Golden Pennies. 
 
School districts may levy an Enrichment Tax Rate at a level of their choice, subject to the limitations described under “AD 
VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION – Public Hearing and Voter-Approval Tax Rate”; however to levy any of the Enrichment 
Tax Rate in a given year, a school district must levy a Tier One Tax Rate equal to $0.93 for the 2019-2020 school year, or equal 
to the school district’s MCR for the 2020-2021 and subsequent years.  Additionally, a school district’s levy of Copper Pennies is 
subject to compression if the guaranteed yield (i.e., the guaranteed level of local tax revenue and State aid generated for each cent 
of tax effort) of Copper Pennies is increased from one year to the next (see “CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE 
SYSTEM – State Funding for School Districts – Tier Two”).  
 
STATE FUNDING FOR SCHOOL DISTRICTS . . . State funding for school districts is provided through the two-tiered Foundation 
School Program, which guarantees certain levels of funding for school districts in the State.  School districts are entitled to a 
legislatively appropriated guaranteed yield on their Tier One Tax Rate and Enrichment Tax Rate.  When a school district’s Tier 
One Tax Rate and Enrichment Tax Rate generate tax revenues at a level below the respective entitlement, the State will provide 
“Tier One” funding or “Tier Two” funding, respectively, to fund the difference between the school district’s entitlements and the 
calculated M&O revenues generated by the school district’s respective M&O tax rates. 
 
The first level of funding, Tier One, is the basic level of funding guaranteed to all school districts based on a school district’s Tier 
One Tax Rate.  Tier One funding may then be “enriched” with Tier Two funding. Tier Two provides a guaranteed entitlement for 
each cent of a school district’s Enrichment Tax Rate, allowing a school district increase or decrease its Enrichment Tax Rate to 
supplement Tier One funding at a level of the school district’s own choice.  While Tier One funding may be used for the payment 
of debt service (except for school districts subject to the recapture provisions of Chapter 49 of the Texas Education Code, as 
discussed herein), and in some instances is required to be used for that purpose (see “AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION 
– I&S Tax Rate Limitations”, Tier Two funding may not be used for the payment of debt service or capital outlay. 
 
The current public school finance system also provides an Existing Debt Allotment (“EDA”) to subsidize debt service on eligible 
outstanding school district bonds, an Instructional Facilities Allotment (“IFA”) to subsidize debt service on newly issued bonds, 
and a New Instructional Facilities Allotment (“NIFA”) to subsidize operational expenses associated with the opening of a new 
instructional facility. IFA primarily addresses the debt service needs of property-poor school districts. For the 2020-2021 State 
fiscal biennium, the State Legislature appropriated funds in the amount of $1,323,444,300 for the EDA, IFA, and NIFA. 
 
Tier One and Tier Two allotments represent the State’s share of the cost of M&O expenses of school districts, with local M&O 
taxes representing the school district’s local share. EDA and IFA allotments supplement a school district’s local I&S taxes levied 
for debt service on eligible bonds issued to construct, acquire and improve facilities, provided that a school district qualifies for 
such funding and that the State Legislature makes sufficient appropriations to fund the allotments for a State fiscal biennium. Tier 
One and Tier Two allotments and existing EDA and IFA allotments are generally required to be funded each year by the State 
Legislature. 
 
Tier One. Tier One funding is the basic level of funding guaranteed to a school district, consisting of a State-appropriated 
baseline level of funding (the “Basic Allotment”) for each student in “Average Daily Attendance” (being generally calculated as 
the sum of student attendance for each State-mandated day of instruction divided by the number of State-mandated days of 
instruction, defined herein as “ADA”). The Basic Allotment is revised downward if a school district’s Tier One Tax Rate is less 
than the State-determined threshold. The Basic Allotment is supplemented by additional State funds, allotted based upon the 
unique school district characteristics and demographics of students in ADA, to make up most of a school district’s Tier One 
entitlement under the Foundation School Program. 
 
For the State fiscal year ending in 2021 and subsequent State fiscal years, the Basic Allotment for a school district with a Tier 
One Tax Rate equal to the school district’s MCR, is $6,160 (or a greater amount as may be provided by appropriation) for each 
student in ADA and is revised downward for a school district with a Tier One Tax Rate lower than the school district’s MCR. 
The Basic Allotment is then supplemented for all school districts by various weights to account for differences among school 
districts and their student populations. Such additional allotments include, but are not limited to, increased funds for students in 
ADA who: (i) attend a qualified special education program, (ii) are diagnosed with dyslexia or a related disorder, (iii) are 
economically disadvantaged, or (iv) have limited English language proficiency. Additional allotments to mitigate differences 
among school districts include, but are not limited to: (i) a transportation allotment for mileage associated with transporting 
students who reside two miles or more from their home campus, (ii) a fast growth allotment (for school districts in the top 25% of 
enrollment growth relative to other school districts), and (iii) a college, career and military readiness allotment to further Texas’ 
goal of increasing the number of students who attain a post-secondary education or workforce credential, and (iv) a teacher 
incentive allotment to increase teacher compensation retention in disadvantaged or rural school districts. A school district’s total 
Tier One funding, divided by $6,160, is a school district’s measure of students in “Weighted Average Daily Attendance” 
(“WADA”), which serves to calculate Tier Two funding. 
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Tier Two. Tier Two supplements Tier One funding and provides two levels of enrichment with different guaranteed yields (i.e., 
Golden Pennies and Copper Pennies) depending on the school district’s Enrichment Tax Rate. Golden Pennies generate a 
guaranteed yield equal to the greater of (i) the local revenue per student in WADA per cent of tax effort available to a school 
district at the ninety-sixth (96th) percentile of wealth per student in WADA, or (ii) the Basic Allotment (or a greater amount as 
may be provided by appropriation) multiplied by 0.016. For the 2020-2021 State fiscal biennium, school districts are guaranteed 
a yield of $98.56 per student in WADA for each Golden Penny levied.  Copper Pennies generate a guaranteed yield per student in 
WADA equal to the school district’s Basic Allotment (or a greater amount as may be provided by appropriation) multiplied by 
0.008. For the 2020-2021 State fiscal biennium, school districts are guaranteed a yield of $49.28 per student in WADA for each 
Copper Penny levied. For any school year in which the guaranteed yield of Copper Pennies per student in WADA exceeds the 
guaranteed yield of Copper Pennies per student in WADA for the preceding school year, a school district is required to reduce its 
Copper Pennies levied so as to generate no more revenue per student in WADA than was available to the school district for the 
preceding year. Accordingly, the increase in the guaranteed yield from $31.95 per Copper Penny per student in WADA for the 
2018-2019 school year to $49.28 per Copper Penny per student in WADA for the 2019-2020 school year requires school districts 
to compress their levy of Copper Pennies by a factor of 0.64834. As such, school districts that levied an Enrichment Tax Rate of 
$0.17 in school year 2018-2019 must reduce their Enrichment Tax Rate to approximately $0.138 per $100 taxable value for the 
2019-2020 school year. 
 
Existing Debt Allotment, Instruction Facilities Allotment, and New Instructional Facilities Allotment. The Foundation School 
Program also includes facilities funding components consisting of the IFA and the EDA, subject to legislative appropriation each 
State fiscal biennium. To the extent funded for a biennium, these programs assist school districts in funding facilities by, 
generally, equalizing a school district’s I&S tax effort. The IFA guarantees each awarded school district a specified amount per 
student (the “IFA Yield”) in State and local funds for each cent of I&S tax levied to pay the principal of and interest on eligible 
bonds issued to construct, acquire, renovate or improve instructional facilities. The IFA Yield has been $35 since this program 
first began in 1997. New awards of IFA are only available if appropriated funds are allocated for such purpose by the State 
Legislature. To receive an IFA award, in years where new IFA awards are available, a school district must apply to the 
Commissioner in accordance with rules adopted by the TEA before issuing the bonds to be paid with IFA State assistance. The 
total amount of debt service assistance over a biennium for which a school district may be awarded is limited to the lesser of (1) 
the actual debt service payments made by the school district in the biennium in which the bonds are issued; or (2) the greater of 
(a) $100,000 or (b) $250 multiplied by the number of students in ADA. The IFA is also available for lease-purchase agreements 
and refunding bonds meeting certain prescribed conditions. Once a school district receives an IFA award for bonds, it is entitled 
to continue receiving State assistance for such bonds without reapplying to the Commissioner. The guaranteed level of State and 
local funds per student per cent of local tax effort applicable to the bonds may not be reduced below the level provided for the 
year in which the bonds were issued. For the 2020-2021 State fiscal biennium, the State Legislature did not appropriate any funds 
for new IFA awards; however, awards previously granted in years the State Legislature did appropriate funds for new IFA awards 
will continue to be funded. 
 
State financial assistance is provided for certain existing eligible debt issued by school districts through the EDA program. The 
EDA guaranteed yield (the “EDA Yield”) is the lesser of (i) $40 per student in ADA or a greater amount for any year provided by 
appropriation; or (ii) the amount that would result in a total additional EDA of $60 million more than the EDA to which school 
districts would have been entitled to if the EDA Yield were $35. The portion of a school district’s local debt service rate that 
qualifies for EDA assistance is limited to the first $0.29 of its I&S tax rate (or a greater amount for any year provided by 
appropriation by the State Legislature). In general, a school district’s bonds are eligible for EDA assistance if (i) the school 
district made payments on the bonds during the final fiscal year of the preceding State fiscal biennium, or (ii) the school district 
levied taxes to pay the principal of and interest on the bonds for that fiscal year. Each biennium, access to EDA funding is 
determined by the debt service taxes collected in the final year of the preceding biennium. A school district may not receive EDA 
funding for the principal and interest on a series of otherwise eligible bonds for which the school district receives IFA funding. 
 
Since future-year IFA awards were not funded by the State Legislature for the 2020-2021 State fiscal biennium and debt service 
assistance on school district bonds that are not yet eligible for EDA is not available, debt service payments during the 2020-2021 
State fiscal biennium on new bonds issued by school districts in the 2020-2021 State fiscal biennium to construct, acquire and 
improve facilities must be funded solely from local I&S taxes. 
 
A school district may also qualify for a NIFA allotment, which provides assistance to school districts for operational expenses 
associated with opening new instructional facilities. In the 2019 Legislative Session, the State Legislature appropriated funds in 
the amount of $100,000,000 for each fiscal year of the 2020-2021 State fiscal biennium for NIFA allotments. 
 
Tax Rate and Funding Equity. The Commissioner may adjust a school district’s funding entitlement if the funding formulas 
used to determine the school district’s entitlement result in an unanticipated loss or gain for a school district. Any such 
adjustment requires preliminary approval from the Legislative Budget Board and the office of the Governor, and such 
adjustments may only be made through the 2020-2021 school year. 
 
Additionally, the Commissioner may proportionally reduce the amount of funding a school district receives under the Foundation 
School Program and the ADA calculation if the school district operates on a calendar that provides less than the State-mandated 
minimum instruction time in a school year. The Commissioner may also adjust a school district’s ADA as it relates to State 
funding where disaster, flood, extreme weather or other calamity has a significant effect on a school district’s attendance. 
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Furthermore, “property-wealthy” school districts that received additional State funds under the public school finance system prior 
to the enactment of the 2019 Legislation are entitled to an equalized wealth transition grant on an annual basis through the 2023-
2024 school year in an amount equal to the amount of additional revenue such school district would have received under former 
Texas Education Code Sections 41.002(e) through (g), as those sections existed on January 1, 2019. This grant is phased out 
through the 2023-2024 school year as follows: (1) 20% reduction for the 2020-2021 school year, (2) 40% reduction for the 2021-
2022 school year, (3) 60% reduction for the 2022-2023 school year, and (4) 80% reduction for the 2023-2024 school year. 
 
LOCAL REVENUE LEVEL IN EXCESS OF ENTITLEMENT. . . A school district that has sufficient property wealth per student in ADA 
to generate local revenues on the school district’s Tier One Tax Rate and Copper Pennies in excess of the school district’s 
respective funding entitlements (a “Chapter 49 school district”), is subject to the local revenue reduction provisions contained in 
Chapter 49 of Texas Education Code, as amended (“Chapter 49”).  Additionally, in years in which the amount of State funds 
appropriated specifically excludes the amount necessary to provide the guaranteed yield for Golden Pennies, local revenues 
generated on a school district’s Golden Pennies in excess of the school district’s respective funding entitlement are subject to the 
local revenue reduction provisions of Chapter 49. To reduce local revenue, Chapter 49 school districts are generally subject to a 
process known as “recapture”, which requires a Chapter 49 school district to exercise certain options to remit local M&O tax 
revenues collected in excess of the Chapter 49 school district’s funding entitlements to the State (for redistribution to other school 
districts) or otherwise expending the respective M&O tax revenues for the benefit of students in school districts that are not 
Chapter 49 school districts, as described in the subcaption “Options for Local Revenue Levels in Excess of Entitlement”. Chapter 
49 school districts receive their allocable share of funds distributed from the constitutionally-prescribed Available School Fund, 
but are generally not eligible to receive State aid under the Foundation School Program, although they may continue to receive 
State funds for certain competitive grants and certain programs that remain outside the Foundation School Program. 
 
Whereas prior to the 2019 Legislation, the recapture process had been based on the proportion of a school district’s assessed 
property value per student in ADA, recapture is now measured by the “local revenue level” (being the M&O tax revenues 
generated in a school district) in excess of the entitlements appropriated by the State Legislature each fiscal biennium. Therefore, 
school districts are now guaranteed that recapture will not reduce revenue below their statutory entitlement. The changes to the 
wealth transfer provisions are expected to reduce the cumulative amount of recapture payments paid by school districts by 
approximately $3.6 billion during the 2020-2021 State fiscal biennium. 
 
Options for Local Revenue Levels in Excess of Entitlement. Under Chapter 49, a school district has six options to reduce local 
revenues to a level that does not exceed the school district’s respective entitlements: (1) a school district may consolidate by 
agreement with one or more school districts to form a consolidated school district; all property and debt of the consolidating 
school districts vest in the consolidated school district; (2) a school district may detach property from its territory for annexation 
by a property-poor school district; (3) a school district may purchase attendance credits from the State; (4) a school district may 
contract to educate nonresident students from a property-poor school district by sending money directly to one or more property-
poor school districts; (5) a school district may execute an agreement to provide students of one or more other school districts with 
career and technology education through a program designated as an area program for career and technology education; or (6) a 
school district may consolidate by agreement with one or more school districts to form a consolidated taxing school district solely 
to levy and distribute either M&O taxes or both M&O taxes and I&S taxes. A Chapter 49 school district may also exercise any 
combination of these remedies. Options (3), (4) and (6) require prior approval by the Chapter 49 school district’s voters. 
 
Furthermore, a school district may not adopt a tax rate until its effective local revenue level is at or below the level that would 
produce its guaranteed entitlement under the Foundation School Program. If a school district fails to exercise a permitted option, 
the Commissioner must reduce the school district’s local revenue level to the level that would produce the school district’s 
guaranteed entitlement, by detaching certain types of property from the school district and annexing the property to a property-
poor school district or, if necessary, consolidate the school district with a property-poor school district. Provisions governing 
detachment and annexation of taxable property by the Commissioner do not provide for assumption of any of the transferring 
school district’s existing debt. 
 
2021 Legislative Session.  The 87th Texas Legislature convened on January 12, 2021.  The Legislature meets in regular session 
in odd-numbered years, for 140 days.  When the Legislature is not in session, the Governor of Texas may call one or more special 
sessions, at the Governor’s direction, each lasting no more than 30 days, and for which the Governor sets the agenda. 
 
During the legislative session, the Legislature will consider a general appropriations act and may consider legislation affecting 
the Finance System and ad valorem taxation procedures affecting school districts, among other legislation affecting school 
districts and the administrative agencies that oversee school districts.  Reductions in state revenues due to the Pandemic and 
declines in oil and gas prices may impact the Finance System.  At this time, the District cannot predict the level of State funding 
that will be provided by the Legislature for the upcoming biennium.  The District can make no representations or predictions 
regarding any actions the Legislature may take during the 87th Texas Legislative Session concerning the substance or the effect 
of any legislation that may be passed during this session or a future session of the Legislature. 
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THE SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM AS APPLIED TO THE EDGEWOOD INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT 
 
For the 2020-2021 fiscal year, the District was not designated as an “excess local revenue” district by the TEA. Accordingly, the 
District has not been required to exercise one of the permitted wealth equalization options. As a district with wealth per student 
less than the equalized wealth value, the District may benefit in the future by agreeing to accept taxable property or funding 
assistance from or agreeing to consolidate with a property-rich district to enable such district to reduce its wealth per student to 
the permitted level. 
 
A district’s “excess local revenue” must be tested for each future school year and, if it exceeds the maximum permitted level, the 
District must reduce its wealth per student by the exercise of one of the permitted wealth equalization options. Accordingly, if the 
District’s wealth per student should exceed the maximum permitted value in future school years, it may be required each year to 
exercise one or more of the wealth reduction options. If the District were to consolidate (or consolidate its tax base for all 
purposes) with a property poor district, the outstanding debt of each district could become payable from the consolidated 
district’s combined property tax base, and the District’s ratio of taxable property to debt could become diluted. If the District 
were to detach property voluntarily, a portion of its outstanding debt (including the Bonds) could be assumed by the district to 
which the property is annexed, voluntarily, a portion of its outstanding debt (including the Bonds) could be assumed by the 
district to which the property is annexed, in which case timely payment of the Bonds could become dependent in part on the 
financial performance of the annexing district. 
 

AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION 
 
The following is a summary of certain provisions of State law as it relates to ad valorem taxation and is not intended to be 
complete. Prospective investors are encouraged to review Title I of the Texas Tax Code, as amended (the “Property Tax Code”), 
for identification of property subject to ad valorem taxation, property exempt or which may be exempted from ad valorem 
taxation if claimed, the appraisal of property for ad valorem tax purposes, and the procedures and limitations applicable to the 
levy and collection of ad valorem taxes. 
 
VALUATION OF TAXABLE PROPERTY. . . The Property Tax Code provides for countywide appraisal and equalization of taxable 
property values and establishes in each county of the State an appraisal district and an appraisal review board (the “Appraisal 
Review Board”) responsible for appraising property for all taxing units within the county. The appraisal of property within the 
District is the responsibility of the Bexar Appraisal District (the “Appraisal District”). Except as generally described below, the 
Appraisal District is required to appraise all property within the Appraisal District on the basis of 100% of its market value and is 
prohibited from applying any assessment ratios. In determining market value of property, the Appraisal District is required to 
consider the cost method of appraisal, the income method of appraisal and the market data comparison method of appraisal, and 
use the method the chief appraiser of the Appraisal District considers most appropriate. The Property Tax Code requires appraisal 
districts to reappraise all property in its jurisdiction at least once every three (3) years. A taxing unit may require annual review at 
its own expense, and is entitled to challenge the determination of appraised value of property within the taxing unit by petition 
filed with the Appraisal Review Board. 
 
State law requires the appraised value of an owner’s principal residence (“homestead” or “homesteads”) to be based solely on the 
property’s value as a homestead, regardless of whether residential use is considered to be the highest and best use of the property. 
State law further limits the appraised value of a homestead to the lesser of (1) the market value of the property or (2) 110% of the 
appraised value of the property for the preceding tax year plus the market value of all new improvements to the property.  
 
