2- Harmony Science Academy - Cedar Park will be a unique campus focusing on reading
and literacy skills with an emphasis on building stamina in comprehending non
fiction/expository text. In all aspects of life we are faced with deciphering non-fiction
text, such as guides, manuals, or even maps and recipes. In upper grade levels,
students are faced with reading and deciphering procedural text in science and historical
text in social studies. While working on fine/gross motor and social/emotional skills,
students will be developing a deeper level of foundational reading skills to improve their
text comprehension, analysis and inferencing skills. Fostering these skills will provide



students with the ability to be successful in upper grade levels when faced with mote
complex reasoning and higher cognitive demand tasks.

Our proposed school is designed to be a unique and autonomous secondary campus as it will have
completely separate facilities. A separate newly appointed principal and employees will serve on this
campus. The new school will house its own students in the new facility. While the governing body will
remain the same as all Harmony campuses have a single central governing body, the local leadership will
establish a new advisory board recruiting members from its own community to inform decision-making.
The day-to-day campus operations will be carried out by new leadership and support officers on this
new school. The proposed school will especially be unique and autonomous with its own leadership
team making design decisions to address the needs of the school and meeting its goals and performance
targets. The start-up grant funding, if approved, will contribute to the level of autonomy granted to this
school as we will deem this campus an incubator school for elementary school reform.



Attachment B

A lottery is to be conducted if the number of applicants exceeds the maximum enrollment. The lottery
will be conducted via lottery selection software under the supervision of the campus principal or his/her
designee and the Area Superintendent for that geographical region or his/her designee. This ensures
that the winner list and the waiting list are selected randomly. Results of the lottery shall be certified
by a notary public. The lottery wIll be paused momentarily after the computerized lottery fills all
available seats allowed by the enrollment cap. The drawing will then continue, and the randomly
selected numbers will be used to create a waiting list. As space become available, applicants will be
called from the waiting list beginning with applicants with the lowest number assignment.