State law provides that eligible owners of both agricultural land and open-space land, including open-space land devoted to farm 
or ranch purposes or open-space land devoted to timber production, may elect to have such property appraised for property 
taxation on the basis of its productive capacity. The same land may not be qualified as both agricultural and open-space land. 
 
The appraisal values set by the Appraisal District are subject to review and change by the Appraisal Review Board. The appraisal 
rolls, as approved by the Appraisal Review Board, are used by taxing units, such as the District, in establishing their tax rolls and 
tax rates (see “AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION – District and Taxpayer Remedies”). 
 
STATE MANDATED HOMESTEAD EXEMPTIONS. . . State law grants, with respect to each school district in the State, (1) a $25,000 
exemption of the appraised value of all homesteads, (2) a $10,000 exemption of the appraised value of the homesteads of persons 
sixty-five (65) years of age or older and the disabled, and (3) various exemptions for disabled veterans and their families, 
surviving spouses of members of the armed services killed in action and surviving spouses of first responders killed or fatally 
wounded in the line of duty.  
 
LOCAL OPTION HOMESTEAD EXEMPTIONS. . . The governing body of a taxing unit, including a city, county, school district, or 
special district, at its option may grant: (1) an exemption of up to 20% of the appraised value of all homesteads (but not less than 
$5,000) and (2) an additional exemption of at least $3,000 of the appraised value of the homesteads of persons sixty-five (65) 
years of age or older and the disabled. Each taxing unit decides if it will offer the local option homestead exemptions and at what 
percentage or dollar amount, as applicable.  The exemption described in (2), above, may also be created, increased, decreased or 
repealed at an election called by the governing body of a taxing unit upon presentment of a petition for such creation, increase, 
decrease, or repeal of at least 20% of the number of qualified voters who voted in the preceding election of the taxing unit.  
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STATE MANDATED FREEZE ON SCHOOL DISTRICT TAXES. . . Except for increases attributable to certain improvements, a school 
district is prohibited from increasing the total ad valorem tax on the homestead of persons sixty-five (65) years of age or older or 
of disabled persons above the amount of tax imposed in the year such homestead qualified for such exemption. This freeze is 
transferable to a different homestead if a qualifying taxpayer moves and, under certain circumstances, is also transferable to the 
surviving spouse of persons sixty-five (65) years of age or older, but not the disabled. 
 
PERSONAL PROPERTY. . . Tangible personal property (furniture, machinery, supplies, inventories, etc.) used in the “production of 
income” is taxed based on the property’s market value. Taxable personal property includes income-producing equipment and 
inventory. Intangibles such as goodwill, accounts receivable, and proprietary processes are not taxable. Tangible personal 
property not held or used for production of income, such as household goods, automobiles or light trucks, and boats, is exempt 
from ad valorem taxation unless the governing body of a taxing unit elects to tax such property. 
 
FREEPORT AND GOODS-IN-TRANSIT EXEMPTIONS. . . Certain goods that are acquired in or imported into the State to be 
forwarded outside the State, and are detained in the State for 175 days or less for the purpose of assembly, storage, 
manufacturing, processing or fabrication (“Freeport Property”) are exempt from ad valorem taxation unless a taxing unit took 
official action to tax Freeport Property before April 1, 1990 and has not subsequently taken official action to exempt Freeport 
Property. Decisions to continue taxing Freeport Property may be reversed in the future; decisions to exempt Freeport Property are 
not subject to reversal. 
 
Certain goods, that are acquired in or imported into the State to be forwarded to another location within or without the State, 
stored in a location that is not owned by the owner of the goods and are transported to another location within or without the State 
within 175 days (“Goods-in-Transit”), are generally exempt from ad valorem taxation; however, the Property Tax Code permits a 
taxing unit, on a local option basis, to tax Goods-in-Transit if the taxing unit takes official action, after conducting a public 
hearing, before January 1 of the first tax year in which the taxing unit proposes to tax Goods-in-Transit. Goods-in-Transit and 
Freeport Property do not include oil, natural gas or petroleum products, and Goods-in-Transit does not include aircraft or special 
inventories such as manufactured housing inventory, or a dealer’s motor vehicle, boat, or heavy equipment inventory. 
 
A taxpayer may receive only one of the Goods-in-Transit or Freeport Property exemptions for items of personal property.  
 
OTHER EXEMPT PROPERTY. . . Other major categories of exempt property include property owned by the State or its political 
subdivisions if used for public purposes, property exempt by federal law, property used for pollution control, farm products 
owned by producers, property of nonprofit corporations used for scientific research or educational activities benefitting a college 
or university, designated historic sites, solar and wind-powered energy devices, and certain classes of intangible personal 
property. 
 
TEMPORARY EXEMPTION FOR QUALIFIED PROPERTY DAMAGED BY A DISASTER . . . The Property Tax Code entitles the owner of 
certain qualified (i) tangible personal property used for the production of income, (ii) improvements to real property, and (iii) 
manufactured homes located in an area declared by the governor to be a disaster area following a disaster and is at least 15 
percent damaged by the disaster, as determined by the chief appraiser, to an exemption from taxation of a portion of the appraised 
value of the property. The amount of the exemption ranges from 15 percent to 100 percent based upon the damage assessment 
rating assigned by the chief appraiser. Except in situations where the territory is declared a disaster on or after the date the taxing 
unit adopts a tax rate for the year in which the disaster declaration is issued, the governing body of the taxing unit is not required 
to take any action in order for the taxpayer to be eligible for the exemption. If a taxpayer qualifies for the exemption after the 
beginning of the tax year, the amount of the exemption is prorated based on the number of days left in the tax year following the 
day on which the governor declares the area to be a disaster area. For more information on the exemption, reference is made to 
Section 11.35 of the Tax Code. Section 11.35 of the Tax Code was enacted during the 2019 legislative session, and there is no 
historical judicial precedent for how the statute will be applied. Texas Attorney General Opinion KP-0299, issued on April 13, 
2020, concluded a court would likely find the Texas Legislature intended to limit the temporary tax exemption to apply to 
property physically harmed as a result of a declared disaster. 
 
TAX INCREMENT REINVESTMENT ZONES. . . A city or county, by petition of the landowners or by action of its governing body, 
may create one or more tax increment reinvestment zones (“TIRZ”) within its boundaries. At the time of the creation of the 
TIRZ, a “base value” for the real property in the TIRZ is established and the difference between any increase in the assessed 
valuation of taxable real property in the TIRZ in excess of the base value is known as the “tax increment”. During the existence 
of the TIRZ, all or a portion of the taxes levied against the tax increment by a city or county, and all other overlapping taxing 
units that elected to participate, are restricted to paying only planned project and financing costs within the TIRZ and are not 
available for the payment of other obligations of such taxing units.  
 
Until September 1, 1999, school districts were able to reduce the value of taxable property reported to the State to reflect any 
taxable value lost due to TIRZ participation by the school district. The ability of the school district to deduct the taxable value of 
the tax increment that it contributed prevented the school district from being negatively affected in terms of state school funding. 
However, due to a change in law, local M&O tax rate revenue contributed to a TIRZ created on or after May 31, 1999 will count 
toward a school district’s Tier One entitlement (reducing Tier One State funds for eligible school districts) and will not be 
considered in calculating any school district’s Tier Two entitlement (see “CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM – 
State Funding for School Districts”). 
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TAX LIMITATION AGREEMENTS. . . The Texas Economic Development Act (Chapter 313, Texas Tax Code, as amended), allows 
school districts to grant limitations on appraised property values to certain corporations and limited liability companies to 
encourage economic development within the school district. Generally, during the last eight (8) years of the ten-year term of a tax 
limitation agreement, a school district may only levy and collect M&O taxes on the agreed-to limited appraised property value. 
For the purposes of calculating its Tier One and Tier Two entitlements, the portion of a school district’s property that is not fully 
taxable is excluded from the school district’s taxable property values. Therefore, a school district will not be subject to a 
reduction in Tier One or Tier Two State funds as a result of lost M&O tax revenues due to entering into a tax limitation 
agreement (see “CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM – State Funding for School Districts”). 
 
For a discussion of how the various exemptions described above are applied by the District, see “AD VALOREM PROPERTY 
TAXATION – District Application of Tax Code”  
 
DISTRICT AND TAXPAYER REMEDIES. . .Under certain circumstances, taxpayers and taxing units, including the District, may 
appeal the determinations of the Appraisal District by timely initiating a protest with the Appraisal Review Board. Additionally, 
taxing units such as the District may bring suit against the Appraisal District to compel compliance with the Property Tax Code. 
 
Owners of certain property with a taxable value in excess of the current year “minimum eligibility amount”, as determined by the 
State Comptroller, and situated in a county with a population of one million or more, may protest the determinations of an 
appraisal district directly to a three-member special panel of the appraisal review board, appointed by the chairman of the 
appraisal review board, consisting of highly qualified professionals in the field of property tax appraisal. The minimum eligibility 
amount is set at $50 million for the 2020 tax year, and is adjusted annually by the State Comptroller to reflect the inflation rate. 
 
The Property Tax Code sets forth notice and hearing procedures for certain tax rate increases by the District and provides for 
taxpayer referenda that could result in the repeal of certain tax increases (see “AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION – 
Public Hearing and Voter-Approval Tax Rate”). The Property Tax Code also establishes a procedure for providing notice to 
property owners of reappraisals reflecting increased property value, appraisals which are higher than renditions, and appraisals of 
property not previously on an appraisal roll. 
 
LEVY AND COLLECTION OF TAXES. . . The District is responsible for the collection of its taxes, unless it elects to transfer such 
functions to another governmental entity. Taxes are due October 1, or when billed, whichever comes later, and become 
delinquent after January 31 of the following year. A delinquent tax incurs a penalty of six percent (6%) of the amount of the tax 
for the first calendar month it is delinquent, plus one percent (1%) for each additional month or portion of a month the tax 
remains unpaid prior to July 1 of the year in which it becomes delinquent. If the tax is not paid by July 1 of the year in which it 
becomes delinquent, the tax incurs a total penalty of twelve percent (12%) regardless of the number of months the tax has been 
delinquent and incurs an additional penalty of up to twenty percent (20%) if imposed by the District. The delinquent tax also 
accrues interest at a rate of one percent (1%) for each month or portion of a month it remains unpaid. The Property Tax Code also 
makes provision for the split payment of taxes, discounts for early payment and the postponement of the delinquency date of 
taxes for certain taxpayers. Furthermore, the District may provide, on a local option basis, for the split payment, partial payment, 
and discounts for early payment of taxes under certain circumstances. The Property Tax Code permits taxpayers owning homes 
or certain businesses located in a disaster area and damaged as a direct result of the declared disaster to pay taxes imposed in the 
year following the disaster in four equal installments without penalty or interest, commencing on February 1 and ending on 
August 1. See “AD VALOREM TAX PROCEDURES – Temporary Exemption for Qualified Property Damaged by a Disaster” 
for further information related to a discussion of the applicability of this section of the Property Tax Code. 
 
DISTRICT’S RIGHTS IN THE EVENT OF TAX DELINQUENCIES. . . Taxes levied by the District are a personal obligation of the 
owner of the property. On January 1 of each year, a tax lien attaches to property to secure the payment of all state and local taxes, 
penalties, and interest ultimately imposed for the year on the property. The lien exists in favor of each taxing unit, including the 
District, having power to tax the property. The District’s tax lien is on a parity with tax liens of such other taxing units. A tax lien 
on real property takes priority over the claim of most creditors and other holders of liens on the property encumbered by the tax 
lien, whether or not the debt or lien existed before the attachment of the tax lien; however, whether a lien of the United States is 
on a parity with or takes priority over a tax lien of the District is determined by applicable federal law. Personal property, under 
certain circumstances, is subject to seizure and sale for the payment of delinquent taxes, penalty, and interest. 
 
At any time after taxes on property become delinquent, the District may file suit to foreclose the lien securing payment of the tax, 
to enforce personal liability for the tax, or both. In filing a suit to foreclose a tax lien on real property, the District must join other 
taxing units that have claims for delinquent taxes against all or part of the same property. 
 
Collection of delinquent taxes may be adversely affected by the amount of taxes owed to other taxing units, adverse market 
conditions, taxpayer redemption rights, or bankruptcy proceedings which restrain the collection of a taxpayer’s debt. 
 
Federal bankruptcy law provides that an automatic stay of actions by creditors and other entities, including governmental units, 
goes into effect with the filing of any petition in bankruptcy. The automatic stay prevents governmental units from foreclosing on 
property and prevents liens for post‐petition taxes from attaching to property and obtaining secured creditor status unless, in 
either case, an order lifting the stay is obtained from the bankruptcy court. In many cases, post‐petition taxes are paid as an 
administrative expense of the estate in bankruptcy or by order of the bankruptcy court.  
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M&O TAX RATE LIMITATIONS . . . The District is authorized to levy an M&O tax rate pursuant to the approval of the voters of 
the District at an election held on June 3, 2000 in accordance with the provisions of Section 45.003, Texas Education Code, as 
amended. 
 
For the 2020 and subsequent tax years, the maximum M&O tax rate per $100 of taxable value that may be adopted by a school 
district is the sum of $0.17 and the school district’s MCR.  A school district’s MCR is, generally, inversely proportional to the 
change in taxable property values both within the school district and the State, and is subject to recalculation annually.  For any 
year, the highest possible MCR for a school district is $0.93 (see “AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION – Public Hearing 
and Voter-Approval Tax Rate” and “CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM – Local Funding for School Districts” 
herein). 
 
Furthermore, a school district cannot annually increase its tax rate in excess of the school district’s Voter-Approval Tax Rate 
without submitting such tax rate to an election and a majority of the voters voting at such election approving the adopted rate (see 
“AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAXATION – Public Hearing and Voter-Approval Tax Rate” herein).  
 
I&S TAX RATE LIMITATIONS . . . A school district is also authorized to issue bonds and levy taxes for payment of bonds subject 
to voter approval of one or more propositions submitted to the voters under Section 45.003(b)(1), Texas Education Code, as 
amended, which provides a tax unlimited as to rate or amount for the support of school district bonded indebtedness (see “THE 
BONDS – Security and Source of Payment”). 
 
Section 45.0031 of the Texas Education Code, as amended, requires a school district to demonstrate to the Texas Attorney 
General that it has the prospective ability to pay its maximum annual debt service on a proposed issue of bonds and all previously 
issued bonds, other than bonds approved by voters of a school district at an election held on or before April 1, 1991 and issued 
before September 1, 1992 (or debt issued to refund such bonds, collectively, “exempt bonds”), from a tax levied at a rate of $0.50 
per $100 of assessed valuation before bonds may be issued (the “50-cent Test”).  In demonstrating the ability to pay debt service 
at a rate of $0.50, a school district may take into account EDA and IFA allotments to the school district, which effectively 
reduces the school district’s local share of debt service, and may also take into account Tier One funds allotted to the school 
district.  If a school district exercises this option, it may not adopt an I&S tax until it has credited to the school district’s I&S fund 
an amount equal to all State allotments provided solely for payment of debt service and any Tier One funds needed to 
demonstrate compliance with the threshold tax rate test and which is received or to be received in that year.  Additionally, a 
school district may demonstrate its ability to comply with the 50-cent Test by applying the $0.50 tax rate to an amount equal to 
90% of projected future taxable value of property in the school district, as certified by a registered professional appraiser, 
anticipated for the earlier of the tax year five (5) years after the current tax year or the tax year in which the final payment for the 
bonds is due.  However, if a school district uses projected future taxable values to meet the 50-cent Test and subsequently 
imposes a tax at a rate greater than $0.50 per $100 of valuation to pay for bonds subject to the test, then for subsequent bond 
issues, the Texas Attorney General must find that the school district has the projected ability to pay principal and interest on the 
proposed bonds and all previously issued bonds subject to the 50-cent Test from a tax rate of $0.45 per $100 of valuation. Once 
the prospective ability to pay such tax has been shown and the bonds are issued, a school district may levy an unlimited tax to 
pay debt service.  Refunding bonds issued pursuant to Chapter 1207, Texas Government Code (“Chapter 1207”), are not subject 
to the 50-cent Test; however, taxes levied to pay debt service on such bonds (other than bonds issued to refund exempt bonds) are 
included in maximum annual debt service for calculation of the 50-cent Test when applied to subsequent bond issues that are 
subject to the 50-cent Test.  The Bonds are refunding bonds issued under Chapter 1207 and are, therefore, not subject to the 50-
cent Test.  The District has not used projected property values to satisfy this threshold test. 
 
PUBLIC HEARING AND VOTER-APPROVAL TAX RATE . . . A school district’s total tax rate is the combination of the M&O tax rate 
and the I&S tax rate.  Generally, the highest rate at which a school district may levy taxes for any given year without holding an 
election to approve the tax rate is the “Voter-Approval Tax Rate”, as described below. 
 
For the 2019 tax year, a school district is required to adopt its annual tax rate before the later of September 30 or the sixtieth 
(60th) day after the date the certified appraisal roll is received by the taxing unit, and a failure to adopt a tax rate by such required 
date will result in the tax rate for the taxing unit being the lower of the “effective tax rate” calculated for that tax year or the tax 
rate adopted by the taxing unit for the preceding tax year. “Effective tax rate” means the rate that will produce the prior year’s 
total tax levy from the current year’s total taxable values, adjusted such that lost values are not included in the calculation of the 
prior year’s taxable values and new values are not included in the current year’s taxable values. 
 
Beginning with the 2020 tax year, a school district is required to adopt its annual tax rate before the later of September 30 or the 
sixtieth (60th) day after the date the certified appraisal roll is received by the taxing unit, except that a tax rate that exceeds the 
Voter-Approval Tax Rate must be adopted not later than the seventy-first (71st) day before the next occurring November uniform 
election date. A school district’s failure to adopt a tax rate equal to or less than the Voter-Approval Tax Rate by September 30 or 
the sixtieth (60th) day after receipt of the certified appraisal roll, will result in the tax rate for such school district for the tax year 
to be the lower of the “no-new-revenue tax rate” calculated for that tax year or the tax rate adopted by the school district for the 
preceding tax year. A school district’s failure to adopt a tax rate in excess of the Voter-Approval Tax Rate on or prior to the 
seventy-first (71st) day before the next occurring November uniform election date, will result in the school district adopting a tax 
rate equal to or less than its Voter-Approval Tax Rate by the later of September 30 or the sixtieth (60th) day after receipt of the 
certified appraisal roll. “No-new-revenue tax rate” means the rate that will produce the prior year’s total tax levy from the current 
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year’s total taxable values, adjusted such that lost values are not included in the calculation of the prior year’s taxable values and 
new values are not included in the current year’s taxable values. 
 
For the 2020 and subsequent tax years, the Voter-Approval Tax Rate  for a school district is the sum of (i) the school district’s 
MCR; (ii) the greater of (a) the school district’s Enrichment Tax Rate for the preceding year, less any amount by which the 
school district is required to reduce its current year Enrichment Tax Rate pursuant to Section 48.202(f), Education Code, as 
amended, or (b) the rate of $0.05 per $100 of taxable value; and (iii) the school district’s current I&S tax rate.  However, for only 
the 2020 tax year, if the governing body of the school district does not adopt by unanimous vote an M&O tax rate at least equal to 
the sum of the school district’s MCR plus $0.05, then $0.04 is substituted for $0.05 in the calculation for such school district’s 
Voter-Approval Tax Rate for the 2020 tax year. For the 2020 tax year, and subsequent years, a school district’s M&O tax rate 
may not exceed the rate equal to the sum of (i) $0.17 and (ii) the school district’s MCR (see “CURRENT PUBLIC SCHOOL 
FINANCE SYSTEM” herein, for more information regarding the State Compression Percentage, MCR, and the Enrichment Tax 
Rate). 
 
Beginning with the 2020 tax year, the governing body of a school district generally cannot adopt a tax rate exceeding the school 
district's Voter-Approval Tax Rate without approval by a majority of the voters approving the higher rate at an election to be held 
on the next uniform election date.  Further, subject to certain exceptions for areas declared disaster areas, State law requires the 
board of trustees of a school district to conduct an efficiency audit before seeking voter approval to adopt a tax rate exceeding the 
Voter-Approval Tax Rate and sets certain parameters for conducting and disclosing the results of such efficiency audit.  An 
election is not required for a tax increase to address increased expenditures resulting from certain natural disasters in the year 
following the year in which such disaster occurs; however, the amount by which the increased tax rate exceeds the school 
district’s Voter-Approval Tax Rate for such year may not be considered by the school district in the calculation of its subsequent 
Voter-Approval Tax Rate. 
 
The calculation of the Voter-Approval Tax Rate does not limit or impact the District’s ability to set an I&S tax rate in 
each year sufficient to pay debt service on all of the District’s tax-supported debt obligations, including the Bonds. 
 
Before adopting its annual tax rate, a public meeting must be held for the purpose of adopting a budget for the succeeding year. A 
notice of public meeting to discuss the school district’s budget and proposed tax rate must be published in the time, format and 
manner prescribed in Section 44.004 of the Texas Education Code.  Section 44.004(e) of the Texas Education Code provides that 
a person who owns taxable property in a school district is entitled to an injunction restraining the collection of taxes by the school 
district if the school district has not complied with such notice requirements or the language and format requirements of such 
notice as set forth in Section 44.004(b), (c), (c-1), (c-2), and (d), and, if applicable, subsection (i), and if such failure to comply 
was not in good faith.  Section 44.004(e) further provides the action to enjoin the collection of taxes must be filed before the date 
the school district delivers substantially all of its tax bills. A school district that elects to adopt a tax rate before the adoption of a 
budget for the fiscal year that begins in the current tax year may adopt a tax rate for the current tax year before receipt of the 
certified appraisal roll, so long as the chief appraiser of the appraisal district in which the school district participates has certified 
to the assessor for the school district an estimate of the taxable value of property in the school district.  If a school district adopts 
its tax rate prior to the adoption of its budget, both the no-new-revenue tax rate and the Voter-Approval Tax Rate of the school 
district shall be calculated based on the school district’s certified estimate of taxable value. A school district that adopts a tax rate 
before adopting its budget must hold a public hearing on the proposed tax rate followed by another public hearing on the 
proposed budget rather than holding a single hearing on the two items. 
 
Beginning with the 2020 tax year, a school district must annually calculate and prominently post on its internet website, and 
submit to the county tax assessor-collector for each county in which all or part of the school district is located its Voter-Approval 
Tax Rate in accordance with forms prescribed by the State Comptroller. 
 
NOVEMBER 6, 2007 TAX RATIFICATION ELECTION . . . On August 20, 2007, the District adopted an ad valorem tax rate of $1.405 
(consisting of $1.17 for maintenance and operations and $0.235 for debt service) for the 2007–2008 fiscal year.  State law 
requires a district to conduct an election for district voters’ approval for the assessment of such a tax rate above $1.04.  The 
District held this required election on November 6, 2007, in which District voters approved the increased tax rate by a margin of 
666 “for” to 607 “against”. 
 
PROPERTY ASSESSMENT AND TAX PAYMENT . . . Property within the District is generally assessed as of January 1 of each year.  
Business inventory may, at the option of the taxpayer, be assessed as of September 1.  Oil and gas reserves are assessed on the 
basis of a valuation process which uses an average of the daily price of oil and gas for the prior year.  Taxes become due 
October 1 of the same year, and become delinquent on February 1 of the following year.  Taxpayers 65 years old or older are 
permitted by State law to pay taxes on homesteads in four installments with the first installment due on February 1 of each year 
and the final installment due on August 1. 
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PENALTIES AND INTEREST . . .  Charges for penalty and interest on the unpaid balance of delinquent taxes are made as follows:

Taxes levied by the District are a personal obligation of the owner of the property.  On January 1 of each year, a tax lien attaches to 
property to secure the payment of all taxes, penalties and interest ultimately imposed for the year on the property.  The lien exists in favor 
of the State and each taxing unit, including the District, having the power to tax the property. The District’s tax lien is on a parity with tax 
liens of all other such taxing units.  A tax lien on real property has priority over the claim of most creditors and other holders of liens on the 
property encumbered by the tax lien, whether or not the debt or lien existed before the attachment of the tax lien.  Personal property under 
certain circumstances is subject to seizure and sale for the payment of delinquent taxes, penalty and interest.  At any time after taxes on 
property become delinquent, the District may file suit to foreclose the lien securing payment of the tax, to enforce personal liability for the 
tax, or both.  In filing a suit to foreclose a tax lien on real property, the District must join other taxing units that have claims for delinquent 
taxes against all or part of the same property.  The ability of the District to collect delinquent taxes by foreclosure may be adversely 
affected by the amount of taxes owed to other taxing units, adverse market conditions, taxpayer redemption rights, or bankruptcy 
proceedings which restrain the collection of a taxpayer’s debt.  Federal bankruptcy law provides that an automatic stay of actions by 
creditors and other entities, including governmental units, goes into effect with the filing of any petition in bankruptcy.  The 
automatic stay prevents governmental units from foreclosing on property and prevents liens for post-petition taxes from attaching 
to property and obtaining secured creditor status unless, in either case, an order lifting the stay is obtained from the bankruptcy 
court.  In many cases post-petition taxes are paid as an administrative expense of the estate in bankruptcy or by order of the 
bankruptcy court. 
 
DISTRICT APPLICATION OF TAX CODE . . . The District grants an exemption to the market value of the residence homestead of 
persons 65 years of age or older of $10,000; the disabled are also granted an exemption of $10,000. 
 
The District has not granted an additional exemption of 20% of the market value of residence homesteads; minimum exemption 
of $25,000. 
 
See Table 1 for a listing of the amounts of the exemptions described above. 
 
The District has adopted the tax freeze for citizens who are disabled or are 65 years of age or older, which became a local option 
and subject to local referendum on January 1, 2004. 
 
Ad valorem taxes are not levied by the District against the exempt value of residence homesteads for the payment of debt. 
 
The District does not tax nonbusiness personal property; and Bexar County collects taxes for the District. 
 
The District does permit split payments, and discounts are not allowed. 
 
The District does tax freeport property. 
 
The District does not tax goods-in-transit. 
 
The District has not adopted a tax abatement policy.

TAX-SUPPORTED DEBT LIMITATION . . . Section 45.0031, Texas Education Code, as amended, requires a district to demonstrate 
to the Texas Attorney General that it has the prospective ability to pay debt service on a proposed issue of bonds, together with 
debt service on other outstanding “new debt” of the district, from a tax levied at a rate of $0.50 per $100 of assessed valuation 
before bonds may be issued. In demonstrating the ability to pay debt service at a rate of $0.50, a district may take into account 
State allotments to the district which effectively reduce the district’s local share of debt service.  Once the prospective ability to 
pay such tax has been shown and the bonds are issued, a district may levy an unlimited tax to pay debt service.  Taxes levied to 
pay debt service on bonds approved by district voters at an election held on or before April 1, 1991 and issued before 
September 1, 1992 (or debt issued to refund such bonds) are not subject to the foregoing threshold tax rate test.  The Bonds are 
issued as refunding bonds pursuant to Chapter 1207 and are, therefore, not subject to the $0.50 tax rate test (however, the Bonds 
will be included in future debt service calculations to demonstrate compliance for “new debt”).

The District may issue additional unlimited tax refunding bonds to refund 
portions of the District’s currently outstanding indebtedness in order to achieve debt service savings.

On December 14, 2017, the District delivered its $11,500,000 Limited Maintenance Tax Qualified Energy Conservation Notes, 
Taxable Series 2017 (Direct-Pay Subsidy Notes) (hereinbefore defined as the “Series 2017 Maintenance Tax Notes”) to provide 
funds for certain capital maintenance items to District facilities.  The Series 2017 Maintenance Tax Notes are permitted to receive 
directly from the U.S. Treasury a subsidy payment (the “Subsidy Payment”) equal to, as of any interest payment date, 70% of the 
amount of interest which would have been payable on the Series 2017 Maintenance Tax Notes if such interest were at the 
applicable credit rate determined under Section 54(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

On August 5, 2018, the District entered into a master lease/purchase agreement (the lease) in the amount of $286,108 with 
4.438% incurred interest with CTWP Digital Solutions for the lease of information technology equipment. The lease meets the 
definition of a capital lease for accounting purposes and is recorded at the present value of the future minimum lease payments of 
$286,108 at the date of inception. The agreement is payable from the District’s General Fund over 3 years with monthly 
payments of $8,503. The final maturity date is July 30, 2021. Ownership of the equipment transfers to the District at the end of 
the lease term, therefore, it is included in capital assets in the amount of $286,108 as property under capital lease. At June 30, 
2020 the related amortization is included as accumulated depreciation/amortization in the amount of $95,369 in property under 
capital lease. 
 
On December 1, 2016, the District entered into two master lease/purchase agreement (agreement) in the amount of $158,263 and 
$108,411 totaling $266,674 with 6.83% incurred interest with Dell Financial Services, LLC (lessor) for the lease of information 
technology equipment (equipment). The agreement meets the definition of a capital lease for accounting purpose; therefore, was 
recorded at the present value of the future minimum lease payments at the date of inception. The agreement is payable from the 
District's General Fund over 5 years with monthly payments of $35,969 and $24,638 with final maturity date of December 2020. 
The District acquired equipment totaling $266,674, and since ownership of the equipment transfers to the District at the end of 
the lease term, it is included in capital assets in the amount of $266,674 as property under capital lease. The related amortization 
is included in accumulated depreciation/amortization in the amount of $53,335 in property under capital lease

PENSION FUND AND OTHER POST EMPLOYMENT RETIREMENT BENEFITS . . . Pension funds for employees of Texas school districts, 
and any employee in public education in Texas, are administered by the Teacher Retirement System of Texas (the "TRS").  The individual 
employees contribute a fixed amount of their salary to the TRS, currently 7.7%, and the State of Texas contributes funds to the TRS based 
on statutory required minimum salary for certified personnel, except any District personnel paid by Federally funded programs.  (For 
more detailed information concerning the retirement plan, see APPENDIX B, "Excerpts from the District’s Annual Financial 
Report" – Note H.) 
 
The District contributes to the Texas Public School Retired Employees Group Insurance Program (TRS-Care), a cost-sharing 
multiple-employer defined benefit post-employment health care plan administered by TRS.  TRS-Care Retired Plan provides 
health care coverage for certain persons (and their dependents) who retired under TRS.  For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2020, the 
State contributed $2,948,368 to TRS-Care, District employees paid $491,860, and other contributions to the plan made from private 
grants and from the District were $709,121. 
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At June 30, 2020, the District reported a liability of $48,760,809 for its proportionate share of the TRS’s net OPEB liability.  This 
liability reflects a reduction for State OPEB support provided to the District.  The amount recognized by the District as its 
proportionate share of the net OPEB liability, the related State support, and the total portion of the net OPEB liability that was 
associated with the District were as follows:

The net OPEB liability was measured as of August 31, 2018 and rolled forward to August 31, 2019, and the total OPEB liability used 
to calculate the net OPEB liability was determined by an actuarial valuation as of that date.  The District’s proportion of the net 
OPEB liability was based on the District’s contributions to the OPEB plan relative to the contributions of all employers to the plan 
for the period September 1, 2018 thru August 31, 2019. 
 
At August 31, 2019 the employer’s proportion of the collective net OPEB liability was 0.1031075227% which was an increase of 
0.0020573150% from its proportion measured as of August 31, 2018.  (For more detailed information concerning other 
postemployment benefits, see APPENDIX B, "Excerpts from the District’s Annual Financial Report" - Note I.)

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FINANCIAL POLICIES 
 
Financial Administration . . . The District is a separate political subdivision governed by applicable laws of the State of Texas.  
Pursuant to State law, the seven-member Board of Trustees adopts policies, sets directions for curriculum, employs the 
Superintendent, and oversees the operations of the District and its schools.  The Superintendent and the District’s staff assist the 
Board in budget preparation, financial record keeping, and auditing.  The Board is responsible for setting the tax rate, setting 
salary schedules, and adopting and amending the annual budget. 
 
Budget Procedures . . . The District’s fiscal year begins July 1 and ends June 30.  The annual budget is initially prepared under 
the direction of the District’s Superintendent.  The Board of Trustees reviews the budget in June and generally approves the final 
budget and sets the District’s tax rate in late August or early September of each year. 
 
Basis of Accounting . . . The accounting system for school districts in Texas is codified in the Texas Education Agency Resource 
Guide, which creates a 20-digit account structure and requires budgetary control through fund-based accounting that conforms to 
generally accepted accounting principles as applicable to governmental units.  For further information regarding the accounting 
policies of the District see Note I to the District’s Annual Financial Report for the year ended June 30, 2020, set forth at 
Appendix B hereto. 
 
Cash Management . . . The District’s deposits and investments are required by law to either be insured by federal depository 
insurance or collateralized.  The District invests school money pursuant to the authority of the Texas Public Funds Investment 
Act and the Texas School Depository Act. 
 

INVESTMENTS 
 
The District may invest its investable funds (including bond proceeds and money pledged to the payment of or as security for bonds 
or other indebtedness issued by the District or obligations under a lease, installment sale, or other agreement of the District) in 
investments authorized by State law in accordance with investment policies approved by the governing body of the District. Both 
State law and the District’s investment policies are subject to change. 
 
Authorized Investments 
 
Under State law, the District is authorized to invest in (1) obligations, including letters of credit, of the United States or its agencies 
and instrumentalities, including the Federal Home Loan Banks; (2) direct obligations of the State or its agencies and 
instrumentalities; (3) collateralized mortgage obligations directly issued by a federal agency or instrumentality of the United States, 
the underlying security for which is guaranteed by an agency or instrumentality of the United States; (4) other obligations, the 
principal and interest of which are unconditionally guaranteed or insured by, or backed by the full faith and credit of, the State or the 
United States or their respective agencies and instrumentalities, including obligations that are fully guaranteed or insured by the 
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or by the explicit full faith and credit of the United States; (5) obligations of states, agencies, 
counties, cities, and other political subdivisions of any state rated as to investment quality by a nationally recognized investment 
rating firm not less than “A” or its equivalent; (6) bonds issued, assumed or guaranteed by the State of Israel; (7) interest-bearing 
banking deposits that are guaranteed or insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or its successor, or the National Credit 
Union Share Insurance Fund or its successor; (8) interest-bearing banking deposits other than those described by clause (7) if (A) the 
funds invested in the banking deposits are invested through: (i) a broker with a main office or branch office in this State that the 
District selects from a list the governing body of the District or designated investment committee of the District adopts as required by 
Section 2256.025, Texas Government Code; or (ii) a depository institution with a main office or branch office in the State that the 
District selects; (B) the broker or depository institution selected as described by (A) above arranges for the deposit of the funds in the 
banking deposits in one or more federally insured depository institutions, regardless of where located, for the District’s account; (C) 
the full amount of the principal and accrued interest of the banking deposits is insured by the United States or an instrumentality of 
the United States; and (D) the District appoints as the District’s custodian of the banking deposits issued for the District’s account: (i) 
the depository institution selected as described by (A) above; (ii) an entity described by Section 2257.041(d), Texas Government 
Code; or (iii) a clearing broker dealer registered with the SEC and operating under SEC Rule 15c3-3; (9) (i) certificates of deposit or 
share certificates meeting the requirements of Chapter 2256, Texas Government Code (the “Public Funds Investment Act”), that are 
issued by an institution that has its main office or a branch office in the State and are guaranteed or insured by the Federal Deposit 
Insurance Corporation or the National Credit Union Share Insurance Fund, or their respective successors, and are secured as to 
principal by obligations described in clauses (1) through (8) or in any other manner and provided for by law for District deposits, or 
(ii) certificates of deposits where (a) the funds are invested by the District through (A) a broker that has its main office or a branch 
office in the State and is selected from a list adopted by the District as required by law, or (B) a depository institution that has its 
main office or branch office in the State that is selected by the District, (b) the broker or the depository institution selected by the 
District arranges for the deposit of the funds in certificates of deposit in one or more federally insured depository institutions, 
wherever located, for the account of the District, (c) the full amount of the principal and accrued interest of each of the certificates of 
deposit is insured by the United States or an instrumentality of the United States, and (d) the District appoints the depository 
institution selected under (a) above, a custodian as described by Section 2257.041(d), Texas Government Code, or a clearing broker-
dealer registered with the SEC and operating pursuant to SEC Rule 15c3-3 (17 C.F.R. Section 240.15c3-3) as custodian for the 
District with respect to the certificates of deposit; (10) fully collateralized repurchase agreements as defined in the Public Funds 
Investment Act, that have a defined termination date, are secured by a combination of cash and obligations described in clauses (1) or 
(13) in this paragraph, require the securities being purchased by the District or cash held by the District to be pledged to the District, 
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held in the District’s name, and deposited at the time the investment is made with the District or with a third party selected and 
approved by the District, and are placed through a primary government securities dealer, as defined by the Federal Reserve, or a 
financial institution doing business in the State; (11) securities lending programs if (i) the securities loaned under the program are 
100% collateralized, a loan made under the program allows for termination at any time and a loan made under the program is either 
secured by (a) obligations that are described in clauses (1) through (8) above, (b) irrevocable letters of credit issued by a state or 
national bank that is continuously rated by a nationally recognized investment rating firm at not less than “A” or its equivalent or (c) 
cash invested in obligations described in clauses (1) through (8) above, clauses (13) through (15) below, or an authorized investment 
pool; (ii) securities held as collateral under a loan are pledged to the District, held in the District’s name and deposited at the time the 
investment is made with the District or a third party designated by the District; (iii) a loan made under the program is placed through 
either a primary government securities dealer or a financial institution doing business in the State; and (iv) the agreement to lend 
securities has a term of one year or less; (12) certain bankers’ acceptances with stated maturity of 270 days or less, if the short-term 
obligations of the accepting bank or its parent are rated not less than “A-1” or “P-1” or the equivalent by at least one nationally 
recognized credit rating agency; (13) commercial paper with a stated maturity of 365 days or less that is rated not less than “A-1” or 
“P-1” or the equivalent by either (a) two nationally recognized credit rating agencies or (b) one nationally recognized credit rating 
agency if the paper is fully secured by an irrevocable letter of credit issued by a United States or state bank; (14) no-load money 
market mutual funds registered with and regulated by the SEC that provide the District with a prospectus and other information 
required by the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 or the Investment Company Act of 1940 and that comply with federal SEC Rule 2a-
7 (17 C.F.R. Section 270.2a-7), promulgated under the Investment Company Act of 1940 (15 U.S.C. Section 80a-1 et seq.); and (15) 
no-load mutual funds registered with the SEC that have an average weighted maturity of less than two years, and have either (a) a 
duration of one year or more and invest exclusively in obligations described in under this heading, or (b) a duration of less than one 
year and the investment portfolio is limited to investment grade securities, excluding asset-backed securities. In addition, bond 
proceeds may be invested in guaranteed investment contracts that have a defined termination date and are secured by obligations, 
including letters of credit, of the United States or its agencies and instrumentalities, other than the prohibited obligations described 
below, in an amount at least equal to the amount of bond proceeds invested under such contract. 
 
A political subdivision such as the District may enter into securities lending programs if (i) the securities loaned under the program 
are 100% collateralized, a loan made under the program allows for termination at any time and a loan made under the program is 
either secured by (a) obligations that are described in clauses (1) through (8) above, other than the prohibited obligations described 
below, (b) irrevocable letters of credit issued by a state or national bank that is continuously rated by a nationally recognized 
investment rating firm at not less than A or its equivalent or (c) cash invested in obligations described in clauses (1) through (8) 
above, clauses (13) through (15) above, or an authorized investment pool; (ii) securities held as collateral under a loan are pledged to 
the District, held in the District’s name and deposited at the time the investment is made with the District or a third party designated 
by the District; (iii) a loan made under the program is placed through either a primary government securities dealer or a financial 
institution doing business in the State; and (iv) the agreement to lend securities has a term of one year or less. 
 
The District may invest in such obligations directly or through government investment pools that invest solely in such obligations 
provided that the pools are rated no lower than AAA or AAAm or an equivalent by at least one nationally recognized rating service, 
if the governing body of the District authorizes such investment in the particular pool by order, ordinance, or resolution and the 
investment pool complies with the requirements of Section 2256.016, Texas Government Code.  
 
The District may also contract with an investment management firm (x) registered under the Investment Advisers Act of 1940 (15 
U.S.C. Section 80b-1 et seq.) or (y) with the State Securities Board to provide for the investment and management of its public funds 
or other funds under its control for a term up to two years, but the District retains ultimate responsibility as fiduciary of its assets. In 
order to renew or extend such a contract, the District must do so by order or resolution. 
 
The District is specifically prohibited from investing in: (1) obligations whose payment represents the coupon payments on the 
outstanding principal balance of the underlying mortgage-backed security collateral and pays no principal; (2) obligations whose 
payment represents the principal stream of cash flow from the underlying mortgage-backed security and bears no interest; (3) 
collateralized mortgage obligations that have a stated final maturity of greater than 10 years; and (4) collateralized mortgage 
obligations the interest rate of which is determined by an index that adjusts opposite to the changes in a market index. 
 
Investment Policies 
 
Under State law, the District is required to invest its funds under written investment policies that primarily emphasize safety of 
principal and liquidity; that address investment diversification, yield, maturity, and the quality and capability of investment 
management; and that includes a list of authorized investments for District funds, maximum allowable stated maturity of any 
individual investment and the maximum average dollar-weighted maturity allowed for pooled fund groups. All District funds must 
be invested consistent with a formally adopted “Investment Strategy Statement” that specifically addresses each fund’s investment. 
Each Investment Strategy Statement will describe its objectives concerning: (1) suitability of investment type, (2) preservation and 
safety of principal, (3) liquidity, (4) marketability of each investment, (5) diversification of the portfolio, and (6) yield. 
 
Under State law, District investments must be made “with judgment and care, under prevailing circumstances, that a person of 
prudence, discretion, and intelligence would exercise in the management of the person’s own affairs, not for speculation, but for 
investment, considering the probable safety of capital and the probable income to be derived.” At least quarterly the investment 
officers of the District shall submit an investment report detailing: (1) the investment position of the District, (2) that all investment 
officers jointly prepared and signed the report, (3) the beginning market value, any additions and changes to market value and the 
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ending value of each pooled fund group, (4) the book value and market value of each separately listed asset at the beginning and end 
of the reporting period, (5) the maturity date of each separately invested asset, (6) the account or fund or pooled fund group for which 
each individual investment was acquired, and (7) the compliance of the investment portfolio as it relates to: (a) adopted investment 
strategy statements and (b) State law. No person may invest District funds without express written authority from the governing body 
of the District. 
 
Additional Provisions 
 
Under State law the District is additionally required to: (1) annually review its adopted policies and strategies; (2) require any 
investment officers with personal business relationships or relatives with firms seeking to sell securities to the District to disclose the 
relationship and file a statement with the Texas Ethics Commission; (3) require the registered principal of firms seeking to sell 
securities to the District to: (a) receive and review the District’s investment policy, (b) acknowledge that reasonable controls and 
procedures have been implemented to preclude imprudent investment activities, and (c) deliver a written statement attesting to these 
requirements; (4) perform an annual audit of the management controls on investments and adherence to the District’s investment 
policy; (5) provide specific investment training for the treasurer, chief financial officer and investment officers; (6) restrict reverse 
repurchase agreements to not more than 90 days and restrict the investment of reverse repurchase agreement funds to no greater than 
the term of the reverse repurchase agreement; (7) restrict the investment in mutual funds in the aggregate to no more than 80% of the 
District’s monthly average fund balance, excluding bond proceeds and reserves and other funds held for debt service and further 
restrict the investment in non-money market mutual funds of any portion of bond proceeds, reserves and funds held for debt service 
and to no more than 15% of the entity’s monthly average fund balance, excluding bond proceeds and reserves and other funds held 
for debt service; and (8) require local government investment pools to conform to the new disclosure, rating, net asset value, yield 
calculation, and advisory board requirements.

As of such date, 100% of the District’s investment portfolio will mature within 12 months.  The market value of the investment 
portfolio was approximately 100% of its purchase price.  No funds of the District are invested in derivative securities; i.e, securities 
whose rate of return is determined by reference to some other instrument, index, or commodity.

TAX MATTERS 
 
TAX EXEMPTION . . . In the opinion of Bracewell LLP, Bond Counsel, under existing law interest on the Bonds is excludable from 
gross income for federal income tax purposes under section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), 
and is not a specific preference item for purposes of the alternative minimum tax. 
 
The Code imposes a number of requirements that must be satisfied for interest on state or local obligations, such as the Bonds, to 
be excludable from gross income for federal income tax purposes.  These requirements include limitations on the use of proceeds 
and the source of repayment, limitations on the investment of proceeds prior to expenditure, a requirement that excess arbitrage 
earned on the investment of proceeds be paid periodically to the United States, and requirement that the issuer file an information 
report with the Internal Revenue Service (the “Service”).  The District has covenanted in the Order that it will comply with these 
requirements. 
 
Bond Counsel’s opinion will assume continuing compliance with the covenants of the Order pertaining to those sections of the 
Code which affect the excludability of interest on the Bonds from gross income for federal income tax purposes and, in addition, 
will rely on representations by the District, the District’s Financial Advisor and the Underwriters, with respect to matters solely 
within the knowledge of the District, the District’s Financial Advisor and the Underwriters, respectively, which Bond Counsel 
has not independently verified.  If the District should fail to comply with the covenants in the Order or if the foregoing 
representations should be determined to be inaccurate or incomplete, interest on the Bonds could become includable in gross 
income from the date of delivery of the Bonds, regardless of the date on which the event causing such inclusion occurs. 
 
Except as stated above, Bond Counsel will express no opinion as to the amount of interest on the Bonds or any federal, state or local 
tax consequences resulting from the receipt or accrual of interest on, or acquisition, ownership or disposition of, the Bonds.  Certain 
actions may be taken or omitted subject to the terms and conditions set forth in the Bond Order upon the advice or with the 
approving opinion of Bond Counsel.  Bond Counsel will express no opinion with respect to Bond Counsel’s ability to render an 
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opinion that such actions, if taken or omitted, will not adversely affect the excludability of interest of the Bonds from gross 
income for federal income tax purposes. 
 
Bond Counsel’s opinions are based on existing law, which is subject to change.  Such opinions are further based on Bond Counsel’s 
knowledge of facts as of the date thereof.  Bond Counsel assumes no duty to update or supplement its opinions to reflect any facts or 
circumstances that may thereafter come to Bond Counsel’s attention or to reflect any changes in any law that may thereafter occur or 
become effective.  Moreover, Bond Counsel’s opinions are not a guarantee of result and are not binding on the Service; rather, such 
opinions represent Bond Counsel’s legal judgment based upon its review of existing law and in reliance upon the representations and 
covenants referenced above that it deems relevant to such opinions.  The Service has an ongoing audit program to determine 
compliance with rules that relate to whether interest on state or local obligations is includable in gross income for federal income tax 
purposes.  No assurance can be given as to whether or not the Service will commence an audit of the Bonds.  If an audit is 
commenced, in accordance with its current published procedures the Service is likely to treat the District as the taxpayer and the 
Owners may not have a right to participate in such audit.  Public awareness of any future audit of the Bonds could adversely affect 
the value and liquidity of the Bonds regardless of the ultimate outcome of the audit. 
 
ADDITIONAL FEDERAL INCOME TAX CONSIDERATIONS . . . Collateral Tax Consequences  Prospective purchasers of the Bonds 
should be aware that the ownership of tax-exempt obligations may result in collateral federal income tax consequences to 
financial institutions, life insurance and property and casualty insurance companies, certain S corporations with Subchapter C 
earnings and profits, individual recipients of Social Security or Railroad Retirement benefits, taxpayers who may be deemed to 
have incurred or continued indebtedness to purchase or carry tax-exempt obligations, low and middle income taxpayers otherwise 
qualifying for the health insurance premium assistance credit and individuals otherwise qualifying for the earned income credit.  
In addition, certain foreign corporations doing business in the United States may be subject to the “branch profits tax” on their 
effectively connected earnings and profits, including tax-exempt interest such as interest on the Bonds.  These categories of 
prospective purchasers should consult their own tax advisors as to the applicability of these consequences.  Prospective 
purchasers of the Bonds should also be aware that, under the Code, taxpayers are required to report on their returns the amount of 
tax-exempt interest, such as interest on the Bonds, received or accrued during the year. 
 
Tax Accounting Treatment of Original Issue Premium  The issue price of all or a portion of the Bonds may exceed the stated 
redemption price payable at maturity of such Bonds.  Such Bonds (the “Premium Bonds”) are considered for federal income tax 
purposes to have “bond premium” equal to the amount of such excess.  The basis of a Premium Bond in the hands of an initial 
owner is reduced by the amount of such excess that is amortized during the period such initial owner holds such Premium Bond 
in determining gain or loss for federal income tax purposes.  This reduction in basis will increase the amount of any gain or 
decrease the amount of any loss recognized for federal income tax purposes on the sale or other taxable disposition of a Premium 
Bond by the initial owner.  No corresponding deduction is allowed for federal income tax purposes for the reduction in basis 
resulting from amortizable bond premium.  The amount of bond premium on a Premium Bond that is amortizable each year (or 
shorter period in the event of a sale or disposition of a Premium Bond) is determined using the yield to maturity on the Premium 
Bond based on the initial offering price of such Bond. 
 
The federal income tax consequences of the purchase, ownership and redemption, sale or other disposition of Premium Bonds 
that are not purchased in the initial offering at the initial offering price may be determined according to rules that differ from 
those described above.  All owners of Premium Bonds should consult their own tax advisors with respect to the determination for 
federal, state, and local income tax purposes of amortized bond premium upon the redemption, sale or other disposition of a 
Premium Bond and with respect to the federal, state, local, and foreign tax consequences of the purchase, ownership, and sale, 
redemption or other disposition of such Premium Bonds. 
 
TAX LEGISLATIVE CHANGES . . . Current law may change so as to directly or indirectly reduce or eliminate the benefit of the 
exclusion of interest on the Bonds from gross income for federal income tax purposes.  Any proposed legislation, whether or not 
enacted, could also affect the value and liquidity of the Bonds. Prospective purchasers of the Bonds should consult with their own 
tax advisors with respect to any proposed, pending or future legislation. 
 

CONTINUING DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION 
 
In the Order, the District has made the following agreement for the benefit of the holders and Beneficial Owners of the Bonds.  
The District is required to observe the agreement while it remains obligated to advance funds to pay the Bonds. Under the 
agreement, the District will be obligated to provide certain updated financial information and operating data annually, and timely 
notice of specified events, to the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (the “MSRB”).  This information will be available from 
the MSRB free of charge at www.emma.msrb.org.  See “THE PERMANENT SCHOOL FUND GUARANTEE PROGRAM” for 
a description of the TEA’s continuing disclosure undertaking to provide certain updated financial information and operating data 
annually with respect to the Permanent School Fund and the State, as the case may be, and to provide timely notice of specified 
material events related to the guarantee to the MSRB. 
 
ANNUAL REPORTS . . . The District will provide certain updated financial information and operating data to the MSRB annually.  
The information to be updated includes all quantitative financial information and operating data with respect to the District of the 
general type included in this Official Statement in Tables numbered 1 through 6 and 8 through 13 and in APPENDIX B.  The 
District will update and provide this information within six months after the end of each fiscal year. 
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The District may provide updated information in full text or may incorporate by reference certain other publicly available 
documents, as permitted by SEC Rule 15c2-12 (the “Rule”).  The updated information will include audited financial statements, 
if the District commissions an audit and it is completed by the required time.  If audited financial statements are not available by 
the required time, the District will provide unaudited financial statements by the required time, and will provide audited financial 
statements when and if an audit report becomes available.  Any such financial statements will be prepared in accordance with the 
accounting principles described in APPENDIX B or such other accounting principles as the District may be required to employ 
from time to time pursuant to state law or regulation. 
 
The District’s current fiscal year end is June 30. Accordingly, it must provide updated information by December 31 in each year, 
unless the District changes its fiscal year.  If the District changes its fiscal year, it will notify the MSRB of the change. 
 
The District has entered into an agreement for continuing disclosure services with FSC Continuing Disclosure Services, a 
Division of Hilltop Securities Inc. to assist the District in fulfilling its obligations pursuant to the Rule. 
 
NOTICE OF CERTAIN EVENTS . . . The District will file with the MSRB notice of any of the following events with respect to the 
Bonds in a timely manner (and not more than 10 business days after occurrence of the event):  (1) principal and interest payment 
delinquencies; (2) non-payment related defaults, if material; (3) unscheduled draws on debt service reserves reflecting financial 
difficulties; (4) unscheduled draws on credit enhancements reflecting financial difficulties; (5) substitution of credit or liquidity 
providers, or their failure to perform; (6) adverse tax opinions, the issuance by the Internal Revenue Service of proposed or final 
determinations of taxability, Notices of Proposed Issue (IRS Form 5701-TEB), or other material notices or determinations with 
respect to the tax status of the Bonds, or other material events affecting the tax status of the Bonds; (7) modifications to rights of 
holders of the Bonds, if material; (8) Bond calls, if material, and tender offers; (9) defeasances; (10) release, substitution, or sale 
of property securing repayment of the Bonds, if material; (11) rating changes; (12) bankruptcy, insolvency, receivership, or 
similar event of the District, which shall occur as described below; (13) the consummation of a merger, consolidation, or 
acquisition involving the District or the sale of all or substantially all of its assets, other than in the ordinary course of business, 
the entry into of a definitive agreement to undertake such an action or the termination of a definitive agreement relating to any 
such actions, other than pursuant to its terms, if material; (14) appointment of a successor or additional paying agent/registrar or 
the change of name of a paying agent/registrar, if material; (15) incurrence of a Financial Obligation of the District, if material, or 
agreement to covenants, events of default, remedies, priority rights, or other similar terms of a Financial Obligation of the 
District, any of which affect Bond holders, if material; and (16) default, event of acceleration, termination event, modification of 
terms, or other similar events under the terms of a Financial Obligation of the District, any of which reflect financial difficulties.  
Neither the Bonds nor the Order make any provision for debt service reserves, credit enhancement (except with respect to the 
Permanent School Fund guarantee), or liquidity enhancement.  In the Order, the District has adopted policies and procedures to 
ensure timely compliance of its continuing disclosure undertakings.  In addition, the District will provide timely notice of any 
failure by the District to provide information, data, or financial statements in accordance with its agreement described above 
under "Annual Reports". The District will provide each notice described in this paragraph to the MSRB. 
 
For these purposes, (a) any event described in clause (12) of the immediately preceding paragraph is considered to occur when 
any of the following occur: the appointment of a receiver, fiscal agent, or similar officer for the District in a proceeding under the 
United States Bankruptcy Code or in any other proceeding under state or federal law in which a court or governmental authority 
has assumed jurisdiction over substantially all of the assets or business of the District, or if such jurisdiction has been assumed by 
leaving the existing governing body and officials or officers in possession but subject to the supervision and orders of a court or 
governmental authority, or the entry of an order confirming a plan of reorganization, arrangement, or liquidation by a court or 
governmental authority having supervision or jurisdiction over substantially all of the assets or business of the District, and (b) 
the District has declared in the Order its intent that the words used in the immediately preceding clauses (15) and (16) and in the 
definition of Financial Obligation above to have the meanings ascribed to them in SEC Release No. 34-83885 dated August 20, 
2018. 
 
AVAILABILITY OF INFORMATION . . . The SEC implemented amendments to the Rule which approved the establishment by the 
MSRB of Electronic Municipal Market Access (“EMMA”) which is now the sole national municipal securities information 
repository.  All information and documentation filing required to be made by the District pursuant to the Rule will be made with 
the MSRB in electronic format in accordance with MSRB guidelines.  Access to such filings will be provided, without charge to 
the general public, by the MSRB at www.emma.msrb.org. 
 
LIMITATIONS AND AMENDMENTS . . . The District has agreed to update information and to provide notices of material events only 
as described above.  The District has not agreed to provide other information that may be relevant or material to a complete 
presentation of its financial results of operations, condition, or prospects or agreed to update any information that is provided, 
except as described above. The District makes no representation or warranty concerning such information or concerning its 
usefulness to a decision to invest in or sell Bonds at any future date.  The District disclaims any contractual or tort liability for 
damages resulting in whole or in part from any breach of its continuing disclosure agreement or from any statement made 
pursuant to its agreement, although holders of Bonds may seek a writ of mandamus to compel the District to comply with its 
agreement. 
 
This continuing disclosure agreement may be amended by the District from time to time to adapt to changed circumstances that 
arise from a change in legal requirements, a change in law, or a change in the identity, nature, status, or type of operations of the 
District, but only if (1) the provisions, as so amended, would have permitted an underwriter to purchase or sell Bonds in the 
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primary offering of the Bonds in compliance with the Rule, taking into account any amendments or interpretations of the Rule 
since such offering as well as such changed circumstances and (2) either (a) the registered owners of a majority in aggregate 
principal amount (or any greater amount required by any other provision of the Bond Order that authorizes such an amendment) 
of the outstanding Bonds consent to such amendment or (b) a person that is unaffiliated with the District (such as nationally 
recognized Bond Counsel) determines that such amendment will not materially impair the interest of the registered owners and 
beneficial owners of the Bonds.  The District may also amend or repeal the provisions of this continuing disclosure agreement if 
the SEC amends or repeals the applicable provision of the Rule or a court of final jurisdiction enters judgment that such 
provisions of the Rule are invalid, but only if and to the extent that the provisions of this sentence would not prevent an 
underwriter from lawfully purchasing or selling Bonds in the primary offering of the Bonds.  If the District so amends the 
agreement, it has agreed to include with the next financial information and operating data provided in accordance with its 
agreement described above under “Annual Reports” an explanation, in narrative form, of the reasons for the amendment and of 
the impact of any change in the type of information and operating data so provided. 
 
COMPLIANCE WITH PRIOR UNDERTAKINGS . . . In 2019, the District changed its fiscal year end from August 31 to June 30.  Due 
to an administrative oversight, certain annual financial information was not timely filed with EMMA for fiscal year ending June 
30, 2019.  All information has since been filed, including a notice of late filing.  The District has implemented procedures to 
ensure timely filing of all future financial information and has complied in all other material respects with all continuing 
disclosure agreements made by it in accordance with the Rule during the past five years.  For information related to the District’s 
compliance with its prior undertakings, see www.emma.msrb.org. 
 

OTHER INFORMATION 
 
RATINGS 
 
The Bonds and the presently outstanding unlimited tax-supported debt of the District is rated “A1” by Moody’s Investor 
Services, Inc. (Moody’s”) without regard to credit enhancement.  The District also has three unlimited tax-supported issues 
outstanding, excluding the Bonds, which are rated "Aaa" by Moody’s by virtue of the guarantee of the Texas Permanent School 
Fund (see “OTHER INFORMATION - Ratings” and “THE PERMANENT SCHOOL FUND GUARANTEE PROGRAM”).  
The District has one unlimited tax-supported issue and one limited tax-supported issue that are not additionally secured through 
the Permanent School Fund Guarantee Program. The District has received conditional approval from the TEA for the payment of 
the Bonds to be guaranteed by the corpus of the Texas Permanent School Fund.  An explanation of the significance of such rating 
may be obtained from the company furnishing the rating.  The rating reflects only the view of such organization and the District makes no 
representation as to the appropriateness of the rating.  There is no assurance that such rating will continue for any given period of time or 
that it will not be revised downward or withdrawn entirely by such rating company, if in the judgment of such company, circumstances so 
warrant.  Any such downward revision or withdrawal of such rating, may have an adverse effect on the market price of the Bonds. 
 
LITIGATION 
 
Except as disclosed in this Official Statement, the District is not a party to any litigation or other proceeding pending or to its knowledge, 
threatened, in any court, agency or other administrative body (either state or federal) which, if decided adversely to the District, would have 
a material adverse effect on the financial statements of the District. 
 
At the time of the initial delivery of the Bonds, the District will provide the Underwriters with a certificate to the effect that no 
litigation of any nature has been filed or is then pending challenging the issuance of the Bonds or that affects the payment and 
security of the Bonds or in any other manner questioning the issuance, sale or delivery of said Bonds. 
 
REGISTRATION AND QUALIFICATION OF BONDS FOR SALE 
 
The sale of the Bonds has not been registered under the Federal Securities Act of 1933, as amended, in reliance upon the exemption 
provided thereunder by Section 3(a)(2); and the Bonds have not been qualified under the Securities Act of Texas in reliance upon various 
exemptions contained therein; nor have the Bonds been qualified under the securities acts of any jurisdiction.  The District assumes no 
responsibility for qualification of the Bonds under the securities laws of any jurisdiction in which the Bonds may be sold, assigned, 
pledged, hypothecated or otherwise transferred.  This disclaimer of responsibility for qualification for sale or other disposition of the Bonds 
shall not be construed as an interpretation of any kind with regard to the availability of any exemption from securities registration 
provisions. 
 
LEGAL INVESTMENTS AND ELIGIBILITY TO SECURE PUBLIC FUNDS IN TEXAS 
 
Section 1201.041 of the Public Security Procedures Act (Chapter 1201, Texas Government Code) provides that the Bonds are 
negotiable instruments governed by Chapter 8, Texas Business and Commerce Code, and are legal and authorized investments 
for insurance companies, fiduciaries, and trustees, and for the sinking funds of municipalities or other political subdivisions or 
public agencies of the State of Texas.  With respect to investment in the Bonds by municipalities or other political subdivisions or 
public agencies of the State of Texas, the Public Funds Investment Act, Chapter 2256, Texas Government Code, requires that the 
Bonds be assigned a rating of at least “A” or its equivalent as to investment quality by a national rating agency (see “OTHER 
INFORMATION - Ratings” herein).  In addition, various provisions of the Texas Finance Code provide that, subject to a prudent 
investor standard, the Bonds are legal investments for state banks, savings banks, trust companies with capital of at least one 
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million dollars or more, and savings and loan associations.  The Bonds are eligible to secure deposits of any public funds of the 
State, its agencies, and its political subdivisions, and are legal security for those deposits to the extent of their market value.  No 
review by the District has been made of the laws in other states to determine whether the Bonds are legal investments for various 
institutions in those states. 
 
LEGAL MATTERS 
 
The District will furnish the Underwriters with a complete transcript of proceedings incident to the authorization and issuance of the 
Bonds, including the unqualified approving legal opinion of the Attorney General of the State of Texas to the effect that the Bonds 
are valid and legally binding obligations of the District payable from the proceeds of an annual ad valorem tax levied, without legal 
limit as to rate or amount, upon all taxable property in the District, and based upon examination of such transcript of proceedings, the 
approval of certain legal matters by Bond Counsel, to the effect that the Bonds are valid and legally binding obligations of the 
District and, subject to the qualifications set forth herein under “TAX MATTERS,” the interest on the Bonds is excludable from the 
gross income of the owners thereof for federal income tax purposes under existing statutes, published rulings, regulations, and court 
decisions.  Bond Counsel has been retained by and only represents the District.  A form of Bond Counsel’s opinion appears in 
Appendix C attached hereto. 
 
Though it represents the Underwriters and the Financial Advisor from time to time in matters unrelated to the issuance of the 
Bonds, Bond Counsel was engaged by, and only represents, the District in connection with the issuance of the Bonds.  Except as 
noted below, Bond Counsel did not take part in the preparation of the Official Statement, and such firm has not assumed any 
responsibility with respect thereto or undertaken independently to verify any of the information contained herein except that in its 
capacity as Bond Counsel, such firm has reviewed the information in this Official Statement appearing under the captions and 
subcaptions “PLAN OF FINANCING – Refunded Bonds”, “THE BONDS” (excluding the information under the subcaptions 
“Permanent School Fund Guarantee”, “Book-Entry-Only-System”, “Bondholders’ Remedies”, and “Sources and Uses of Funds”, as 
to which no opinion is expressed), “STATE AND LOCAL FUNDING OF SCHOOL DISTRICTS IN TEXAS”, “CURRENT 
PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCE SYSTEM”, “TAX MATTERS”, “CONTINUING DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION” (except 
under the subcaption “Compliance with Prior Undertakings”, as to which no opinion is expressed), “AD VALOREM 
PROPERTY TAXATION – I & S Tax Rate Limitations” (first paragraph only), “OTHER INFORMATION - Legal Investments 
and Eligibility to Secure Public Funds in Texas”, and “OTHER INFORMATION - Legal Matters” (excluding the last sentence of 
the second paragraph thereof), and such firm is of the opinion that the information contained under such captions and subcaptions 
is an accurate and fair description of the laws and legal issues addressed therein and, with respect to the Bonds, such information 
conforms to the Order.  The legal fee to be paid Bond Counsel for services rendered in connection with the issuance of the Bonds 
is contingent on the sale and delivery of the Bonds.  The legal opinion will accompany the Bonds deposited with DTC or will be 
printed on the Bonds in the event of the discontinuance of the Book-Entry-Only System.

The combining 
nonmajor fund financial statements, required TEA schedules and the schedule of expenditures of federal 
awards, as required by Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations, Part 200, Uniform Administrative 
Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards are presented for purposes of 
additional analysis and are not a required part of the basic financial statements. 

The combining nonmajor fund financial statements, required TEA schedules and the schedule of 
expenditures of federal awards are the responsibility of management and were derived from and relate 
directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements. Such 
information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial 
statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information directly to 
the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements or to the basic 
financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards 
generally accepted in the United States of America. In our opinion, the combining nonmajor fund financial 
statements, required TEA schedules and the schedule of expenditures of federal awards are fairly stated in all 
material respects in relation to the basic financial statements as a whole. 

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards 

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report dated January 19, 
2021, on our consideration of Edgewood Independent School District’s internal control over financial reporting 
and on our tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant 
agreements and other matters.

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MANAGEMENT’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS 
 
 
As Management of Edgewood Independent School District, we offer readers of the District’s financial 

statements this narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of the District for the fiscal year 
ended June 30, 2020. This information is not intended to be a complete statement of the District’s financial 
condition. We recommend and encourage readers to consider the information presented here in conjunction 
with the accompanying basic financial statements. 
 
 
FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 

 
• The assets plus deferred outflows of resources of the District exceeded its liabilities plus 

deferred inflows of resources at the close of the fiscal year ended June 30, 2020 by 
$48,672,534 (net position). 
 

• The General Fund balance at June 30, 2020 decreased by ($171,037) to $49,892,760  

primarily due to COVID 19 pandemic expenditures. The General Fund consists of the 
financial transactions associated with the Food Service program, SB 1882 partnerships, 
after school programs, and the general maintenance and operations of the District.  

 
 

OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
 
This discussion and analysis is intended to serve as an introduction to the District’s basic financial statements. 
The District’s basic financial statements comprise three components: 1) government-wide financial 
statements, 2) fund financial statements, and 3) notes to the financial statements. This report also contains 
other supplementary information in addition to the basic financial statements themselves. 
 

Government-wide Financial Statements 
 
The statement of net position includes all of the District’s assets, deferred outflows (inflows) of resources and 
liabilities. All of the current period’s revenues and expenses are accounted for in the statement of activities 
regardless of when cash is received or paid. The two government-wide statements report the District’s net 
position and how they have changed. Net position is the difference between the District’s assets, deferred 

outflows (inflows) of resources and liabilities and are one way to measure the District’s financial health or 

position. Over time, increases or decreases in the District’s net position are an indicator of whether its 
financial health is improving or deteriorating. To assess overall health of the District, one needs to consider 
additional nonfinancial factors such as changes in the District’s tax base, staffing patterns, enrollment and 
attendance. 
 
The government-wide financial statements of the District include the governmental activities. Most of the 

District’s basic services are included here, such as instruction, extracurricular activities, curriculum and staff 
development, health services, and general administration. Property taxes, state funding and grants finance 
most of these activities. 
 
 
FUND FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
 

The fund financial statements provide more detailed information about the District’s most significant funds – 
not the District as a whole. Funds are simply accounting devices that are used to keep track of specific sources 

of funding and spending for particular purposes. 
 
Some funds are required by state law and other funds are mandated by bond agreements or bond covenants. The 
Board of Trustees establishes other funds to control and manage money set aside for particular purposes or to 
show that the District is properly using certain taxes and grants. Other funds are used to account for assets 

held by the District in a custodial capacity – these assets do not belong to the District but the District is 
responsible to properly account for them. 
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The District reports the following types of funds: 
 

Governmental Funds – Most of the District’s basic services are included in governmental 
funds, which focus on 1) how cash and other financial assets that can readily be converted to 

cash flow in and out; and 2) the balances left at year-end that are available for spending. 
Consequently, the governmental fund statements provide a detailed short-term view that 
helps you determine whether there are more or fewer financial resources that can be spent in 
the near future to finance the District’s programs. Because this information does not 
encompass the additional long-term focus of the government-wide statements, we provide 
additional information at the bottom of the governmental funds statement, or on the 
subsequent page, that explain the relationship (or differences) between them. 

 
Proprietary Funds – Proprietary fund statements offer short- and long-term financial 
information about the activities the government operates like businesses. We use internal 
service funds to report activities that provide supplies and services for the District’s other 
programs and activities — such as the District’s self-insured Workers’ Compensation Fund. 
 

Fiduciary Funds – Fiduciary fund statements provide information about the financial 
relationships in which the District acts solely as a trustee or agent for the benefit of others, to 
whom the resources in question belong. The District is responsible for ensuring that the assets 

reported in these funds are used for their intended purposes. All of the District’s fiduciary 
activities are reported in a separate statement of fiduciary net position and a statement of 
changes in fiduciary net position. We exclude these activities from the District’s government-
wide financial statements because the District cannot use these assets to finance its 

governmental operations. 
 
 
FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF THE DISTRICT AS A WHOLE 
 
The District’s net position was $48,672,534 at June 30, 2020. Table 1 focuses on the net position while Table 
2 shows the revenues and expenses that changed the net position balance during the year ended June 30,

Governmental Activities 
 
The District’s total revenues were $135,048,504, an increase of $7,131,039 from prior year. 13.64% of the 
District’s revenues are received from property taxes, 54.78% are State Allocations from state aid, 29.05% 
from operating grants and contributions, and the remaining 2.10% comes from investment earnings, charges 
for services and other miscellaneous revenues. The total cost of all programs and services was $144,001,541, 

an increase of $25,505,384 or approximately 21.52% from the prior year.  
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Significant factors affecting the change in net position included: 
 

• The property tax rate decreased from $1.377242 to $1.29827 to adhere to the new tax 
rate requirements imposed by HB 3. Total tax revenue reduced by 1.06%.  

 
• Expenses increased $25,505,384 million from the prior period. The most significant 

functional change was the increase in instructional costs of $14,200,170. 
 

• The District was required to report a liability for its proportionate share of TRS’s net 
pension liability at year end in the amount of $43,546,473 and net other post-employment 
benefit liability $48,760,809.  

 
 
FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF THE DISTRICT’S FUNDS 
 
At the close of the reporting period, June 30, 2020, the District’s combined governmental funds (as presented 
in the balance sheet on Exhibit C-1) reported a combined fund balance of $56,937,108. This compares to a 

combined fund balance of $55,943,036 at June 30, 2019. The General Fund is the major operating fund of the 
District set up to accomplish its educational goals and objectives, including all its support elements: 
Administration, Food Service, Maintenance, Security, and Transportation. The General Fund increased its fund 

balance a total of ($171,037). The Debt Service Fund decreased its fund balance a total of $260,269.  
 
General Fund Budgetary Highlights 
 

In accordance with state law and generally accepted accounting standards, the District prepares an annual 
budget for the General Fund, the Food Service Special Revenue Fund, and for the Debt Service Fund. Special 
Revenue Funds have budgets approved by the funding agency and are amended throughout the year as 
required. 
 
During the period ended June 30, 2020, the District prepared and amended its budget as required by state law 
prudent operating procedures. The budget amendments can be characterized into three categories: Category 1 

reflects adjustments for carryover appropriations because of commitments made against the budget for goods 
and services not received or incomplete as of June 30, 2020, Category 2 included an increase in estimated 
revenues and similar increases in the appropriations and Category 3 included all adjustment authorized by the 
Board of Managers throughout the year. 

 
The District’s Board of Managers is required by state law to formally adopt budgets for the General Fund, the 

Debt Service Fund and the Food Service (Special Revenue) Fund, and to amend those budgets as needed to 
avoid over expending any functional expenditure category. The District was in compliance with this 
requirement and, at the close of the fiscal year; all functional expenditure categories had positive budgetary 
variances. The General Fund had an overall positive budget variance of $10,608,845, the Food Service Fund 
had a positive variance of $1,435,754, and the Debt Service Fund had a positive variance of $1,101. 
 
 

CAPITAL ASSETS AND DEBT ADMINISTRATION 
 
Capital Assets 
 
Capital assets are generally defined as those items that have useful lives in excess of five years and have an 
initial cost or value (if donated) of $5,000, an amount determined by the Board. The cost or acquisition value, 
less accumulated depreciation, of the District’s capital assets is recorded and displayed in the government-

wide financial statements but not in the fund financial statements. Depreciation is calculated using the 
straight-line method with estimated useful lives as recommended by the Comptroller of Public Accounts of the 
State of Texas. 
 
At June 30, 2020, the District had a total of $304,673,818 invested in capital assets (land, buildings, vehicles 
and equipment). Of this amount, the District invested a total of $3,138,724 in the year ended June 30, 2020. 

For fiscal year 2020, a total of $10,753,515  was charged as depreciation, and at June 30, 2020, the total 
accumulated depreciation in the District’s depreciable assets totaled ($151,677,601).

The “Claims Payable” amount is a result of the District’s outstanding claims from the self-funded workers’ 
compensation fund. 
 

ECONOMIC FACTORS AND THE NEXT YEAR’S BUDGETS 

 
The District is governed by a Board that is comprised of elected officials and Texas Education Agency (TEA) 
appointed members, all with ties to the Edgewood community. In June 2018, the Board approved the 
appointment of Dr. Eduardo Hernandez who officially started working in July 2018. 
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One major factor affecting the District is the continual decline in student enrollment. This is key because the 
state’s funding formulas are currently set to fund District’s based not only on enrollment but on attendance. 
Declining enrollment translates to a decrease in much needed funding for the District. The tax rate adopted for 
2019-20 decreased to $1.29827, with the maintenance and operations tax rate decreasing to $1.06835 and 

the debt service rate increasing to $.22992. The decreases in tax rate were based on legislative action, 
specifically House Bill 3 that required districts to compress their property taxes and moved to use current year 
values in order to determine state aid. Despite legislative changes, the Board adopted a balanced budget for 
the 2019-20 fiscal year. Under the guidance of the Superintendent, District staff continues to work diligently 
to reduce costs to ensure that we continue to adopt balanced budgets in future years. As such, the District has 
adopted strategies to reduce the overall expenditures and increase student attendance (and revenue) to 
address these challenges without disrupting the services that we provide to our students. As we planned for 

the 2019-20 fiscal year, we will continue to monitor the needs of the students and the District. As part of the 
process to reduce expenditures, we continue to practice the following strategies: 
 

• Robust processes for the approval of large item purchases. 
• Review of current contracted services. 
• Refinement of staffing ratios and continued monitoring of positions. 

 
Another major factor affecting the District’s financial activities is the COVID 19 pandemic. To help with 
economic fallout from this pandemic, the federal government passed the CARES ACT making federal funds 

available to the district for COVID 19 allowable expenditures. The allowable expenditures included and are not 
limited to personal protective equipment, instructional materials and equipment, overtime salaries, and other 
goods and services needed by the students, employees, and community members of the district for COVID 19 
related issues. For the 2019-2020 school year, a total of $3,183,621 was expended in COVID 19 related 

expenditures. Through the CARES ACT, the district is estimating a 75% reimbursement of the total cost. For 
2020-2021, the district is estimating COVID 19 related expenditures to exceed $5 million.  
 
CONTACTING THE DISTRICT’S FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT 
 
This financial report is designed to provide our citizens, taxpayers, customers, and creditors with a general 
overview of the District’s finances and to demonstrate the District’s accountability for the funds it receives. If

FOR THE YEAR ENDED JUNE 30, 2020 
 

 
 
 I. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 

The basic financial statements of Edgewood Independent School District (the “District”) have been 

prepared in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America 
(“GAAP”) applicable to governmental units in conjunction with the Texas Education Agency’s Financial 
Accountability System Resource Guide (“Resource Guide”). The Governmental Accounting Standards 
Board (“GASB”) is the accepted standard setting body for establishing governmental accounting and 
financial reporting properties. 
 

The Edgewood Independent School District (the "District") is a public educational agency operating 
under the applicable laws and regulations of the State of Texas. It is governed by a five-member 
School Board of Managers (the "Board of Managers") appointed by the Texas Education Agency (TEA) 

in May, 2016. Since 2016 when the Board of Managers were appointed, TEA has allowed publicly 
elected Board members to jointly govern the District with the remaining Board of Managers for the 
fiscal year ended June 30, 2019. Collectively, the seven-member board is now considered the School 
Board (the “Board”). The District prepares its basic financial statements in conformity with Generally 

Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) promulgated by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board 
(GASB) and other authoritative sources identified in GASB Statement No. 76 “The Hierarchy of 
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles for State and Local Governments”. Additionally, the District 
complies with the requirements of the appropriate version of Texas Education Agency's Financial 
Accountability System Resource Guide (the "Resource Guide"), and the requirements of contracts and 
grants of agencies from which it receives funds. 
 

A. Reporting Entity 

 
The Board has the authority to make decisions, appoint administrators and managers, significantly 
influence operations; and, has primary accountability for fiscal matters. Therefore, the District is a 

financial reporting entity as defined by the GASB in its Statement No. 14, "The Financial Reporting 
Entity" and as amended in GASB Statement No. 61, “The Financial Reporting Entity: Omnibus - An 
Amendment of GASB Statements No. 14 and No. 34,” and accordingly, is not included in any other 

governmental reporting entity. 
 

B. Government-wide and Fund Financial Statements 
 
The government-wide financial statements (i.e., the statement of net position and the statement 
of changes in net position) report information on all of the nonfiduciary activities of the primary 
government. The effect of interfund activity has been removed from these statements. 

Governmental activities include programs supported primarily by taxes, state foundation funds, 
grants and intergovernmental revenue.  

 
The statement of activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and program revenues 
for each function of the District’s governmental activities. Direct expenses are those that are 
specifically associated with a program or function and, therefore, are clearly identifiable to a 

particular function. The District does not allocate indirect expenses in the statement of activities. 

Program revenues include 1) fees, fines, and charges paid by the recipients of goods or services 
offered by the programs and 2) grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting the 
operational or capital requirements of a particular program. Revenues that are not classified as 
program revenues, including all taxes, are presented as general revenues. 
 
The fund financial statements provide information about the District’s funds, with separate 

statements presented for each fund category. The emphasis of fund financial statements is on major 
governmental funds, each displayed in a separate column. All remaining governmental funds are 
aggregated and reported as nonmajor funds. 
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Proprietary fund operating revenues, such as charges for services, result from exchange 
transactions associated with the principal activity of the fund. Exchange transactions are those in 
which each party receives and gives up essentially equal values. Nonoperating revenues, such as 
subsidies and investment earnings, result from nonexchange transactions or ancillary activities. 

 
The District reports the following major governmental funds: 
 

The General Fund is the District's primary operating fund. It accounts for all financial 
resources except those required to be accounted for in another fund. Any fund 
balances are considered resources available for current operations. Major revenue 
sources include local property taxes, State funding under the Foundation School 

Program, the National School Lunch and Breakfast Programs and investment earnings. 
Expenditures include all costs associated with the daily operations of the District 
except for specific programs funded by the Federal or State government, debt service, 
and capital projects. 
 
The Title I Special Revenue Fund is used to account for the specific purpose of the 

Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) Title I program. A federal grant program passed 
through the Texas Education Agency (TEA). 
 

The Debt Service Fund accounts for resources accumulated and payments made for 
principal and interest in long-term general obligation debt of governmental funds. 

 
In addition, the District reports the following fund types: 

 
Governmental Funds: 
 
Special Revenue Funds account for the resources entitled to, or designated for, 
specific purposes by the District or a grantor. Most Federal and some State financial 
assistance are accounted for in Special Revenue Funds, and sometimes unused balances 
must be returned to the grantor at the close of specified project periods. 

 
Capital Projects Funds account for the proceeds from long-term debt financing to be 
used for authorized expenditures related to major capital acquisitions or construction 
activities. 

 
Proprietary Funds: 

 
Internal Service Funds are used to account for the District's Self-Funded Health 
Claims Program, the Self-Funded Workers' Compensation Program, and the Print 
Shop. Financing is provided by charges to and contributions from the District's General 
and Special Revenue Funds. 
 
Fiduciary Funds: 

 
The Private-Purpose Trust Fund accounts for scholarship resources held in trust for 
others where the principal and interest benefit the District or its students and former 
students. 
 
Agency Funds account for resources held for others in a custodial capacity by the 
District and consists of student activity funds that are the property of the various 

student clubs and associations. 
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C. Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting, and Financial Statement Presentation 
 

Government-wide, proprietary, and private-purpose trust fund financial statements are reported 
using the economic resources measurement focus. The Agency Fund is custodial in nature (assets 

equal liabilities) and do not involve measurement of results of operations. The government-wide, 
proprietary, and fiduciary fund financial statements are reported using the accrual basis of 
accounting. Revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded at the time liabilities 
are incurred, regardless of when the related cash flows take place. Nonexchange transactions, in 
which the District gives (or receives) value without directly receiving (or giving) equal value in 
exchange, include property taxes, grants, entitlements, and donations. On an accrual basis, 
revenue from property taxes is recognized in the fiscal year for which the taxes are levied. 

Revenue from grants, entitlements, and donations is recognized in the fiscal year in which all 
eligibility requirements have been satisfied. 

 
Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial resources 
measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. Under this method, revenues are 
recognized when measurable and available. The District considers all revenue available if it is 

collectible within 30 days after year-end. Revenues from local sources consist primarily of property 
taxes. Property tax revenues and revenues received from the state are recognized under the 
susceptible-to-accrual concept. Miscellaneous revenues are recorded as revenue when received in 

cash because they are generally not measurable until actually received. Investment earnings are 
recorded as earned, since they are both measurable and available. Expenditures are recorded when 
the related fund liability is incurred, except for principal and interest on general long-term debt, 
claims and judgments, and compensated absences, which are recognized as expenditures to the 

extent they have matured. General capital asset acquisitions are reported as expenditures in 
governmental funds. Proceeds of general long-term debt and acquisitions under capital leases are 
reported as other financing sources. 
 

D. Assets, Liabilities Deferred Outflows/Inflows of Resources and Net Position or Fund 
Balance 
 

Cash and cash equivalents 
 
For purposes of the statement of cash flows, highly liquid investments are considered to be cash 
equivalents if they have a maturity of three months or less when purchased. 

 
Investments 

 
The District reports investments in accordance with GASB Statement No. 31, "Accounting and 
Financial Reporting for Certain Investments and for External Investment Pools". Under the 
provisions of GASB Statement No. 31, "governmental entities, including governmental external 
investment pools should report investments at fair value in the balance sheet". Investment income 
includes unrealized gains and losses (representing the change in fair value) and is reported as 
revenues in the operating statement. Under the provisions of GASB No. 31, investments may be 

reported at amortized cost if the remaining maturity at time of purchase is one year or less, 
provided that the fair value of those investments is not significantly affected by the impairment of 
the credit standing of the issuer or by other factors. Accordingly, the District's investments in local 
government investment pools are reported at amortized cost and do not include any unrealized 
gains and losses. 
 
Property Taxes 

 
Property taxes are levied by October 1st on the assessed value listed as of the prior January 1st 
for all real and business personal property located in the District in conformity with Subtitle E, 
Texas Property Tax Code. Taxes are due upon receipt of the tax bill and are delinquent if not paid 
before February 1st of each year following the year in which imposed. On January 31st of each 
year, a tax lien attaches to property to secure the payment of all taxes, penalties, and interest 

ultimately imposed. The Board set maintenance and debt service tax rates of $1.0684 and 
$0.2299, respectively, per $100 of assessed valuation. The Bexar County Tax Assessor’s Office 
bills and collects the taxes for the District. The assessed values are established by the Bexar 
County Appraisal District. 
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Property taxes are measurable when levied and are considered available to be recorded as 
revenue if collectible within the current period or soon enough thereafter (within 60 days). The 
delinquent taxes collected in July and August 2020 net of refunds have been accrued consistent 
with the modified accrual basis of accounting. Property taxes receivable less the provision for 

uncollectible taxes are recorded as deferred inflows of resources unavailable revenue – property 
taxes. 
 
Current tax collections for the year ended June 30, 2020 were 91% of the year-end adjusted tax 
levy. Delinquent taxes are prorated between maintenance and debt service based on rates 
adopted for the year of the levy. Since the District is prohibited from writing off real property 
taxes receivable without specific statutory authority from the Texas Legislature, the District makes 

no provision for uncollectible real property taxes. The allowance for uncollectible taxes represents 
an estimate by the District of those personal property taxes receivable which will be written off as 
uncollectible in the future. 
 
Inventories 

 

Inventories of supplies and materials are accounted for under the consumption method. This 
method recognizes supplies and material expenditures at the time they are requisitioned from the 
District's warehouse. Inventories available at the balance sheet date are recorded at cost while 

inventories of food commodities are recorded at market values supplied by the USDA and are 
offset with unearned revenues. When requisitioned, inventory and unearned revenues are 
relieved, expenditures are charged, and revenue is recognized for an equal amount. Cost is 
determined principally by the weighted average cost method. 

 
Prepayments 

 
Certain payments to vendors reflect costs applicable to future accounting periods and are recorded 
as prepayments in both the government-wide and fund financial statements. The prepayment is 
relieved using the consumption method. 
 

Capital Assets 
 
Capital assets, which include land, construction in progress, buildings and improvements, 
equipment, and property under capital lease are reported in the governmental activities column in 

the government-wide financial statements. Capital assets are defined by the District as assets with 
an initial, individual cost of $5,000 or more and an estimated useful life in excess of five years. 

Such assets, except for E-Rate acquisitions, are recorded at historical cost or estimated historical 
cost if purchased or constructed. E-Rate acquisitions are recorded at discounted cost. Donated 
assets are valued at acquisition cost, which is the price that would have been paid to acquire an 
asset with equivalent service potential on the date of acquisition. 
 
The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the asset or 
materially extend asset lives are not capitalized. Major outlays for capital assets and 

improvements are capitalized as projects are performed. 
 
Buildings, building improvements, and equipment of the District are depreciated and property 
under capital lease is amortized using the straight-line method over the following estimated useful 
lives:

Compensated Absences 
 

The District adopts the State of Texas minimum personal leave program which consists of five 
days per year of personal leave with no limit in accumulation and no restrictions on transferability 

among school districts for District employees. The District provides an additional five days of local 
personal leave per year not to exceed a cumulative amount of 30 days. Since the District is unable 
to estimate how much leave will be used, no liability has been recorded in the financial 
statements. 
 
Interfund Activity 

 

Interfund activity results from loans, services provided, reimbursements or transfers between 
funds. Loans are reported as interfund receivables and payables as appropriate and are subject to 
elimination upon consolidation. Services provided, deemed to be at market or near market rates, 
are treated as revenues and expenditures or expenses. Reimbursements occur when one fund 
incurs a cost, charges the appropriate benefiting fund and reduces its related cost as a 
reimbursement. All other interfund transactions are treated as transfers. Transfers in and transfers 

out are netted and presented as a single “Transfers” line on the government-wide statement of 
activities. Similarly, interfund receivables and payables are netted and presented as a single 
“Internal Balances” line of the government-wide statement of net position. 

 
Long-term Obligations 

 
In the government-wide financial statements, long-term debt and other long-term obligations are 

reported as liabilities in the governmental activities statement of net position. Bond premiums and 
discounts are deferred and amortized over the life of the bonds using the straight-line method. 
Bonds payable are reported net of the applicable bond premium or discount. 
 
In the fund financial statements, governmental fund types recognize bond premiums and 
discounts during the current period. The face amount of debt issued is reported as other financing 
sources. Premiums received on debt issuances are reported as other financing sources while 

discounts on debt issuances are reported as other financing uses. 
 
Deferred outflows/inflows of resources 
 

In addition to assets, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a separate section 
for deferred outflows of resources. This separate financial statement element, deferred outflows of 

resources, represents a consumption of net position that applies to a future period(s) and so will 
not be recognized as an outflow of resources (expense/expenditure) until then. The District has 
two items that qualify for reporting in this category. It is deferred charge on refunding and 
deferred outflow related to TRS reported in the government-wide statement of net position. A 
deferred charge on refunding results from the difference in the carrying value of refunded debt 
and its reacquisition price. This amount is deferred and amortized over the shorter of the life of 
the refunded or refunding debt. The item related to TRS represents the District’s share of the 

unrecognized plan deferred outflow of resources which TRS uses in calculating the ending net 
pension and other post-employment benefit (OPEB) liabilities.  
 
In addition to liabilities, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a separate 
section for deferred inflows of resources. This separate financial statement element, deferred 
inflows or resources, represents an acquisition of net position that applies to a future period(s) 
and so will not be recognized as an inflow of resources (revenue) until that time. The District has 

two types of inflows, which arise only under a modified accrual basis of accounting that qualifies 
for reporting in this category. The governmental funds report unavailable revenues from one 
source: property taxes. These amounts are deferred and recognized as an inflow of resources in 
the period that the amounts become available. The District also recognizes their share of the 
unrecognized TRS plan deferred inflows of resources which TRS uses in calculating the ending net 
pension liability and other post-employment benefit (OPEB) liabilities. These items are reported in 

the government-wide statement of net position. 
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Pensions 
 

The fiduciary net position of the Teacher Retirement System of Texas (TRS) has been determined 
using the flow of economic resources measurement focus and full accrual basis of accounting. This 

includes for purposes of measuring the net pension liability, deferred outflows of resources and 
deferred inflows of resources related to pensions, pension expense, and information about assets, 
liabilities and additions to/deductions from TRS’s fiduciary net position. Benefit payments 
(including refunds of employee contributions) are recognized when due and payable in accordance 
with the benefit terms. Investments are reported at fair value. 
 
Other Post-Employment Benefits 

 
The fiduciary net position of the Teacher Retirement System of Texas (TRS) TRS Care Plan has 
been determined using the flow of economic resources measurement focus and full accrual basis 
of accounting. This includes for purposes of measuring the net OPEB liability, deferred outflows of 
resources and deferred inflows of resources related to other post-employment benefits, OPEB 
expense, and information about assets, liabilities and additions to/deductions from TRS Care’s 

fiduciary net position. Benefit payments are recognized when due and payable in accordance with 
the benefit terms. There are no investments as this is a pay-as you-go plan and all cash is held in 
a cash account. 

 
Net Position 

 
Net position represents the difference between assets, deferred outflows (inflows) of resources 

and liabilities. Net investment in capital assets consists of capital assets, net of accumulated 
depreciation, reduced by the outstanding balances of any borrowing used for the acquisition, 
construction or improvements of those assets, and adding back unspent proceeds. Net position is 
reported as restricted when there are limitations imposed on their use either through the enabling 
legislations adopted by the District or through external restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors 
or laws or regulations of other governments. 

 

Net Position Flow Assumption 
 

Sometimes the District will fund outlays for a particular purpose from both restricted (e.g., 
restricted bond and grant proceeds) and unrestricted resources. In order to calculate the amounts 

to report as restricted – net position and unrestricted – net position in the government-wide 
financial statements, a flow assumption must be made about the order in which the resources are 

considered applied. It is the District’s policy to consider restricted – net position to have been 
depleted before unrestricted – net position is applied. 
 
Fund Balance 

 
The governmental fund financial statements present fund balances based on classifications that 
comprise a hierarchy that is based primarily on the extent to which the District is bound to honor 

constraints on the specific purposes for which amounts in the respective governmental funds can 
be spent. The classifications used in the governmental fund financial statements are as follows: 
 
• Nonspendable: This classification includes amounts that cannot be spent because they are 

either (a) not in spendable form or (b) are legally or contractually required to be maintained 
intact. Nonspendable items are not expected to be converted to cash or are not expected to 
be converted to cash within the next year. 

 
• Restricted: This classification includes amounts for which constraints have been placed on the 

use of the resources either (a) externally imposed by creditors, grantors, contributors, or 
laws or regulations of other governments, or (b) imposed by law through constitutional 
provisions or enabling legislation. 

 

• Committed: amounts that can be used only for the specific purposes determined by a formal 
action of the government’s highest level of decision-making authority (the School Board). 

 
• Assigned: used by the government for specific purposes but do not meet the criteria to be 

classified as restricted or committed. 
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• Unassigned: This classification includes the residual fund balance for the General Fund. The 
unassigned classification also includes negative residual fund balance of any other 
governmental fund that cannot be eliminated by offsetting of assigned fund balance amounts. 

 

All commitments are to be approved by formal action by the Board prior to fiscal year-end, even 
though the amount may be determined subsequent to fiscal year-end. A commitment can only be 
modified or removed by the same formal action. When it is appropriate for fund balance to be 
assigned, the Board delegates the responsibility to assign funds to the Superintendent. 
Assignments may occur subsequent to fiscal year-end. 
 
The assigned fund balance in the general fund represents proceeds from a legal settlement to be 

used to remediate the Roosevelt and Las Palmas Elementary School campuses. 
 

Fund Balance Flow Assumption 
 

Sometimes the District will fund outlays for a particular purpose from both restricted (the total of 
committed, assigned, and unassigned fund balance). In order to calculate the amounts to report 

as restricted, committed, assigned, and unassigned fund balance in the governmental fund 
financial statements a flow assumption must be made about the order in which the resources are 
considered to be applied. It is the District’s policy to consider restricted fund balance to have been 

depleted before using any of the components of unrestricted fund balance. Further, when the 
components of unrestricted fund balance can be used for the same purpose, committed fund 
balance is depleted first, followed by assigned fund balance. Unassigned fund balance is applied 
last.  

 
Use of Estimates 
 
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles 
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect certain reported amounts 
and disclosures. Accordingly, actual results could differ from those estimates. 
 

Data Control Codes 
 
Data control codes appear in the rows and above the columns of certain financial statements. The 
TEA requires the display of these codes in the financial statements filed with TEA in order to ensure 

accuracy in building a statewide database for policy development and funding plans. 
 

 
 II. DETAILED NOTES ON ALL ACTIVITIES AND FUNDS 

 
A. Deposits and Investments 

 
The District’s funds are required to be deposited and invested under the terms of a depository 
contract. The depository bank deposits for safekeeping and trust with the District’s agent bank 

approved pledged securities in an amount sufficient to protect District funds on a day-to-day basis 
during the period of the contract. The pledge of approved securities is waived only to the extent of 
the depository bank’s dollar amount of Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (“FDIC”) insurance.

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Deposits 
 
The District’s funds are required to be deposited under the terms of a depository contract or invested 
under the terms of the Public Funds Investment Act (PFIA). The depository bank places approved 
pledged securities for safekeeping and trust with the District’s agent bank in an amount sufficient to 
protect District funds on a day-to-day basis. The pledge of approved securities is waived only to the 
extent of the depository bank’s Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC) coverage. Deposits 
were held with the contracted depository bank in demand and in interest bearing accounts. Deposits 
were secured at the balance sheet date by FDIC coverage and pledged U.S. Government securities 
held by the Bank of New York Mellon in the District’s name. Funds were properly secured at all times 
during the year.  
 
The following is disclosed regarding coverage of combined balances on the date of highest deposit: 
 

a. Name of Contracted Depository Bank: Wells Fargo Bank 
b. The highest combined balances of cash, savings, and time deposit accounts at the Wells 

Fargo Bank was $4,122,394 and occurred during December 2019. 
c. The total amount of FDIC coverage at the time of largest combined balance was $250,000. 
d. The amount of securities pledged as of the date of the highest combined balance on deposit 

was $16,312,084. 
 
At June 30, 2020, the net carrying amount of the District’s deposits was $1,645,118 and the bank 
balance was $1,960,966. The District’s cash deposits at June 30, 2020 and during the year then 
ended were entirely covered by FDIC insurance or by pledge collateral held by the District’s agent 
bank in the District’s name.

Investments 
 
The District is required by Government Code Chapter 2256, The Public Funds Investment Act, to 
adopt, implement, and publicize an investment policy. That policy must address the following areas: 
1) safety of principal and liquidity, 2) portfolio diversification, 3) allowable investments, 4) 
acceptable risk levels, 5) expected rates of return, 6) maximum allowable stated maturity of 
portfolio investments, 7) maximum average dollar-weighted maturity allowed based on the stated 
maturity date for the portfolio, 8) investment staff quality and capabilities, and 9) bid solicitation 
preferences for certificates of deposit. 
 
The Public Funds Investment Act (“Act”) requires an annual audit of investment practices. Audit 
procedures in this area conducted as a part of the audit of the basic financial statements disclosed 
that in the areas of investment practices, management reports an establishment of appropriate 
policies, the District adhered to the requirements of the Act. Additionally, investment practices of 
the District were in accordance with local policies. 
 
The Act determines the types of investments which are allowable for the District. These include, 
with certain restrictions, 1) obligations of the U. S. Treasury, U. S. agencies, and the State of 
Texas; 2) certificates of deposit; 3) certain municipal securities; 4) securities lending program; 5) 
repurchase agreements; 6) bankers’ acceptances; 7) mutual funds; 8) investment pools; 9) 
guaranteed investment contracts; and 10) commercial paper.

Interest Rate Risk — This is the risk that changes in market interest rates will adversely affect the 
fair value of an investment. Generally, the longer the maturity of an investment, the greater the 
sensitivity of its fair value to changes in market interest rates. In accordance with the District’s 
policy, one of the ways the District manages its exposure to interest rate risk is by investing in 
investment pools which have no stated maturity date; therefore, the funds are always available to 
meet operational needs.  
 

Credit Risk — This is the risk that a security issuer of an investment will not fulfill its obligation to 
the holder of the investment. This is measured by the assignment of a rating by a nationally 
recognized statistical rating organization. Presented below is the minimum rating required (where 

applicable) by the District’s investment policy and the Act and the actual rating as of June 30, 
2020 for each investment. 
 

Custodial Credit Risk — Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that, in the event of the failure 
of a depository financial institution, a government will not be able to recover its deposits or will 
not be able to recover collateral securities that are in the possession of an outside party. The 
custodial credit risk for investments is the risk that, in the event of the failure of the counterparty 
(e.g., broker-dealer) to a transaction, a government will not be able to recover the value of its 
investment or collateral securities that are in the possession of another party. The Act, the 
District’s investment policy, and Government Code Chapter 2257, Collateral for Public Funds, 

contain legal or policy requirements that would limit the exposure to custodial risk for deposits or 
investments. To be eligible to receive funds from and invest funds on behalf of an entity under this 
Chapter, a public funds investment pool created to function as a money market mutual fund must 
mark its portfolio to market daily and, to the extent reasonably possible, stabilize at a $1 net asset 
value. If the ratio of the market value of the portfolio divided by the book value of the portfolio is 
less than 0.995 or greater than 1.005, portfolio holdings shall be sold as necessary to maintain the 

ratio between 0.995 and 1.005. 

 
GASB Statement No. 72 – GASB Statement No. 72, Fair Value Measurement and Application 
requires that governments disclose information about fair value measurements, the level of fair 
value hierarchy, and valuation techniques for investments held by the government. GASB 
Statement No. 72 establishes a hierarchy of inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair 
value. That hierarchy has three levels. Level 1 inputs are quoted prices (unadjusted) in active 

markets for identical assets or liabilities. Level 2 inputs are inputs—other than quoted prices—
included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly or indirectly. 
Finally, Level 3 inputs are unobservable inputs. 
 
Because the District’s investments are restricted by policy and State law to active secondary 
markets, the market approach is used for valuation. The market approach uses prices and other 
relevant information generated by market transactions involving identical or comparable assets, 

liabilities, or a group of assets and liabilities. 
 

As of June 30, 2020, the District’s investments are reported at amortized cost in accordance with 
GASB Statement No. 31 and GASB Statement No. 72. 
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Public Funds Investment Pools 
 

Public funds investment pools in Texas (“Pools”) are established under the authority of the 
Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 79 of the Texas Government Code, and are subject to the 

provisions of the Public Funds Investment Act (the “Act”), Chapter 2256 of the Texas Government 
Code. In addition to other provisions of the Act designed to promote liquidity and safety of 
principal, the Act requires Pools to: 1) have an advisory board composed of participants in the 
pool and other persons who do not have a business relationship with the pool and are qualified to 
advise the pool; 2) maintain a continuous rating of no lower than AAA or AAA-m or an equivalent 
rating by at least one nationally recognized rating service; and 3) maintain the market value of its 
underlying investment portfolio within one-half of one percent of the value of its shares. 

 
B. Due From Other Governments 

 
The District participates in a variety of local, state, and federal programs from which it receives 
grants to partially or fully finance certain activities. In addition, the District receives entitlements 
from the State through the School Foundation Program, the Per Capita Program, the Instructional 

Facilities Allotment (IFA), and the Existing Debt Allotment (EDA) Program. Amounts due from 
state and federal governments as of June 30, 2020 are summarized below.

General Obligation Bonds 
 

The District issues general obligation bonds for the governmental activities to provide funds for the 

acquisition, construction and equipping of major capital facilities. General obligation bonds are 
direct obligations and pledge the full faith and credit of the District. Current principal and interest 
requirements are payable from future revenues of the Debt Service Fund which consists principally 
of property taxes collected by the District, interest earnings, and State funds. 
 

The State of Texas enacted in 1997 and in 1999 the Instructional Facilities Allotment (IFA) and the 
Existing Debt Allotment (EDA) Programs, whereby the District received State funds of $3,975,931 
in the current year for the annual debt service requirements of its general obligation debt. 
Although future funding is subject to future State legislative appropriations, the State guarantees 
IFA state aid for the life of the District’s eligible debt as well as for the EDA programs which will 
become part of the baseline budget for TEA. However, in the event that the legislature does not 
appropriate adequate funds for the IFA and EDA programs, the statute directs the Texas 

Commissioner of Education to make a transfer from the School Foundation Program (SFP) in an 
amount sufficient to cover the required payments of the State. This transfer is required by statute 
and is not subject to the discretion of the Texas Commissioner of Education. This transfer would 
have the effect of slightly reducing the SFP distribution to all school districts in the state during the 

fiscal year in which the transfer takes place. 
 
Refunding Bonds 

 
In previous years, the District issued refunding bonds to legally defease certain outstanding 
general obligation bonds. The net proceeds were deposited in an irrevocable trust account to 
provide future debt service payments on the refunded obligations. The refunded obligations 
represent a legal defeasance and are no longer a liability of the District; therefore, they are not 
included in the District’s financial statements. At June 30, 2020, there were no defeased bonds 

outstanding. 
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The District has not defaulted on any principal or interest payments. There are a number of 
limitations and restrictions contained in the general obligation bond indentures. Management has 
indicated that the District is in compliance with all significant limitations and restrictions on June 
30, 2020. A summary of bonds that are outstanding at year-end are as follows:

All payments on the long-term liabilities are made by the General Fund, except for the bonds 
payable, which are being repaid directly from the Debt Service Fund. Claims liability will be 

liquidated through the District’s Self-Insurance Internal Service Fund. The Self-Insurance Fund will 
finance the payment of those claims by charging the other funds based on management’s 
assessment of the relative insurance risk that should be assumed by individual funds.

Maintenance Tax Notes 

 
On November 28, 2017, the District issued $11,500,000 Limited Maintenance Tax Qualified Energy 
Conservation Notes, Taxable Series 2017 (the Notes). The Notes were issued pursuant to the 
Constitution and general laws of the State of Texas, particularly Section 45.108 of the Texas 
Education Code, as amended, and the resolution adopted by the School Board of the District on, 
the date of sale of the Notes. The Notes are considered direct obligations of the District, payable 

from available funds of the District, including but not limited to the ad valorem taxes levied by the 
District for maintenance purposes, within the limitations of the District’s maintenance tax 
authority. 
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The Notes have been designated as "qualified energy conservation bonds" (QECN) pursuant to 
Section 54D(a)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. The Notes will be “qualified 
tax credit bonds” under Section 54A of the Code. The District has made an irrevocable election to 
treat the Notes as "specified tax credit bonds" pursuant to Section 6431(f)(3)(B) of the Code; as a 

result the District is eligible to receive a direct subsidy from the United States Department of the 
Treasury in an amount equal to the lesser of (1) 100% of the interest payable on the interest 
payment date or (2) 70% of the amount of interest which would have been payable under such 
Note if interest were determined at the applicable interest rate posted by the United States 
Department of the Treasury, Bureau of the Fiscal Service effective for the date of sale of the 
Notes. The applicable interest rate under (2) is posted at the Treasury Direct internet site 
https://www.treasurydirect.gov/GA-SL/SLGS/selectQTCDate.htm. The subsidy is subject to 

reduction due to sequestration. The Subsidy Payments will be deposited directly on the District’s 
behalf to the “Debt Subsidy Subaccount” and used to pay debt service. As a result of the District's 
designations and elections entitling it to the receipt of the Subsidy Payments, no owner of the 
Notes will be entitled to a tax credit as a result of its ownership of a Note. 
 
The proceeds from the sale of the Notes will be used for the purpose of paying lawful maintenance 

expenses of the District, including the repair, rehabilitation, renovation, replacement, equipping 
and construction of various existing school facilities, including but not limited to, heating and air 
conditioning system improvements, and to pay costs of issuance.

Capital Leases Payable 
 

On September 01, 2018, the District entered into a master lease/purchase agreement (the lease 
in the amount of $1,403,446 with 4.85% incurred interest with Dell Financial Services, LLC 

(lessor) for the lease of information technology equipment. The agreement meets the definition of 
a capital lease for accounting purposes and is recorded at the present value of the future minimum 
lease payments at the date of inception. The agreement is payable over 3 years with annual 
payments of $490,154 with a final maturity date of September 2020. The District acquired 
equipment totaling $1,403,446, and since ownership of the equipment transfers to the District at 

the end of the lease term, it is included in capital assets in the amount of $1,403,446 as property 
under capital lease. The related amortization is included in accumulated depreciation/amortization 
in the amount of $194,923 in property under capital lease. 
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On August 05, 2018, the District entered into a master lease/purchase agreement (the lease) in 
the amount of $286,108 with 4.438% incurred interest with CTWP Digital Solutions for the lease of 
information technology equipment. The lease meets the definition of a capital lease for accounting 
purposes and is recorded at the present value of the future minimum lease payments of $286,108 
at the date of inception. The agreement is payable from the District’s General Fund over 3 years 
with monthly payments of $8,503. The final maturity date is July 30, 2021. Ownership of the 
equipment transfers to the District at the end of the lease term; therefore, it is included in capital 
assets in the amount of $286,108 as property under capital lease. At June 30, 2020 the related 
amortization is included as accumulated depreciation/amortization in the amount of $95,369 in 
property under capital lease. 
 
On December 1, 2016, the District entered into two master lease/purchase agreement 
(agreement) in the amount of $158,263 and $108,411 totaling $266,674 with 6.83% incurred 
interest with Dell Financial Services, LLC (lessor) for the lease of information technology 
equipment. The agreement meets the definition of a capital lease for accounting purposes and is 
recorded at the present value of the future minimum lease payments at the date of inception. The 
agreement is payable from the District’s General Fund over 5 years with annual payments of 
$35,969 and $24,638 with final maturity date of December 2020. The District acquired equipment 
totaling $266,674, and since ownership of the equipment transfers to the District at the end of the 
lease term, it is included in capital assets in the amount of $266,674 as property under capital 
lease. The related amortization is included in accumulated depreciation/amortization in the 
amount of $53,335 in property under capital lease.

G. Risk Management  
 

The District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of damage to and destruction 
of assets; errors and omissions; and natural disasters of which the District carries commercial 
insurance. The District established a limited risk management program for workers' compensation 
in 1989. "Premiums" are paid into the Internal Service Fund by General and Other funds based on 
actuarial estimates which consider the available net resources. The “Premiums” and available net 
resources are used to pay claims, administrative costs of the program and to establish claim 
reserves. 
 
During fiscal year 2020, a total of $910,943 was incurred in benefits and operating costs. An 
excess coverage insurance policy covers individual claims in excess of $450,000 up to a maximum 
limit of $1,000,000 for any one event. 
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The District holds aggregate excess insurance as follows:

Claims payable reported in the amount of $1,204,071 was determined based on the requirements 
of GASB Statement No. 10 as amended by GASB Statement No. 30 which requires that a liability 
for claims be reported if information prior to the issuance of the financial statements and the 
amount  if the loss can be reasonably estimated. The liability includes provisions for the following: 
 

 Reserves on open claims on an individual case basis 
 The expected ultimate value of future development on reported claims 
 The expected ultimate value of claims yet to be reported 
 The expected ultimate value of reopened claims 
 The allocated loss adjustment expenses; and 
 Net of projected recoveries from excess insurance, salvage, and subrogation. 

 
The carrying amount of the liability is presented at an undiscounted rate. 
 
There were no settlements in excess of insurance coverage in any of the prior three years.

H. Defined Benefit Pension Plan 

 
Plan Description. Edgewood Independent School District participates in a cost-sharing multiple-
employer defined benefit pension that has a special funding situation. The plan is administered by 
the Teacher Retirement System of Texas (TRS). It is a defined benefit pension plan established and 
administered in accordance with the Texas Constitution, Article XVI, Section 67 and Texas 
Government Code, Title 8, Subtitle C. The pension trust fund is a qualified pension trust under 
Section 401(a) of the Internal Revenue Code. The Texas Legislature establishes benefits and 
contribution rates within the guidelines of the Texas Constitution. The pension’s Board of Trustees 
does not have the authority to establish or amend benefit terms. 

 
All employees of public, state-supported educational institutions in Texas who are employed for 
one-half or more of the standard workload and who are not exempted from membership under 
Texas Government Code, Title 8, Section 822.002 are covered by the system. 

 
Pension Plan Fiduciary Net Position. Detailed information about the Teacher Retirement 
System’s fiduciary net position is available in a separately issued Comprehensive Annual Financial 
Report that includes financial statements and required supplementary information. That report may 
be obtained at www.trs.texas.gov or by writing to TRS at 1000 Red River Street, Austin, TX, 
78701-2698. 
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Benefits Provided. TRS provides service and disability retirement, as well as death and survivor 
benefits, to eligible employees (and their beneficiaries) of public and higher education in Texas. 
The pension formula is calculated using 2.3 percent (multiplier) times the average of the five 
highest annual creditable salaries times years of credited service to arrive at the annual standard 

annuity except for members who are grandfathered, the three highest annual salaries are used. 
The normal service retirement is at age 65 with 5 years of credited service or when the sum of the 
member’s age and years of credited service equals 80 or more years. Early retirement is at age 55 
with 5 years of service credit or earlier than 55 with 30 years of service credit. There are additional 
provisions for early retirement if the sum of the member’s age and years of service credit total at 
least 80, but the member is less than age 60 or 62 depending on date of employment, or if the 
member was grandfathered in under a previous rule. There are no automatic post-employment 

benefit changes; including automatic COLAs. Ad hoc post-employment benefit changes, including 
ad hoc COLAs can be granted by the Texas Legislature as noted in the Plan description above. 
 
Texas Government Code section 821.006 prohibits benefit improvements, if, as a result of the 
particular action, the time required to amortize TRS’ unfunded actuarial liabilities would be 
increased to a period that exceeds 31 years, or, if the amortization period already exceeds 31 

years, the period would be increased by such action.  
 
In May 2019, the 86th Texas Legislature approved the TRS Pension Reform Bill (Senate Bill 12) 

that provides for gradual contribution increases from the state, participating employers and active 
employees to make the pension fund actuarially sound. This action causing the pension fund to be 
actuarially sound, allowed the legislature to approve funding for a 13th check in September 2019. 
All eligible members retired as of December 31, 2018 received an extra annuity check in either the 

matching amount of their monthly annuity or $2,000, whichever was less. 
 
Contributions. Contribution requirements are established or amended pursuant to Article 16, 
section 67 of the Texas Constitution which requires the Texas legislature to establish a member 
contribution rate of not less than 6% of the member’s annual compensation and a state 
contribution rate of not less than 6% and not more than 10% of the aggregate annual 
compensation paid to members of the system during the fiscal year.  

 
Employee contribution rates are set in state statute, Texas Government Code 825.402. The TRS 
Pension Reform Bill (Senate Bill 12) of the 86th Texas Legislature amended Texas Government 
Code 825.402 for member contributions and increased employee and employer contribution rates 

for fiscal years 2020 thru 2025.

Contributors to the plan include members, employers and the State of Texas as the only non- 

employer contributing entity. The State is the employer for senior colleges, medical schools and 
state agencies including TRS. In each respective role, the State contributes to the plan in 
accordance with state statutes and the General Appropriations Act (GAA).  
 

As the non-employer contributing entity for public education and junior colleges, the State of Texas 
contributes to the retirement system an amount equal to the current employer contribution rate 
times the aggregate annual compensation of all participating members of the pension trust fund 

during that fiscal year reduced by the amounts described below which are paid by the employers. 
Employers (public school, junior college, other entities or the State of Texas as the employer for 
senior universities and medical schools) are required to pay the employer contribution rate in the 
following instances: 

 
• On the portion of the member's salary that exceeds the statutory minimum for members 

entitled to the statutory minimum under Section 21.402 of the Texas Education Code. 
 

• During a new member’s first 90 days of employment. 
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• When any part or all of an employee’s salary is paid by federal funding sources, a privately 
sponsored source, from non-educational and general, or local funds. 

 
• When the employing district is a public junior college or junior college district, the 

employer shall contribute to the retirement system an amount equal to 50% of the state 
contribution rate for certain instructional or administrative employees; and 100% of the 
state contribution rate for all other employees. 

 
• When the employing district is a public or charter school, the employer shall contribute 

1.5% of covered payroll to the pension fund beginning in fiscal year 2020. This 
contribution rate called the Public Education Employer Contribution will replace the Non 

(OASDI) surcharge that was in effect in fiscal year 2019.  
 

In addition to the employer contributions listed above, there are two additional surcharges an 
employer is subject to. 
 

• When employing a retiree of the Teacher Retirement System the employer shall pay both 

the member contribution and the state contribution as an employment after retirement 
surcharge.  

 

• When a school district or charter school does not contribute to the Federal Old-Age, 
Survivors and Disability Insurance (OASDI) Program for certain employees, they must 
contribute 1.5% of the state contribution rate for certain instructional or administrative 
employees; and 100% of the state contribution rate for all other employees. This 

surcharge was in effect through fiscal year 2019 and was replaced with the Public 
Education Employer Contribution explained above. 

 
Actuarial Assumptions. The total pension liability in the August 31, 2018 actuarial valuation 
rolled forward to August 31, 2019 was determined using the following actuarial assumptions:

The actuarial methods and assumptions are used in the determination of the total pension liability 

are the same assumptions used in the actuarial valuation as of August 31, 2018. For a full 
description of these assumptions, please see the actuarial valuation report dated November 9, 
2018.  
 
Discount Rate. A single discount rate of 7.25 percent was used to measure the total pension 

liability. The single discount rate was based on the expected rate of return on plan investments of 
7.25 percent. The projection of cash flows used to determine this single discount rate assumed that 

contributions from active members, employers and the non-employer contributing entity will be 
made at the rates set by the legislature during the 2019 session. It is assumed that future 
employer and state contributions will be 8.50 percent of payroll in fiscal year 2020 gradually 
increasing to 9.55 percent of payroll over the next several years. This includes all employer and 
state contributions for active and rehired retirees.  
 
Based on those assumptions, the pension plan’s fiduciary net position was projected to be available 

to make all future benefit payments of current plan members. Therefore, the long-term expected 
rate of return on pension plan investments was applied to all projected benefit payments to 
determine the total pension liability. 
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The long-term rate of return on pension plan investments in 7.25%. The long-term expected rate 
of return on pension plan investments was determined using a building-block method in which 
best-estimates ranges of expected future real rates of return (expected returns, net of pension plan 
investment expense and inflation) are developed for each major asset class. These ranges are 

combined to produce the long-term expected rate of return by weighting the expected future real 
rates of return by the target asset allocation percentage and by adding expected inflation. Best 
estimates of geometric real rates of return for each major asset class included in the Systems 
target asset allocation as of August 31, 2019 are summarized below:

2019 and the total pension liability used to calculate the net pension liability was determined by an 
actuarial valuation as of that date. The employer’s proportion of the net pension liability was based 
on the employer’s contributions to the pension plan relative to the contributions of all employers to 
the plan for the period September 1, 2018 thru August 31, 2019. 
 
At August 31, 2019 the employer’s proportion of the collective net pension liability was 
0.0837704011% which was an increase of 0.0036628420% from its proportion measured as of 

August 31, 2018. 
 
Changes Since the Prior Actuarial Valuation.  
 

• The single discount rate as of August 31, 2018 was a blended rate of 6.907 percent and 
that has changed to the long-term rate of return of 7.25 percent as of August 31, 2019. 

 
• With the enactment of SB 3 by the 2019 Texas Legislature, an assumption has been made 

about how this would impact future salaries. It is assumed that eligible active members will 
each receive a $2,700 increase in fiscal year 2020. This is in addition to the salary increase 
expected in the actuarial assumptions.  

 
• The Texas legislature approved funding for a 13th check. All eligible members retired as of 

December 31, 2018 will receive an extra annuity check in September 2019 in either the 
matching amount of their monthly annuity payment or $2,000, whichever is less. 

 

For the year ended June 30, 2020, the District recognized pension expense of $14,794,764 and 
revenue of $6,876,530 for support provided by the State.

I. Defined Other Post-Employment Benefit Plans 
 

Plan Description. Edgewood Independent School District participates in the Texas Public School 
Retired Employees Group Insurance Program (TRS-Care). It is a multiple-employer, cost-sharing 
defined Other Post-Employment Benefit (OPEB) plan that has a special funding situation. The plan 
is administered through a trust by the Teacher Retirement System of Texas (TRS) Board of 
Trustees. It is established and administered in accordance with the Texas Insurance Code, 
Chapter 1575. 

 

OPEB Plan Fiduciary Net Position. Detail information about the TRS-Care’s fiduciary net 
position is available in the separately issued TRS Comprehensive Annual Financial Report that 
includes financial statements and required supplementary information. That report may be 
obtained on the Internet at http://www.trs.state.tx.us/about/documents/cafr.pdf#CAFR; by 
writing to TRS at 1000 Red River Street, Austin, TX, 78701-2698; or by calling (512) 542-6592. 
 

Benefits Provided. TRS-Care provides health insurance coverage to retirees from public schools, 
charter schools, regional education service centers and other educational districts who are 
members of the TRS pension plan. Optional dependent coverage is available for an additional fee. 
 
Eligible non-Medicare retirees and their dependents may enroll in TRS-Care Standard, a high-
deductible health plan. Eligible Medicare retirees and their dependents may enroll in the TRS-Care 
Medicare Advantage medical plan and the TRS-Care Medicare Rx prescription drug plan. To qualify 

for TRS-Care coverage, a retiree must have at least 10 years of service credit in the TRS pension 
system. The Board of Trustees is granted the authority to establish basic and optional group 
insurance coverage for participants as well as to amend benefit terms as needed under Chapter 

1575.052. There are no automatic post-employment benefit changes; including automatic COLAs.

Contributions. Contribution rates for the TRS-Care plan are established in state statute by the 
Texas Legislature, and there is no continuing obligation to provide benefits beyond each fiscal 

year. The TRS-Care plan is currently funded on a pay-as-you-go basis and is subject to change 
based on available funding. Funding for TRS-Care is provided by retiree premium contributions 
and contributions from the state, active employees, and school districts based upon public school 
district payroll. The TRS Board of trustees does not have the authority to set or amend 
contribution rates. 
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Texas Insurance Code, section 1575.202 establishes the state’s contribution rate which is 1.25% 
of the employee’s salary. Section 1575.203 establishes the active employee’s rate which is .75% 
of pay. Section 1575.204 establishes an employer contribution rate of not less than 0.25 percent 
or not more than 0.75 percent of the salary of each active employee of the public. The actual 

employer contribution rate is prescribed by the Legislature in the General Appropriations Act. The 
following table shows contributions to the TRS-Care plan by type of contributor.

Contributing Entity in the amount of $73.6 million in fiscal year 2019.

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Other Information. In this valuation, the impact of the Cadillac Tax that is returning in fiscal 
year 2023, has been calculated as a portion of the trend assumption. Assumptions and methods 
used to determine the impact of the Cadillac Tax include: 
 

• 2018 thresholds of $850/$2,292 were indexed annually by 2.30 percent. 
 

• Premium data submitted was not adjusted for permissible exclusions to the Cadillac Tax. 
 

• There were no special adjustments to the dollar limit other than those permissible for non-
Medicare retirees over 55. 

 

Discount Rate. A single discount rate of 2.63% was used to measure the total OPEB liability. 
There was an increase of 1.06 percent in the discount rate since the previous year. Because the 
plan is essentially a “pay-as-you-go” plan, the single discount rate is equal to the prevailing 
municipal bond rate. The projection of cash flows used to determine the discount rate assumed 
that contributions from active members and those of the contributing employers and the non-
employer contributing entity are made at the statutorily required rates. Based on those 

assumptions, the OPEB plan’s fiduciary net position was projected to not be able to make all future 
benefit payments of current plan members. Therefore, the municipal bond rate was applied to all 
periods of projected benefit payments to determine the total OPEB liability.

The following were changes to the actuarial 
assumptions or other inputs that affected measurement of the Total OPEB liability since the prior 
measurement period:  

 

• The discount rate changed from 3.69 percent as of August 31, 2018 to 2.63 percent as of 
August 31, 2019. This change increased the TOL. 

 
• The health care trend rates were reset to better reflect the plan’s anticipated experience.

• The participation rate for pre-65 retirees was lowered from 70 percent to 65 percent. The 

participation rate for post-65 retirees was lowered from 75 percent to 50 percent. 25 
percent of pre-65 retirees are assumed to discontinue their coverage at age 65. There was 
no lapse assumption in the prior valuation. These changes decreased the TOL. 

 
• The percentage of retirees who are assumed to have two-person coverage was lowered 

from 20 percent to 15 percent. In addition, the participation assumption for the surviving 

spouses of employees that die while actively employed was lowered from 20 percent to 10 
percent. These changes decreased the TOL. 

 

• Change of Benefit Terms Since the Prior Measurement Date- There were no changes in 
benefit terms since the prior measurement date.

J. Health Care Coverage 
 
As of January 1, 2017, the District implemented a fully insured employee health and life insurance 
care plan. Under the fully insured health care plan during the year ended June 30, 2020, the 
District contributed a range of $375 per month for each employee to the plan of which $1.35 was 
for life insurance. Employees, at their option, authorize payroll deductions to pay for health 

insurance premiums for dependents. Total District contributions towards premiums for health care 
coverage for the fully insured plan during the year were $5,883,849.

In previous years, the District established the Health Claims Self-insurance fund, an internal 
service fund to account for and finance its uninsured risk of loss from health claims of District 
employees, their spouses and dependents. Under the program, the District provided coverage for 
up to a maximum of $200,000 per claim. The District purchased stop-loss coverage to provide a 

maximum limit of $1,000,000. During fiscal year 2020, a total of $92,584 was incurred in benefits 
and operating costs. The provision for unpaid self-insurance losses is included as claims payable of 
the internal service fund. The liability is based upon claim experience and the projected time lag in 
settling such claims and actual claims paid after year end. In prior years, the District contributed 
to the health insurance fund a payment of $320 per month per covered employee. Under the plan 
the employee could elect coverage under different plan options and could elect coverage for 
dependents which result in the collection of employee payroll deductions to cover the excess cost 

of the selected options and dependent care coverage. 
 
All funds of the District ceased participation in the program as of December 31, 2016. Therefore, 
only available net resources were used to pay claims, administrative costs of the program during 
the fiscal year ended June 30, 2020. 
 

Claims payable was determined based on the requirements of GASB Statement No. 10 as 
amended by GASB Statement No. 30 which requires that a liability for claims be reported if 
information prior to the issuance of the financial statements and the amount of the loss can be 

reasonably estimated.

K. Medicare Part D – On-behalf Payments 
 

Federal legislation enacted in January 2006 established prescription drug coverage for Medicare 
beneficiaries known as Medicare Part D. One provision of the law allows TRS-Care to receive 
retiree drug subsidy payments from the federal government to offset certain prescription drug 
expenditures for eligible participants. These payments totaled $324,869, $296,392, and $242,769 
for fiscal years 2020, 2019, and 2018, respectively. Revenue and expenditures equal to the 

amount paid by the federal government were recognized during the fiscal year. 
 

L. Commitments and Contingencies 
 

Litigation 
 

The District is the defendant in a number of lawsuits arising principally in the normal course of 
operations. In the opinion of management, the outcome of these lawsuits will not have a material 
adverse effect on the accompanying combined financial statements and accordingly, no provision 
for losses has been recorded. 

 
Grant Programs  
 

The District participates in numerous state and federal grant programs, which are governed by 
various rules and regulations of the grantor agencies. Costs charged to the respective grant 
programs are subject to audit and adjustment by the grantor agencies; therefore, to the extent 
that the District has not complied with the rules and regulations governing the grants, refunds of 
any money received may be required and collectability of any related receivable at June 30, 2020, 
may be impaired. In the opinion of the District, there are no significant contingent liabilities 
relating to compliance with the rules and regulations governing the respective grants; therefore, 

no provision has been recorded in the accompanying financial statements for such contingencies. 
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Construction Commitments 
 

An encumbrance system of accounting is maintained to account for commitments from approved 
purchase orders and contracts. The end-of-year construction contract commitments for the District 

were $1,092,603. 
 

M. New Accounting Standards 

 
Significant new accounting standards issued by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board 
(GASB) not yet implemented by the District include the following: 
 
Statement No. 84, Fiduciary Activities – This Statement improves guidance regarding the 

identification of fiduciary activities for accounting and financial reporting purposes and how those 
activities should be reported. The focus is generally on whether a government is controlling the 
assets of the fiduciary activity and on the beneficiaries with whom a fiduciary relationship exists. This 
Statement will become effective for the District in fiscal year 2021. 
 
Statement No. 87, Leases – This Statement will improve the accounting and financial reporting for 

leases by governments by requiring recognition of certain lease assets and liabilities previously 

classifies as operating leases. It establishes a single model for lease accounting based on the 
principle that leases are financing the right to use an underlying asset. Under the Statement a lessee 
is required to recognize a lease liability and an intangible right-to-use asset, and a lessor is required 
to recognize a lease receivable and a deferred inflow of resource, enhancing the relevance and 
consistency of information about leasing activities. This Statement will become effective for the 
District in fiscal year 2022. 

 
N. Prior Period Adjustments 

 
The District had recorded unearned revenue for an EFA payment that came in several fiscal years 
ago.  The District was concerned that the money would eventually have to be given back to the 
Texas Education Agency.  Due to the concern, they put the balance of that revenue in unearned 
revenue.  In FY 20, it was apparent that the money was the District’s and therefore, an addition to 
fund balance in the debt service fund of $904,840 was made.  The District also had understated the 

balance of claims and estimated claims payable in the Worker’s Compensation Internal Service Fund.  
The effect of correcting that was to decrease net position in the internal service fund by $426,484.  

In FY 2019, the District switched from an August 31 year-end to a June 30 year-end.  In FY 19, the 
District recognized 12 months of depreciation instead of 10 months.  The effect of correcting that 
was an increase to net position of $945,885.

NOTES TO BUDGETARY INFORMATION 
 

The Board adopts an "appropriated budget" on a basis consistent with GAAP for the General Fund, 
Debt Service Fund and the Child Nutrition Program (which is included in the General Fund). The 
budget for the Debt Service Fund is adopted by the fund type as a whole rather than for each 
individual debt service fund. The District is required to present the adopted and final amended 
budgeted revenues and expenditures for each of these funds. The budgets are prepared using the 
modified accrual basis of accounting. 
 

The following procedures are followed in establishing the budgetary data reflected in the financial statements: 
 

• Prior to June 20th, the District prepares a budget for the next succeeding fiscal year beginning July 1. 
The operating budget includes proposed expenditures and the means of financing them. 
 

• A meeting of the Board is then called for the purpose of adopting the proposed budget. At least ten 

days but not more than thirty days public notice of the meeting is required. 
 

• Prior to July 1st, the budget is legally enacted through passage of a resolution by the Board. 

 
Once a budget is approved, it can only be amended at the function and fund level by approval of a 
majority of the members of the Board. Amendments are presented to the Board; each amendment 
must have Board approval. As required by law, such amendments are made before the fact, are 

reflected in the official minutes of the Board, and are not made after fiscal year end. 
 
Each budget is controlled by the Superintendent at the revenue and expenditure functional and object 
level.

We  have  represented  Edgewood  Independent  School  District  (the  “District”)  as  its  bond  counsel  in 

connection with an issue of bonds (the “Bonds”) described as follows: 

EDGEWOOD  INDEPENDENT  SCHOOL  DISTRICT  UNLIMITED  TAX 
REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES 2021A, dated as of June 15, 2021. 

The Bonds mature, bear interest and may be transferred and exchanged 
as set out in the Bonds and in the bond order adopted by the Board of 
Trustees of the District authorizing their issuance (the “Bond Order”) and 
a pricing certificate executed pursuant to the authority delegated in the 
Bond Order (the “Pricing Certificate,” and, together with the Bond Order, 
the  “Order”).    The  Bonds  are  subject  to  redemption  prior  the  stated 
maturity thereof as provided in the Order. 

We have  represented  the District  as bond  counsel  for  the  sole  purpose of  rendering  an opinion with 

respect to the legality and validity of the Bonds under the Constitution and laws of the State of Texas and 

with  respect  to  the  excludability  of  interest  on  the  Bonds  from  gross  income  for  federal  income  tax 

purposes.  We have not investigated or verified original proceedings, records, data or other material, but 

have relied solely upon the transcript of proceedings described in the following paragraph.  We have not 

assumed any responsibility with  respect  to  the  financial  condition or capabilities of  the District or  the 

disclosure thereof in connection with the sale of the Bonds.   Our role in connection with the District’s 

Official Statement prepared for use in connection with the sale of the Bonds has been limited as described 

therein.   Capitalized  terms used herein, unless otherwise defined, have  the meanings  set  forth  in  the 

Order. 

In our capacity as bond counsel, we have participated in the preparation of and have examined a transcript 

of certified proceedings pertaining to the Bonds, which contains certified copies of certain proceedings of 

the District; a certain escrow agreement (the “Escrow Agreement”) between the District and UMB Bank, 

N.A.,  Austin,  Texas,  as  escrow  agent  (the  “Escrow  Agent”);  a  sufficiency  certificate  (the  “Sufficiency 

Certificate”) from Hilltop Securities Inc., financial advisor to the District, certifying as to the sufficiency of 

the deposits made with the Escrow Agent; customary certificates of officers, agents and representatives

of the District and other public officials; and other certified showings relating to the authorization and 

issuance of the Bonds.   We also have analyzed such laws, regulations, guidance, documents and other 

materials as we have deemed necessary to render the opinions herein.   Moreover, we have examined 

executed Bond No. T‐1 of this issue. 

In providing  the opinions set  forth herein, we have relied on representations and certifications of  the 

District and other parties involved with the issuance of the Bonds with respect to matters solely within 

the knowledge of the District and such parties, which we have not independently verified.  In addition, we 

have  assumed  for  purposes  of  this  opinion  continuing  compliance  with  the  covenants  in  the  Order, 

including, but not limited to, covenants relating to the tax‐exempt status of the Bonds. We have further 

relied upon the Report regarding the mathematical accuracy of certain computations. 

Based on such examination, it is our opinion that: 

A. The transcript of certified proceedings evidences complete legal authority for the issuance of the 
Bonds in full compliance with the Constitution and laws of the State of Texas presently effective and, 
therefore, the Bonds constitute valid and legally binding obligations of the District; 

B. A continuing ad valorem tax, without limit as to rate or amount, has been levied on all taxable 
property in the District and pledged irrevocably to the payment of the principal of and interest on the 
Bonds; and 

C. Firm banking and financial arrangements have been made for the discharge and final payment of 
the  Refunded Bonds  pursuant  to  the  Escrow Agreement  and,  therefore,  the  Refunded Bonds  are 
deemed to be fully paid and no longer outstanding except for the purpose of being paid from the 
funds provided therefor in the Escrow Agreement. 

D. Interest on the Bonds  is excludable  from gross  income for  federal  income tax purposes under 
section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  In addition, interest on the Bonds is 
not a specific preference item for purposes of the alternative minimum tax. 

The rights of owners of the Bonds are subject to the applicable provisions of the federal bankruptcy laws 
and any other similar laws affecting the rights of creditors of political subdivisions generally, and may be 
limited by general principles of equity which permit the exercise of judicial discretion. 

Except as stated above, we express no opinion as to the amount of interest on the Bonds or any federal, 
state or  local tax consequences resulting from the receipt or accrual of  interest on, or the acquisition, 
ownership or disposition of, the Bonds.  This opinion is specifically limited to the laws of the State of Texas 
and, to the extent applicable, the laws of the United States of America.  Further, in the event that the 
representations  of  the  District  and  other  parties  or  the  Report  are  determined  to  be  inaccurate  or 
incomplete or the District fails to comply with the covenants of the Order, interest on the Bonds could 
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become includable in gross income for federal income tax purposes from the date of the original delivery 
of the Bonds, regardless of the date on which the event causing such inclusion occurs. 

Our opinions are based on existing  law and our knowledge of  facts as of  the date hereof and may be 

affected by certain actions that may be taken or omitted on a later date.  We assume no duty to update 

or supplement our opinions, and this opinion letter may not be relied upon in connection with any changes 

to the law or facts, or actions taken or omitted, after the date hereof.
